I am enclosing herewith, for your records, a "MàP of...CIài" 
ogether with a "Plan Map TT of the present tunnel workings on the Big 
imber, property. The claim map is comple te, but the other is complete 
nly insofar as the workings and. su.rface showings were accessible. As 
oon as the tunnel rehabilitation is finished I shall add. to this map. 
he present plan-map will give you. some idea as to what to expect in 
he way of old workings as the work progresses. Also, it will give some 
nformation regarding vein locations on surface and. some idea as to 
istanees thereto underground.. The old-workings extension was arrived 
t by remarks contained in a U. 3. Geological Survey Bulletin No. 842, 
o this portion of the map should. not be taken too literally. I believe, 
owever, that the map should be reasonably correct in this respect; at 
ny rate, close enough to get some idea of the old working tunnel. 


A detailed map of the upper manganese tunnel will be made 
s soon as sufficient work has been performed thereon to so warrant. 
1z you. know, this upper manganese showing, as presently exposed., in-
icates a very strong vein and. samples much better than does the man 
anese vein immediately beyond. the present rehabilitation work. How-i 
ver, there is every indication that the lower vein should. be pretty 
trong at depth.

Within the next clay or so I expect to get the Peterson maps 
iid other information relating to that property, and. determine where 
he most logical dozer trench. work might be performed..

Unless more snow falls, the present snow should. disappear 
u.ite rapidly. 


The Madison-Erickson copper property apparently has merit, 
u.t it is recommended. that this development and. exploratory work 
hould be deferred. until Spring.

Subject: Review of application 


In a most incomplete document, the applicazitrequests as-
sistance in exploring a vein or veins at the Riverside Mining Company 
property. Such veins were the subject of an application, DMEA 3692, 
which was denied in 1955. Mr. Boeddeker has become owner of the 
property and. says he has uncovered by tunneling showings of pink 
manganese, copper, silver, 'and scheelite in the 'upper' vein. 


I assume the 'upper' vein is. the New York vein of the pre-
vious, 3692, application. Of the vein the examiners said. . . "The New 
York vein, as exposed in the applicant's ad.it is along the footwa.U. 
of a shear zone which cuts medium-grained quartzmonzonite of the 
Boulder batholith. The vein is from 2 to 6 inches wide and consists 
of black and brown oxides of iron and manganese." 


"The shear zone consists of a strong footwall fracture and 
a weaker hanging wall fracture spaced about 12 feet apart. Both 
fractures strike about N. 62° E. and dip 70° to 80° northwest. The 
rock between the two main fractures is cut by many -minor fractures 
which contain small amounts of manganese and iron oxides. The quartz 
monzonite within or near the shear zone is altered to sericite, clay, 
end chlorite. The richest part of the vein is at the portal of the 
adit and is a pod consisting largely of' black and brown secondary 
minerals. According to the applicant's assays this pod. contains 29.8 
percent manganese and 0.5 ounce of silver.' The pod is about 5 feet 
wide at the portal but pinches to several inches 10 feet from the 
portal. The pod is a residual gossan producç,d by weathering and does 
not indicate a commercial manganese deposit.. 


Perhaps, if' questioned, the applicants will tell with more 
exactness what they have recently uncovered. 


Referral of the application to the Field Teem is recommended.
