Subject: Review of Field. Team Report• 


The applicants requested assistance in exploring a tactite 
zone in a remnant of Precambrian (Belt) rock in the Idaho granite or 
quartz monzonite batholith.. Some work was done on the property, 
possibly 50 years ago and the applicants have done 30 feet of work 
in an ad.it. 


As indicated by the work, the remnant mass is probably 
only 40 feet long, though it may be 150 feet long at the outside. 
The mineralized. tactite band. which shows in the shaft and open cut 
may be the same as cut in the crosscut adit 63 feet below. Five 
samples taken by the exm1-ners in the shaft and crosscut indicate 
the material is too low grade to handle economically. The maximum 
width sampled is in the crosscut. The sample assayed (Ranks' certificate):
