1. Applicants Property Rights: The property owned and/or controlled by 
the applicants consist of eight unpatemted mining claims known as the 
President Group. The claims are located in the Clancy Mining District, 
Montana and are in Sections 17 and 18, Township 8 North, Range 3 West, 
Montana Principal Meridian. The claim with which this request is con.. 
cerned is known as the G. Washington located in Section 17, same Town-. 
ship and Range as above stated All claims and leases are recorded in 
Book 4J , page _L at Boulder Montana, the County Seat of Jefferson 
County, Montana, There is no reason why the G. Washington claim should 
not be subject to Government lein for royalty payments, The claims and 
leases were purchased from the former owners, Miles, Hirunan and Elkhorn 
Mining Company, under whose spon8ership the properties were formerly 
operated.

The following claims are located on land 
owned by the Haynes interests of Helena, Montana and on which the Haynes 
have the mineral rights.

d. There are no leins, mortgages or other encumbrances on the 
property involved. Certain of the claims are subject to a 1C% royalty 
payment due the United States Government for exploration work performed 
by the Atomic Ener Commission. The following claims are so involved.

2. Physical Description: Uranium minerals were first discovered in the 
area by Mr. Wayne Hinman in 1949 and the President Group was staked and 
the lease obtained from the Haynes shortly thereafter. Active exploration 
was begun in 1950, though production, from the W. Wilson, started in 
1952. The W. Wilson was operated more or less continuously until 1955, at 
which time the entire group was acquired by the present owners • Since 
1955, intermittent operation has been carried on at the W. Wilson, West 
End G. Washington and the President claims, At the present time past ex-
ploration activities has been conducted on the W. Wilson, Harry S., 
President and West End G. Washington. About 1,600 feet of drifts, cross.. 
cuts and raises have been driven on the W. Wilson claim, about 1,500 feet 
of similar work has been conducted on the President claim and about 530

feet of the same type of work has been done on the West End of the G. 
Washington claim. In addition to the above listed work, the present 
operators are engaged in conducting raising and intermediate drifting 
operations on the West End of the G. Washington claim, 
During 1953 and 1954, the Atomic Ener Commission drilled 4i diamond 
drill holes on the President Group of claims for a total footage of 
about 5,000 feet. The purpose of the drilling was to determine the 
continuity of observed uraniu mineralization, both laterally and at 
depth and to point out the areas most logically suited for exploration 
underground. It is the results obtained from the drill holes located 
at the East End of the G. Washington that has inspired this request 
for DMEA. assistence. Copies of the logs of these holes are attached 
to and made a part of this request, 


b. The applicants interest in the above described operations and 
exploration activities is that of present owner and operator of the 
property on which such explorations and operations have been conducted, 


c. Past and current production from the properties in question 
are as given in the geolor report titled "Alhambra Uranium Properties" 
by Virgil IL Chamberlain dated May 1955. The information contained 
therein was, according to Chamberlain, obtained in part from the Butte 
Office of the Atomic Ener Commission. The above report lists the total 
production to date as 663.27 tons having a gross value of $54,000.93 
or an average value of $72.76 per ton. The report also lists two rail 
cars of ore shipped for which for which there are no records. In add-
ition to the above records the present operators have shipped two rail 
cars of ore during the second half of 1957. The firts of these cars 
assayed 0.28 percent uranium oxLde. Returns for the second kar have not 
yet been received, AU ore shipnents from these claims have been made 
to the Vitro mill at Salt Lake City, Utah. 


d, The above described geological reprt by Chamberlain lists the 
ore reserves in the entire group of claims as follows.

Although the writer has never attempted a compilation of ore reserves 
similarly to that given above, it is his opinion that the total ininable 
reserves, both indicated and inferred, may not be expected to exceed 
about 2,000 tons and that the average grade may not be expected to be 
greater than about 0.30 percent uranium oxide. 
Other than the information given in IJr. Chamberlain's report, there are 
no figures available for support of ones estimate or calculation of ore 
reserves for the President group of claims. The data held by the AEC 
regarding the results of their sampling and assays has not been ob-
tained. 


e. The uranium bearing deposits of the President group of claims 
are found in close association with silicified reefs or veins which 
form prominent ridges characterizing the Clancy Mining District. The 
veins or " Silicôus Reefs" consist of silicous filling of fractures 
in the quartz monzonite country rock. Brecciatión is usually pros.. 
flounced and several varities and colors of quartz, chalcedony and jassa. 
per are usually present. These conditions give rise to the thought that 
there were two or three periods of mineralization. The assemblage of 
gangue minerals also gives evidence of repeated brecciation and sil-
icification of the veins or reefs. sapping of the deposits during the 
last several years by the AEC provides evidence that the uranium bear-
ing portions of the structures are usually rather short segments with-
in the reefs and that the reefs may cthntinue for several hundreds of 
feet. Usually the ore shoots pitch steeply to the east in the comm-
only east - west striking veins. The veins themselves may be from less 
than one foot to more than ten feet in width, but the ore shoots may 
occupy only a minor portion of this width and usually extend less than 
100 feet along strike of the vein. When minable grade of uranium bear-
ing material has been encountered, the ore proper has varied from about 
six inches to as much as six feet in width with an average of perhaps 
about three feet. Exploration of the ore shoot mined in the W. Wilson, 
the most productive thus far opened, has shown that uranium minerals in 
commercial concentration may not be expected to extend to depths of 
more than about 100 feet below the surface. It is the writers opinion 
that the near surface ore grade material is due largely to secondary 
enrichment by the rather easily disolved uranium minerals having been 
deposited in the fractured and brecciated reefs by the downward per-
colating surface waters. The original primary uranium minerals present 
in the reefs would have been insufficient to constitute a presently 
commercial orebody. Hence most exploration has been and should be con-
fined to the upper 100 feet or less of any one of the reefs. Further, 
exploration should be attempted only on those portions of the reefs 
that show a high abnormal radioactive anomoJy. The uranium minerals 
thus far recognized in the veins of the area include autunite, so 
called gummite, uranophahe, torbernite and uraninite. Although the uran-
ium minerals often occur as coatings along fractures and as dissem-. 
inations in the altered wall rock, the greater portion of the values 
is usually concentrated in lenses or pockets along more or less con-
tinuous zones in the silicious reefs.
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f. Because of the comparitive success of the AEC drilling on that 
part of the silicious reef occupying the east end of the G. Washington 
claim, it is felt that the possibilities of encountering commercial 
grade ore bodies are greater than at any other in the area. The proposed 
project will be driven to intersect the reef in the immediate area pen-
etrated by the drill holes, those holes that were the most extensively 
mineralized of any in the area, as shown by the attached logs of the drill 
holes in question. In addition it is known from other exploration in the 
area that good drill results may not always be obtained even in parts 
of a reef that may be ore-bearing. 


g. Two copies of the geology report by Virgil It. Chamberlain are 
attached. In addition there have been numeraouB reports of the area 
published by both the AEC and the USGS. 


3. Accessibility of the project: 
a. Upon reasonable notice, Mr. Chebul, one of the owners of the 


properties, will meet and accompany representatives of the D4EA Field 
Team at any time they may wish to visit the property. AU parts of the 
claims are easily and readily reached by passenger car by less than 
15 minutes travel over dirt road from Alhambra Hot Springs, Montana. 


b. Helena, Montana is the main shipping and supply point for the 
district and offers residence opportunities for employees that may be 
retained for work at the property. The property is located about 15 
miles from Helena from which an all weather road extends to Aihambra 
Hot Springs, thence the 2 miles of dirt road to the most distant 
claims. 


4. The exploration project: 
a. The proposed exploration project consists of driving a cross-


cut with subsequent drifting from a prepared site previously considered 
as an exploration project by the AEC. The crosscut is to be driven be-
neath and into the silicous reef that outcrops on the Esat End of the 
G. Washington claim and is to intersect that reef in the near vicinity 
of the drill holes previously drilled by the AEC. The proposed crosscut 
and drifts are to be driven 5'x7' in section, larger if timber is requ 
ired. The crosscut will extend a distance of approximately 206 feet from 
portal to point of reef intersection, such intersection will be located 
74 feet vertically below the bottom of the open cut before made into the 
reef outcrop. From point of crosscut and reef intersection, it is further 
proposed to drift a total of not less than 200 feet along the structure. 
This drifting work may be divided into drthfts, one in each direction 
or it may be confined to one direction if the sampling results indicate 
that to be the preferred plan. The crosscut is to be driven North 39 
degrees West from the proposed portal site. The reef, at the surface, 
has a strike of North 78 degrees East and a dip of 77 degrees to the 
south. In addition to the proposed crosscutting and drifting operations 
it is proposed to drive not less than 75 feet of raise on that portion 
of the vein that may seem to offer the best chance for exploration of 
a possible orebody. Except in the raise very little timbering is ex-


pected to he necessary . In the total 400 feet of crosscut and drift not 
more than 50 feet of timbering is anticipated. It is further proposed 
that the exploration project be divided into two stages. The driving 
of the raise thereby be made dependent on the success of the cross-
cutting and drifting, Stage 1.

The proposed portal is located about 200 feet west of the nearest 
property line and about 1,400 feet east of the nearest mine workings. 
The attached maps show the location, direction and extent of the pro-
posed project. The proposed raise is not shown for the reason that its 
possible location is as yet unknown. 


b. No access roads to the proposed project will be required. 


c. In the event that the proposed project is approved for Govern-
ment participation, the work will be started as soon as that approval 
is received from the Government, It is estiniayed that an average advance 
of four feet per day can be maintained and that the entire project, ex-
clusive of the raising can be completed in about five months time. After 
approval, the raising can be completed in about one months time. In con-
sideration of the above expected completion time it is requested that 
the contract be made to expire not earlier than August 1, 1958. 


5. Experience: 
The applicants have operdd the properties during the current year 
which in addition to the supervisory personnel they will have avail-
able renders them sufficiently experienced andeful]y capable of carry-
ing the proposed project to successful completion. It is anticipated 
at this time that Mr. L. D. Jarrard will supervise the project, though 
he will not be present at all times.

The applicant proposes to explore for uranium ore deposits 
on a group of mining claims near Clancy, Montana. 


The claims are located on the Boulder batholith; , and 
uranium minerals have been reported, by the AEC and others, tas 
found in a quartz monzonite host rock. Shipments of ore from the 
property are reported by the applicant as of high grade, but that 
is not confirmed by mill settlement sheets or by drilling that was 
done on the property by the AEC. 


A large amount of underground work appears to have been 
done by former owners and by the applicant. 


From the geologic environment involved, it would not seem 
that large, commercial-grade ore deposits are likely to be present 
on the property. An exploration project might be successful, how-
ever, in discovering small, relatively high grade deposits. I 
recommend that the property be examined by the Field Team because 
of the extensive work that has been conp1eted on the property. 


The application reviewed contained no instruments of 
property transfer. The Geology Report by V. R. Chamberlain states 
that the applicants have a 20 percent interest under an agreement 
with the Atomic Minerals Corporation. Atomic Minerals Corporation 
appears to be the applicant under DNEA 14.792, thorium-uranium, 
Lincoln County, New Mexico.
