Enclosed are the original and two copies of an application
for DMEA aid to explore for copper, lead, zinc, uranium, cobalt, and
antimony in the Hope and Bullion Mine, Jefferson County, Montana.

This property was the subject of Contract Idm-E220,
Docket No. DMEA-326, which was between this applicant and DMEA.
Although the application is poorly prepared and rather vague
presumably it is a request for reinstatement of the o0ld contract.

The Field Team final report on Contract Idm-E220 states in
the summary "The contract was terminated August 11, 1953, by agreement,
after commencement but before completion of the work because of
operator's gross 1ncompetence, failure to prosecute the work diligently,
and financial 1nablllty to provide her r share of the project coste---~
Failure of the operator to complete work does not in any way detract
from the geologic possibilities of the property." The same report
states under Recommendations "The property merits further exploration;
however, Government participation in this exploration is not recom-
mended as long as the present lessee controls the property."

From the letter to the Executive Officer, which accompanies
the application, it appears that $6,400 represents the labor of four
men, contributed freely to the contract work, that $1,300 represents
free secretarial work, and that $212 represents an expected tax
refund, source not given. Thus, it appears that the applicant has
available only $6,335--not $14,247 as she indicates--and probably a
goodly portion of these funds will be required to rehabilitate the
shaft and equipment, especially if they have been idle since 1953.

From the application it is obvious that Mrs. Romerio does
not have adequate funds to complete even the shaft sinking, and
furthermore . there is nothing in the way the application is
prepared to indicate that she has acquired the ability to carry on
the .work any more competently or diligently than she did before.

We therefore recommend that the application be denied.

The poor lady, with not the faintest idea of mine operation, using
inexperienced relatives for laber, with very limited funds, was
trying to sink a shaft through soft, caving ground., The result
was inevitable, lots of money wasted and nothing accomplished;
accompanied by resentment and recriminations on the part of the
Operator toward the Government.

The applicant requests assistance in continuing exploration
of a "....strongly altered and sheared vein zone poorly and discontinuously
exposed for about 150 feet. It appears to be up to 10 feet wide, dips
steeply and consists of altered quartz monzonite laced by gouge strands
and containing discontinuous sulfide-bearing quartz lenses. The vein is
unquestionably on the strike of the Comet-Gray Eagle vein system and the
proposed exploration would be about 1500 feet east of the eastermmost
Comet ore shoots. ...." Ietter, Acting Executive Officer, Region II, to
Chairman, Coordinating Cormittee, August 3, 1951.

A contract, DMEA 326 Idm-E220, awarded December 3, 1951, .
authorized the expenditure of $21,200 on: Stage I shaft rehabilitation,
sinking 100 feet and crosscutting 50 feet: Stage II 250 feet of drifting.

Only 38/01‘ shaft work was completed. The total cost, including
preparatory work and shaft rehabilitation, was $8,725.04. The contract
was terminated by mutual agreement August 11, 1953. Nothing hed .been
added to the geologic knowledge of the property end it continues, apparently,
to be a good geologic bet. :

But the lease ownership and management have not changed and the
seme_financial embarassment continues. Experience has shown the shaft
work is much more expensive than estimated in 1951. The applicant has
upped the estimated cost per foot from, perhaps, $125.00 to $325-$375,
but she expects the ore that may be found will pay for the dri_'f.'ting

To clean up the shaft and sink 62 feet at, say, $250.00 foot
would cost upwards of $20,000. If, as before, the applicant's family
(2 sons, husband and da.ughter) help and they have the reserve _cash claimed,
: $3,335-00, they might pull through.





If the applicent can show conclusively she has the cash
and time of five- or_six, now 5 years older, people on call, it
appears she is entitled to a new contract.

I recommend that further investigation by the Field Team

be requested.
