Exhibit B - Outlines the work that has been suggested to carry out
the exploration of these three veins from the Meyer Tunnel,

This is a property that has seen little activity since before the
depression of the 1920's. As far as I can determine, this entire project
has lain dormant since-somefime during the 1920's. In making a decision to
gé in and reopen the lower tunnel, as shown on Plate No., 1, we relied on the
information shown in this particular map and a report written by Samuel Barker,

Jdr., I knew Mr., Barker personally and have every reason to believe that his
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work would be reliable in every respect. I quote his report dated October 23,
1922, copy of which I have in my hands and which is available either in the
original or in photostatic copy:

"Agreeable to your request I herewith submit my report
on the examination of the property of the Rampart Mountain
Mining Company.

Location

This property is situated in the eastern portien of the
Butte District, Silver Bow County, Montana and being on the
western slope of the main range of the Rocky Mountains.,

The Great Northern Ry. runs just west of the claims of
this group, and a good wagon and auto road passes across the
Rocky Mountain claim,

The elevation of the west end of the property is 6250
feet above sea level with the eastern portion about 7500 feet
above sea level., The surface slopes are generally to the west.

ProEertz

The Rampart Mountain Mining Co. owns Sur. No. 2418, Rocky
Mougtain Lode, Sur. No. 2417, Paraiso’Lode, Sur. No. 6202, Mary
Ann’ Lode, Sur. No. 2419, Major Budd Extension'West Lpde, Sur.
No. 937, Major Budd’Lode, Sur. No?/2h20, Major Budd'Extensio
East Lode, Sur. No, 6201, Maud £.'Lode, Sur., Ne. 8107, Hurry
Lode, and Sur. No. 8108, Hurry”Extension lode, all held under
United States patent tit}e, and containing a combined area of
127.5 acres. The Ramco“lode, containing about 5 acres, situated
between the Major Budd, Gertrude and Maud C. lodes, is held
under location,

The Major Budd, Major Budd Extensions East and West, Rocky
Mountain and Paraiso Lodes are very old locations. so that no
litigation concerning their extra-lateral rights is to be anti-
cipated and, if junction of any veins in this group on their
dip, with veins apexing in adjoining claims should occur, be-
cause of the priority of this Company's claims they would take
everything below the point of junction.

At the entrance to the Mgyer tunnel on the Paraiso Lode, a
compressor and blacksmith house and a dry house have been built
which will be adequate for the present needs of the property.

Housing facilities for a considerable working force could
be provided by building boarding and bunk houses near the en-
trance to the Meyer tunnel,
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General Conditions

Electric power is available from the Montana Power
Company, for any purpose. The Canyon Ferry line is tapped on
the Rocky Mountain claim, transformed and ready to use at the
entrance to the Meyer tunnel.

Sufficient water for mining, domestic or other uses runs
thro the property.

Timber for mining of any size or kind can be purchased
at the various lumber yards in the district.

Climatic conditions are good, the auto and wagon road
across the Rocky Mountain claim is an all year road.

Hardware and mining machinery of all kinds can be pur-
chased in Butte, so that no large amount of money need be
tied up in supplies.

It will be an easy matter to build a spur track from the
main Great Northern line to serve this property and at a com-
paratively small cost.

'I' ' History

The Major Budd and Major Budd Extension West Lodes were
located in the late seventies and actively developed for a
considerable period of time, Extensive work was being done in
the Lower tunnel on the Major Budd Extension West in the Summer
of 1889, when I assisted in making the patent and underground
surveys on same of the claims of this group.

Ore was being mined and shipped by Messrs. Fine and Pankey
at that time. .Since 1893 more or less development work has been
done on the property, and in 1920 the Algodore Mining Co. leased
the group, driving the Meyer tunnel, the entrance to which is
on the Paraiso Lode.

The records of the Major Budd Co. are not available so the
production cannot be given, but a considerable tonnage of high
grade ore was mined and shipped in the interim between the
location of the claim and 1893.

It is a well known fact that only the high grade ore could
be shipped, in the early day operations on account of smelting
charges, so that, today, with economies in mining and the metal-
lurgy of the complex ore of the Butte District successfully
worked outnand in operation, the so called low grade ore can be

. worked at a profit.

Considering the amount of quartz in the Major Budd ore thé
flotation process should be particularly adapted to the treatment
of this ore,
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Geology

These claims are situated in the granite area of the Butte
District, in which all of the producing mines are located. The
dark colored coarsely granular granite is the oldest rock of the
District and represents, by far, the type found on the Major
Budd claims and vicinity.

Aplite or "Blue Bird granite", a cream colored fine grained
rock, is found only as a dike material intruded into the cool-
ing cracks of the dark colored granite in this area.

A rhyolite dike is disclosed in the Great Northern Ry. cut
on the Nellie Kimman Lode having a northeasterly-southwesterly
strike, it is about 1500 feet north of the Paraiso Lode and has
a width of 25 feet. No other exposure of this dike is found
as far as I know,

In the Butte District several vein systems have been
recognized. The developments in the area under consideration
have, in my opinion, exposed at least two of these systems,
the so called Anaconda or Oldest system and the Blue Vein or
Northwest system.

The oldest or East-West fractures of the Butte District
are compound veins with more or less disconnected, but intensely
mineralized strands, At the surface the veins are oxidized,
have iron stained quartz, and sometimes blackened, probably from
the presence of the black oxide of Manganese, "Pyrolusite%, at
depth, if Manganese is present, both the pink carbonate and
silicate, "Rhodocrosite and Rhodonite",

In the large veins of this system the granite, which orig-
inally existed between the parallel fractures, has been in-
tensely altered and partially mineralized, the partial replace-
ment of the granite being shown by spheroidal forms, surrounded
by one or more concentric shells of quartz or ore.

In both the Rocky Mountain and Major Budd veins these pro-
minent characteristics are easily seen, more particularly in
the first named vein. The quartz is not crushed and rounded
by motion, and the granite remnants are generally spheroidal,
having quartz peripheral shells.

The Blue or Northwest veins are fault fissures, occurring
after the primary vein system, and which cut and displace the
older system. So far no vein of this system has been developed
in this group, because all mining has been done on the Major
Budd vein, What I believe to be a vein of this type has been
exposed on the north line of the Constitution claim, about
1100 feet northeast of the Rocky Mountain Lode, it is 8 feet
wide, strikes N, 75° W., dips southerly and contains some
crushed quartz and clay.
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A number of other fractures have been exposed in this
group, but no systematic attempt has been made to thoroughly
explore the possibilities of the property.

The vein filling consists of quartz, silicified and
altered quartz, iron and manganese oxides, the values being
in gold and silver, with silver predominating.

No prominent faults have been exposed as yet on this
group. :

Developments

The old records and underground maps show an upper
tunnel about 200 feet long, on the Major Budd vein, crossing
the common end line between the Major Budd and West extension.

The lower tunnel, 110 feet below the upper tunnel, the
entrance to which is on the Major Budd Extension West, has
been driven 1310 feet on the vein, at 510 feet from entrance
an air shaft connects to the end of the upper tunnel, at 600
feet a winze was sunk 230 feet deep, with levels at 86, 130
and 230 feet below the tunnel. The 86 foot level being about
100 feet long, the 130 about 160 feet long and the 230 about
50 feet long, all being driven easterly from the winze. A
raise connects the 130 to the tunnel level., At 680 feet some
stopes show on the old maps to a point about 35 feet above the
level, and at 900 feet the Moulder stope is LO feet long and
two floors above the back of the tunmel,

It is probable that more work was done than shown on the
maps.

The above work is not accessible at present on account
of some caved ground near the entrance to the tunnel; however
it would not be much of a job to clean out and repair the
tunnel. '

The Meyer tunnel has been run 943 feet, at 290 feet from
entrance a crosscut was driven southeasterly 180 feet and at
the face another crosscut runs southerly 11li feet.

On the other claims of this grbup various small openings
are found mostly done for the purpose of securing patent,

Considerable commercial ore has been mined and shipped
from the Major Budd vein, but as far as I am able to ascertain
the records have been lost. From reports of the operations in
past years ore of present day commercial value was opened up
in many workings. :

It is not possible at the present time te examine the
lower tunnel, or the workings therefrom, but from old reports
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that I .consider reliable, the Major Budd vein contained more
or less high grade ore, the largest shoot being from a point
about 420 feet from the entrance to the lower tunnel, to a
point about 720 feet from its entrance. This shoot dips
westerly and has been partially stoped above and for some
distance below the lower tumnel level, The Moulder stope
was evidently on ore but from available reports its extent
cannot be determined.

In the first crosscut south from the Meyer tunnel a
5 foot vein, dipping southerly and striking easterly and
westerly, was cut at 23 feet, it has good foot and hanging
wall gouges, with some pink manganese and considerable
altered granite. At 81 feet, 18 ins. of quartz, manganese,
gouge and altered granite was encountered, dipping southerly
and having east-west strike.

At 500 feet from entrance an 18 inch vein was cut on the
south side of the tunnel, dipping nearly vertical and con-
sisting principally of quartz and manganese, it is probable
that this is the same vein as cut at 23 feet in the first
crosscut. From this point to the face the tunnel was run on
the vein,

At 750 feet the vein showed a width of 5 feet with good
quartz and manganese, on the south side of the tunnel, at the
face, 15 ins. of vein material was cut, having a good gouge,
quartz, manganese and spots of lead and zinc. At 9 feet
south of the tunnel, a 5 foot vein was cut consisting of
quartz, altered granite, two strong gouges and manganese,
these veins dip southerly and if they continue on their pre-
sent strike should join at about 75 feet beyond the present
face of the tunnel, .

On the Rocky Mountain claim a vein 190 feet wide has
been opened by a surface cut near the east end line. The
wagon road across the west end of the claim also clearly
defines the same vein, where a width of 210 feet is shown
between walls. Three strongly mineralized bands, each hav-
ing a width of twenty feet, with smaller streaks and with
altered granite between the streaks go to make up the total
vein width.

In one of the twenty foot bands some black oxide of
manganese was noted, but for the most part the strongly
mineralized portions of the vein consists of quartz and
iron oxides, which are the characteristics of similar veins
in this District.

This vein can be traced about 1500 feet southwesterly
thro the Big Timber Lode, by surface cuts, shafts and quartz
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boulders, to the northeast from the Rocky Mountain it is
easily followed for a distance of at least 2000 feet. The
maps herewith should be consulted in connection with the
text.

The vein near the common end line of the Hurry claims
is quite a prominent fracture having 18 ins. of quartz and
manganese with some altered granite. The same can be said
of the Paraiso discovery vein in the east end of the claim,
it is possible its western continuation is developed just
north of the compressor building, the minor faults in the
Meyer tunnel probably accounting for the slight displace-
ment on strike,

There are a number of small veins exposed on the prop-
erty and in adjoining claims and with development I believe
others will be found,

Ad jacent Properties

To the southeast of this property the King Soloman,
Fourth and Fifth of July claims produced considerable com-
mercial silver ore.

. Just south of the Major Budd Extension West, copper
ore was mined and shipped from the White Cloud Lode and
the same can be said of the Caliope and Clinton claims.
The Copper Float Lode has a very good showing of copper
ore in the tunnel on the claim.,

The Homestake Lode had also produced quite a tonnage
of copper ore. Lesses of the Receiver-Mono No. 3 claim have
shipped considerable silver-gray copper ore, and at present
the Honolulu claim is being operated. A thin streak of ore
being mined from which a 1000 lb. lot was shipped recently
gave returns of $4800,00, some milling ore is also developed
in comnection with the rich streak,

Small lots of ere have been shipped frem various claims
in this vieinity either by lessees or owners, generally
speaking outside the Anaconda, North Butte, Main Range and
Clark ownerships the various claims are held by individual
owners, and, while a large number of strong vein showings
exist at the surface on the adjoining claims to this group,
no concerted developments have been made, because it is not
good policy to spend money for development unless suffl-
cient acreage is owned in compact form.

Recommendations

. Only enough work should be done on the so called lower
tunnel to make it accessible as an air course and for a
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passage way for employees.

The Meyer tunnel should be extended in its present
direction at least to a point under the east end of the
winze workings from the lower tunnel, an approximate
distance of 1500 feet.

From present development work I am of the opinion
that the vein in the Meyer tunnel is the Major Budd vein.
When the Meyer tunnel has been driven an additional 40O
feet, enough work will have been done to determine the
question as to whether the tunnel is being driven on the
said vein, if it is not on the vein, it will be a very
easy matter to do the necessary crosscutting.

The extension of this tunnel, as indicated, will
allow a thorough development of the former producing zone
from a depth which I believe is best for silver values,

For future development, work should be done to open
up the large vein showing on the Rocky Mountain claim.
This vein is the largest and most promising in this entire
section, but I do not think its development would be justi-
fied with the ownership of a single claim on the vein, as
is the case at present. However, if additional ground
could be obtained along the lode, I certainly.would strongly
favor its thorough development by a shaft, crosscuts and
drifts.

Conclusions

The important veins of this property are of the oldest
type, therefore they were subject to the entire period of
mineralization which produced the ore in the Butte District.

The property is located in a producing area. Ore has
been developed in a number of mines in its vicinity.

This group of claims produced high grade ore in the
early days of silver mining in Butte. The workings from
which the ore was taken are now inaccessible but, from the
new Meyer tunnel development the ore shoots of the Major
Budd vein can be prospected at a comparatively small cost,

There is nothing to show that all of the high grade
ore has been extracted, and there are records of ore of
lower grade developed in former operations which should be
commercial with present day methods.

That the Rocky Mountain vein has great possibilities
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. because of its width, mineralization and type, but, should
be supplemented by a greater ownership along the vein,
which I am informed can be secured,

Therefore I feel justified in recommending the de-
velopment of the property."

During the winter months we have cleaned and rehabilitated the
lower tunnel to where we afe now just getting into the old stoping area.

By reopening this area, we havé made it possible for the geologist to tie
in the underground geology as shown in the lower tunnel with the surface
work that was done last fall,

The Meyer tunnel is in good condition, and it was possible to
complete the geological maps at this elevation, and Exhibits A and B show
the over-all development project as outlined by Franeis Young, a geologist
whosé training and experience have been in the Butte District, It is this
project in the Meyepzuzge%utlined in Mr. Young's letter of recommendation,
that we propose to carry forward and on which we ask for D.M.E.A. assistancé.

There is a power line fairly close to the property. It will be
necessary to bring in transformers and a line to the portal of the Meyer
tunnel. The old buildings will have to be completely rehabilitated. The
skeleton frames of these buildings, both of which are still standing, should
be reuseable, It will require installation ef change room facilities, com-
pressor, small shop, and a certain amount of work in building car dumping
facilities, and it will also be necessary to do some work on road rehabil-
itation. |

The Meyer tunnel proper is in almost reuseable condition. The
ditech will have to be cleaned and the bottom of the drift will have to be

brought down and leveled for grade. A complete track will have to be in-

stalled. On this it is my plan to use 25 or 30 lb. rail, install 24-inch
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gauge track and space l4 x 6 ties 18 inches to two feet apart. It is my
plan to use 4O to 50 cubic foot Granby side dump cars, and for the job

we are going to utilize a train of these Granby side dump cars and incor-
porate the Whup d'Whup principle., By so doing, we will eliminate any turn-
outs, lay-bys or switches and will speed up the driving of the tunnel. We
propose to drive this 7' x 9' cross section, and this will be the face main-
tained inside the thﬁbef whefe timber is necessary. We will plan on instal-
ling a 4" air line and a 1" pressured water line. It will be our plan to
use either a crawler mounted air operated overshot loader or the Eimco rail
mounted 12-B. We are also designing a crawler mounted power feed operated
drill jumbo.

There no doubt will be certain sections of the tunnel that will
have to be widened to make room for the larger cars, and with this in mind
the following figures are listed to givé the cost of preparing and compiete-
ing all necessary work prior to the actual driving of the exploration cross-

cuts and drifts.

In checking costs for driving 7' x 9' drifts in the Butte area,
I have come up with a figure of $l4L420 per foot for a bald-headed drift
and $53.20 for a timbered one, I have estimated that the project will
take 1500 feet of untimbered drift at $44.20, or $66,300,00. Also esti-
mating that 1,000 feet of drift timbered will be required, this at $53.20
amounts to $53,206.00. |

The cited application, dated May 6, 1958, was received
in this office on May 12.

The Applicant proposes to explore this property by means
of 2,500 feet of drifting and crosscutting from the lowest or
Meyer Adit. The estimated cost of this work would be $131,630.00.
This would include some rehabilitation and preparatory work.

The property was examined on May 16, 1958, by William C.
Prinz, Geological Survey, and John A. Bowsher, Bureau of Mines.
The property was re-ezamined on May 29, 1958 to resolve some
discrepancies between some new maps which were submitted by the
Applicant after the initial examination and the older ones which
were received previously.

The major structure at the Rampart Mine is a large quartz
vein (the Major Budd vein) which cuts late Cretaceous quartz
monzonite related to the Boulder batholith. This vein is exposed
in the partically rehabilitated Major Budd No. 2 adit and in out~
crops and surface pits. Visible mineralization in the vein is
weak but cld maps, submitted with the application, indicate the
presence of some high-grade silver ore and copper mineralization
in now inaccessible workings. The lack of any indication of
copper ore in the accessible portions of the vein, coupled with
the sparse notes concerning the distribution of copper in the
inaccessible workings, would indicate that the chances of making
a significanghdiscovery of this metal are poor.

The examining team report that they could find little
evidence that important bodies of copper or manganese ore might
be found by the proposed exploration program. Only sparse copper
minerals could be found in the accessible workings. Manganese
is found only as an oxide stain in the quartz véin.

The results of assays of four samples collected from the
property are discouraging. Nothing approaching commercial values
for gold, lead, zinc, copper, or manganese were found in any of
the samples. The best assay was 7.80 oz/ton silver in one sample.
The old mine workings were not in good enough condition to permit

adequate sampling.

The applicant®s best evidence for the presence of minable
ore deposits seems to exist in an old map and some notes made by
previous operators. Those documents seem to indicate that the
property holds a better potential as a silver producer than as &
base metal mine.

The Field Team, Region I, reports that rehabilitation
work is now under way on the property. A much better evaluation
of the mine will be possible after the old workings are made accessible.
I agree with the recommendations of the Field Team and the examining
team that the application be denied, possibly without prejudice. A
re-examination of the mine and re~evaluation of the property seem
desirable after the mine workings are in condition to be inspected.
