GEOLCGIC SUMMARY

The Confederate Gulch region is underlain by shaly, slaty,
and calcareous rock of the Belt series of Precambrien age. Neaxr the
bese of the series is the Newland limestene, & very impure lime-
stone containing considerable amounts of magnesie and siliceous and

" argillaceous sediment. The thickness hes beer estimated at 1,500 fest.

_ The Sullivan and Stewort No. 1 adit follows an aplite
8411 between layers of the Newland limestone. The sill varies in
thickness from 5 to 7 feet where exposed in the adit end follews
the minor folds in the limestome. It is greatly fractured and
some of the frectures have been re-cemenied by calcite and claylike
minerels. Oceasionally, the fractures are filled with blebs of leed,
ginc, end iron sulfides. However, a 2-foot chip semple teksn at the
foce failed to disclose any leed or zinc mineralization. Copper '
sulfides are reported by the applicant but none were recognized at
the time of exeminetion. There is very little difference im eppear-
ence, texture, or minerslizetion of the aplite e2ill near the portal
and at the face of the reletively short adit. There appsers %o be
some bleaching at the surface expesure. There is no criteria for
assuming the sill will become move mineralized as it continues
farther voderground. '

In view of the wesk mineralization chown in the 8ill from
the tumnel peortal to the present face and the ebsence of any known
target arca which mwey be more fovorsble for minevelization, it i5
recomuended the spplication be denied. '
