ThL8 project was started in Juno 1962 to determine the downward and 
lateral extension of gold and sLIver mineralization expesed by old workings 
in shatter zone wtthin Tertiary- porphyry. It was proposed to explore these 
structures by drifting, drilling and raising from 200 feet below known ore 
and to carry the exploration 1000 feet beyond it • The proposal was modified 
to contract for exploration 200 feet directly be1oQ the extent of the old 
workthga by drifting and raising with lateral probing by dri.I1ing. 


The work completed under the contract consisted of:

Contract Specifications were cmpleted in september 1963, but work 
described continued through October. Further exploration, excavation and 
driUing is currently in progress upon structures and trends exposed by 
this qork so ultimate evaluation of the ONE project will depend upon future 
infori*tion. At preseüt it is evident that OME work proved. that ore grade 
mineralization projects to the lover level, that favorable structure con-
tinues along strike and that structures par4lel to this trentLare mineral-. 
ized. 


Ore Reserv: 


Ore reserves estimated from exposures known to date are rsvst1y classi-
fied as Inferred, as defined by U.S.G.S. terminology, due to length of corre-. 
1aton necessary, varab1egrade . 'of material andthe geometry of various 
sample intervals. Known reserves prior to ONE exploration were estimated 
as Indicated ore amounting to 10,000 tons assaying 0.36 ounces per to in 
gold and 14.3 ounces per to in silver. Exploratory raising has strength-
ened this assumption, but has not been extensive enough to change classi-. 
fication or quantity.

These CO5t3 include all direct atid indirect charges to the project 
such as labor, supiies, supporting facilities, equipnent depreciation, 
supervision, assaying, taxes, and insurance No charges were included 
for general geologic studies, anrtiation f expenditure or tor capit4'-
ized oquipuent. 


The drifts were driven with an average cross.aection of 8' high c 7t 
wtde ob 1% grade using 3,8 inch gage track. Crosscuts average 7'x 5$ 
driven by a slushtr without track. 21 sets cf timber were installed to 
support the portal and b1oky ground. 8 sets were used to support the 
drift at the base ot the raises . Drifting encountered no particular prcb.. 
lems - ravolly rock necessitated drilling short	 and moisture re-. 
quired the use tf electrital blasting. Water courses were intersected 
which hampered advance at times, but after a brief drainage period all 
the water flow was from the floor. About 1000 gal'ons per minute now 
flows out the portal 


Raises 1ere driven with an average section of 15 feet along the 
strike of structure and 6 feet from bangtng wall to footwall. They were 
timbered into 3 equal..size compartments with rock chutes on each end and 
a serviceway in the center. 


Equipment used for drifting consisted of jackleg drills, alloy drill 
rods with integr4 tungsten carbide cross bits, oversbt mine car loader, 
rocker dump cars, diesel locomotive, and axivane fans • A double druM air 
slusher and scraper were used for mucking crcsscuts. toper drills and 
single drum air hoists were used in the raises. 


Zongboling was drilled with 3 and 4 inch screw feed drifters using 
2 inch carbide bits on 4 foot sectional drill rods. Checks between cut-
tings assayed and crosscut sampling seefl to show that drilling results 
are senii..quantitative. Heavy water flows and open fractures caused some 
trouble in drilling and in reliability of cuttings. Geologic data was 
quite reliable, although silicified and highly pyritized shales are diffi-
cult to distinguish from mineralized porphyry. 


Surface equipment and plant consisted of a shop and change-..room building, 
an office and sample building, a 50 kva diesel-electric power plant, a 600 
cfnt diesel compressor, an LIDS front end loader, an 8 x 15 sample crusher, 
a gasoline powered welder, a utility pick-up truck, and miscellaneous shop 
tools.
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The working farce at the prOJect inIuded 4 mIners, 1 mechanic, and 
a project supervisor urng most of the prcgrant. Currently there are 6 
miners and 2 mechanics and the supervisor eaployed at th property. 


No ore has been shtpped or sold fr the property snce the contract 
began. 


Qeoi9gic Pa: 


The area examined b3r the project lies along the southvostcm edge of 
the Little Rocky mountains which were formed by a 1coiithc intrusioz 
of syenite porphyry intc a series of sedimentary and raetamrphic rocks. 
A vein system occupies a shatter ne wh:Lch runs from the sediments into 
the porphyry. Sporadic mining over the past 70 years has artiaUy explored 
these e1ns in the porphyry and exposed 1ninera1izatiøn on a strike 1ngth 
bf about 500 feet extendtn. to 250 feet ui depth. Preliminary examination 
indicated poaitive possibilLtie that mineralizatIon could be expected 
beyond the linu.tg previus1y established, and the progrant resolved as an 
underground project centered aboit 200 feet below the leest workings. 


$urf*ce and underground mapping shoved that the trend of mineralization 
was about N 45° E with a steep northwesterly di.p along fractures and she&rs 
rwming parallel to the shatter zone. Ore concentrations were erratic in 
grade and size, but apparently maintained an en cheleon relationship as 
do the individual shears. 


OME exploration has added a great deal to the knowledge of this area, 
but many questions have not been answered and many assumptions have not 
been verified. 


The shatter zone is bordered by a light grey silicified syentte por.. 
phyry containing abundant chalky feldspar phenocryets in a glassy matrix. 
The shatter zone is principally ccuied by two types ef porphyry which 
appear to be related to the Syenite porphyry, but seem to have been later 
phases cf the intrusive. 


The mast abundant -f these is a dark grey, brittle sili.ceous rock 
with larger fresher folds pars, locaUy called "Big Eye" porphyry It is 
usually bard and dense, but near mineralized structures it may be somewhat 
vesicular arid ccntain megosccspic pyrite, fluospar and quartz. In one area 
of contact with sediments it appears to have cooled rapidly to fonn a 
"chilled" zone on the contact. It has been the best rock for most of the 
mineralization on the lower levels 


The other porphyry, teri'ied "Possum" from its fetid odor when struck, 
seems to be a dike rock in texture and attitude, but some evidence inaates 
that it is a fades of "Big Eye" Tn other mines in the area it is associated 
with ore bodies, but no definite relationship to ore has been noted here. 
No "dikes" have been fund on the lower level, although ntinor amounts ot 
possum porphyry appear as inclusions or segregatioris in the Big y-e. 
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Sediantaz7 rocks, probably of the Cambrian erscn or F1&thead 
formation, occur as a tcgue in porphyry running at leasi 1000 feet 
into the .gneous roøke. Locally termed "shaLe", these rocks are thin 
bedded zgi11aceoui sandstones. Near mineralized areas they have been 
highly altered by silica and pyrite, and contain ore grade mineral-. 
ization in so'e places. It is suspected that the presence Gf large 
zenoUtha of thie material has had an effect upon the structural pattern 
of the rein sytem. 


The shatter zofle is an indefitite area several hundred feet wide 
and probably 3000 feet long in ibich "veins" h*ve developed from shear.-
jug and fracturing. The strongest fatures are more or less parallel 
and trike N 40° t 50° ! with both northwesterly and southeasterly 
dips within the main zone . It has not been ascertained whether the 
Yein5 are arranged in a true en echelon maimer or if this is ntoraly 
apparent due t pinching and tightening of structure accmipane1 by 
Slight changes in st*ike, At 1313' fnnt the portal on the OKE level 
3 parallel structures are known, though only the central vein has been 
explored aleiig Strike tc any extent. 


Vein $tructure on the OML level Is ui general more evident and more 
continuous then on upper levels. They are characterized by open fissur.


-ing that is now reccia filled with. rubble veU cesztented with pyrite 
and silica. Widths vary from a few inches t several feet. Vans are 
usually indefinite due to horsetaUing of subsidiary structtres into 
both wails. The degree of mineralization is usually directly propor-
tiona3. to tb amount of pyrtte It is believe4 that the veins were 
originally open fractures and that the breccia accumulated from material 
dislodged up dip, as open cavities are abundant on the lower, but 
were found more than 25 feet up dip. 


Vei* of the upper levels are accompanied by a higher degree of 
horaetaljmg and less definite walls. Mineralization shows a tendency 
to follow the smaller fractures in a random patteni. firecciation Is 
less developed and the veins have the appearance of small angular rock 
fragments tied together with a network of veinlets. 


Contacts between shale and porphyry seem to be fault surfaces 
are generally mineralized. Most contacts show silIticatien and pyrit. 
ization. The maui vein, structures change character and direction some .-
what where they cut across contacts, but they seem to continue thru 
the shale. Little is yet known about txie degree of mineralization along 
the veins in the shale sections, but ore is known to occur in shale. 


Odd and i1ver mnineralizatiot cannot be detected except by assay 
in areas e*amined to date On the lower levels profuse quantities of 
botrycida]. pyrite obscitres mineralization. Pyritic portions of the 
veins are seldom barren, though mineralization may not be ore grade. 
Upth.p the pyrite is oxidized to limonite and iron oxides, and only minor 
quantitje of pyrite occur on the upper levels, With the exception of 
one specimen of tellurides no golda silver minerals have been identified.

The maximum drifting authorized by the contract is 1,500 feet;. 
therefore, the advance since the last inspection which was made 
April 25, 1963, is 83 feet. At about 1,220 feet from the adit portal' 
No. 1 raise has been started and driven 3-compartment to a height 
of 17 feet from the back of the drift. Three sets of timber or 15 ' 
feet were emplaced for ground support and chute installations.

The raise follows a strong shear that was sampled during the last 
inspection.

The Gold Bug property was visited July 23, 1963, and. the progress 
checked in the company of John G. Roscoe, superintendent of mines 
for the operating company. In addition to the routine check of 
progress the questiors of incorrect vouchering and approval of car 
samples, and necessary adjustments therefor that will be made in 
the May voucher, were discussed. The nondiscrimination notice was 
posted conspicuously in the compressor house. About 2* hours 
were spent on the property. 


Since the last inspection, which was made April 25, 1962, the 
drift was advanced 136 feet from the initial point for a total 
advance of 1,535 feet - - 35 feet beyond the drifting provided for 
in the contract. The face showed a strong hanging-wall shear 
dipping about 700 S. and a slightly weaker one dipping from about 
300 S. steepening to about 700 S. as it approaches the hanging 
wall. Two samples were taken and assayed.

The hanging-wall shear contained considerable iron oxide though 
some fresh pyrite coated with inarcasite was also seen. Along some 
planes throughout the shear zone occasional small crystals of 
pyrite occur. The only rock alteration apparently is mild pyritiza-
tion about equally distributed and seems to have no direct deteable 
relation to the amount of gold and silver found in the assays. 
Possibly thin section work would disclose two or more periods of 
pyrite deposition.

The Gold Bug property was visited April 25, 1963, and the work was 
checked with Glenn Franklin, engineer-supervisor. About three hours 
were spent ox,thè property. The lastjnspect1on was made November 8, 
1962, since hen the tunnel has been advanced 852 feet for a total of 
1,11.17 feet from the portal. No new timber has been installed.. At his 
own expense, the Operator has extended drill station 5 about 100 feet 
southerly and 50 feet northerly and. has driven an angle crosscut 
easterly from the drift face. The latter was filled with water dammed 
up by a muck pile, but appears to be about 60 feet long. 


As a check on the long-hole drilling, Franklin was asked. for the foot-
age by hole completed since the last (February) voucher. Upon my return 
to Spokane, I found the March voucher, which indicates that the Operator 
has a tendency to undervoucher drill footage as follows:

Apparently the Operator believes that he cannot claim more than 100 
feet for any hole, although the contract states that the holes will 
average 100 feet in depth. This will be discussed. during my next 







. 


inspection. As of the end. of March, drilling totalled 2,]9 feet. 
Adding Franklin's depths to the total vouchered. in February, the 
total footage drilled is 2,1468 feet, distributed among 214 holes; the 
indicated average depth of hole is therefore in the order of 102.3 
feet per hole, whereas the average depth of the 21i. holes as vouchered 
through March is only 88.7 feet per hole, 


About 1,200 feet from the portal a fracture, in places vuggy and in 
other places fairly tight, caine into the drift from the northwest 
wall. About six feet farther another similar fracture entered .the 
drift from the same wall. They are nearly parallel,with an average 
strike of N. 14 E. and dip 60° to 80° S,E. Between the fractures 
is about two feet of sheared and. brecciated "Possum" porphyry, which 
comprises the wall rock on either side of the fissures. Pyrite and 
inarcasite occur in some of the vugs, but only small bits of pyrite 
were seen in the tighter portions of the shears. In less amounts, 
pyrite was also seen in the wall rock adjacent to the brecciated. zone 
and in breccia fragments. About 100 feet from where the first fiasure 
enters the drift, the distance between the 'two narrows to about a foot 
and at about 135 feet they leave the drift in the southeast wall at 
drill station No. 5. 


A narrow band. of what is locally called "chilled Possum" porphyrycomes 
into the drIft from the northwest side at drill station No. 5 and con-
tinues to the drift face. Approximately five feet wide, the chilled 
Possum porphyry is more in the nature of a contact zone between the 
modera6ely argilled shale beds and. the Possum porphyry, Two chip 
samples were taken. One at 1,14014 feet from the portal across 12 inches 
of sheared shale, which showed only small scattered specks of pyrite, 
assayed 0.07 ounce gold and 5.3 ounces silver per ton. The other was 
taken from a vuggy section of the second fissure where it enters the 
drift at about 1,225 feet from the portal. The fissure Is here about 
stinches wide and contains some quartz grains, pyrite, and marcasite. 
The sample was cut along the fissure to determine to what extent this 
sulfide and quartz assemblage contained gold arid silver; it assayed 
O. l48punce gold and 147.5 ounces silver. Although the material in the 
first sample did not shw any significant mineralization, at $35.00 
an ounce for gold and $1.25 an ounce for silver it is worth about 
$9.09per ton; the second sample, expected to run high, is worth about 
$76.00 per ton. 


During a discussion of sampling methods, Franklin said he had been 
taking only car samples easterly from station G-l6 plus 22 feet, which 
would be sample No. 511.62 or 511.63 shown on the Operator's February and 
March progress maps, and that some car samples were taken before that 
point was reached, but he was vague as to how many. Under the terms 
of the contract, onlyut samples in significantly mineralized areas 
can be approed for Government participation. The assays of the samples 
just described will illustrate that some material that does not show 
significant-mineralization may contain values that with "sweetening" 
could become ore grade, and they also illustrate extreme difference

in values that may exist. It is believed that for,practical purposes 
the results of car sample assays give more valuable information than 
would cut samples limited to significantly mineralized portions of 
veins. However, cut samples are also necessary to determine the lo-
calization of higher values that might be of ore grade and width but 
would be diluted to low grade in car samples, One car sample repre-
sents 1.3 tons of rock. 


It is recommended that an amnendinent be prepared to change the, first 
sentence of the, first paragraph under Exhibit "A", General Provisions, 
to read: "When structure and mineralization indicate the advisability, 
drift and raises shall be sampled by cutting channels normal to the 
drift or structure, In zones shown to contain significant values in 
gold and/or silver, channel samples shall be taen at intervals of 
not more than 10 feet. In these zones compositamples from each 
round may be substituted for cut channels," and that the following 
sentence be added to the same paragraph, "The total number of samples 
shall not exceed 1,1400."

The subject property was visited November_8, 1962, accompanied by 
Glenn Franklin, engineer-supervisor for the Operator. The last in-
spection was made August29, 1962. The tunnel has been advanced a 
distance of 56 feet to the face, an advance of 370 feet since the 
last inspection. In addition to the timber reported in an interim 
inspection report dated September 5, 1962, timber has now been. 1n-
stalled from 301 feet to 323 feet and from 376 feet to 1i.29 feet, 
for a total of 137 feet of timber, 75- feet more than previously 
reported. At 505 feet in the drift, instead of longholing as pro-
vided by the contract,, the Operator has elected to drivecrosscuts ' 
northerly and southerly at his own expense. The crosscut north is 
about 100 feet long, the one to the south about 75 feet. The rock 
in the face of the main drift appears to be a silicified porphyry 
consisting of fairly large crystals of feldspar in an extremely 
fine-grained stony groundmass. At the south side of the drift about 
15 feet back from the face, a one-foot wide band of more highly 
silicified and vuggy material was sampled. It assayed 0.07 ounce 
gold and 2.11. ounces silver per ton. 


Essentially the same type of material is exposed in the walls of the 
north crosscut and appears to have a width of at least 15 feet. 
Further Into the crosscut there are two or three other bands of 
material of the same type. The Operator has sampled these, but the 
assays are not available as yet. Apparently a fault cuts across the 
main drift between 500 and 505 feet and may have offset the silici-
fled. zones seen further to the east. The crosscut to the south is 
for the most part in fairly fresh porphyry, tentatively classified 
as felsite porphyry. r. Franklin stated that if it 1S at all 
possible work will be oontinued throughout the winter.

3. LQngholing done to date was sucessfu]. and feasible from the 
statidpeint of penetration and. cuttings return. 


4. Several s3gnificantly mineralized assays were taken. 


h crsscut driven into the left rib at 520 feet from the port4 cut an 
oxidized structure abcut 10 feet frm the main drift. Tks structure strikes 
more or less parallel to the drift and dips northwesterly. It is evidently 
a fault Cr fissure filled with breccia fragments and cemented with liinonite 
and iron oxides. The breccia has also been cemented by silicification. The 
structure itself appears t be the boil of a general breccia zone perhaps

Title 3—THE PRESIDENT 
Executive Order 0925 


ESTABLISHING T H E PRESIDENT'S 
COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EM-
PLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY,' 


WHEREAS discrimination because of 
race, creed, color, or national origin is 
contrary to the Constitutional principles 
and policies of the United States; and 


WHEREAS it is the plain and positive 
obligation of the United States Govern-
ment to promote and ensure equal 
opportunity for all qualified persons, 
without regard to race, creed, color, or 
national origin, employed or seeking em-
ployment with the Federal Government 
and on government contracts; and 


WHEREAS It is the policy of the ex-
ecutive branOh of the Government to 
encourage by positive measures equal 
opportunity for all qualified persons 
within the Government; and 


'WHEREAS it is in the general interest 
and welfare of the United States to pro-
mote its economy, security, and national 
defense through the most efficient and 
effective utilization of all available man. 
power; and 


WHEREAS a review and analysis of 
existing Executive orders, practices, and 
government agency procedures relating 
to government employment and com-
pliance with existing non-discrimination 
contract provisions reveal an urgent 
need for expansion and strengthening of 
efforts to promote full equality of em-
ployment opportunity; and.

MENT OPPORTUNITY 


SECTION 101. There is hereby estab-
lished the President's Committee on 
Equal Employment Opportunity. 


SEC. 102. The Committee shall be com-
posed as follows: 


(a) The Vice President of the United 
States, who is hereby designated Chair-
man of, the 'Committee . and who, shall 
preside at meetings of the Commiftee. 


(b) The Secretary of Labor, who is 
hereby designated Vice Chairman of the 
Committee and who shall act as Chair-
man in the rn absence of the . Chairman. 
The Vice Chairman shall have general 
supervision and direction of the work of 
the Committee and of' the execution and 
Implementation of 'the policies and pur-
poses Of this order	 , 


(c) The Chairman of the Atomic En-
ergy Commission, the Secretary of Corn-


merce, the Attorney General, the Sec-
retary of Defense, the Secretaries of the 
Army, Navy and Air Force, the Admin-
istrator of General Services, the Chair-
man of the Civil Service CommissiOn,. 
and the Administrator of .the National 
Aeronautics and Space Administration., 
Each such member may designate an 'al-
ternate to represent 'him in his absence. 


(d) Such other members as thePresi-
dent may from'time to time appOint; 


(e) An Executive Vice Chairman, 
designated by the President, who shall 
be ex officio a memberof the Committee. 
The Executive Vice Chairman shall as-
sist the Chairman, the Vice Chairman 
and the Committee. Between meetings 
of the Committee he shall be primarily 
responsible for carrying out the func-
tions of the Committee and may act for 
the Committee pursuant toits rules, dele-
gations, and other directives. Final ac-
tion in individual cases or classes of cases 
may be taken and final orders may be 
entered on behalf of the Committee by 
the Eicecutive Vice Chairman when the 
Committee so authorizes. 


Ssc. 103. The Committee shall 'meet 
upon the call of the Chairman and at 
such other times as may be provided by 
its rules and regulations. It shall (a). 
consider and adopt rules and regulations 
to govern its proceedings; (b) provide 
generally for the procedures and policies 
to implement this order; (c) Consider 
reports as to progress under this order; 
(d) consider and act, where necessary or 
appropriate, upon matters whiCh may be 
presented to 'it by any of Its members; 
and (e) make such reports to the Presi-
dent as he may require or the Committee 
shall deem appropriate. Such reports 
shall be made at least once annually and 
shall, include specific references to the 
actions taken and results achieved by 
each department and agency. The 
Chairman may appoint sub-cOmmittees 
to make special studies on a continuing 
basis. 


PART II—N0NDISCRIMINATI0I.t IN

GOVERNMENT EMPLOYMENT 


'SECTION 201. The President's Commit-
tee on Equal Employment Opportunity 
established by this order is directed im-
mediately to scrutinize and study em-
ployment practices of the Government of 
the United States, and to consider and 
recommend additional affirmative steps 
which should be taken by executive de-
partments and agencies 'to realize more 
fully the national policy' of nondiscrimi-
nation within the executive branch of 
the Government. 


SEC. 202. All executive departments 
and agencies are' directed, to initiate 
forthwith studies of current government 
employment practices within their re-
sponsibility. The studies shall be in such 
form as the Committee may prescribe 
and 'shall Include statistics on current 
employment patterns, a review of cur-


rent procedures, and the recommenda-
tion of positive measures for the elim-
ination of any discrimination, direct or 
indirect, which now exists. Reports and 
recommendations shall be submitted to 
the Executive Vice Chairman of the 
Committee no later than sIxty days from 
the effective date of this order,' and the 
Committee, after considering such re-
ports and recommedations, shall report 
to the President on the current situation 
and recommend positive measures to ac-
complish the objectives of this order.

Except in contracts ex-
empted' in accordance with section 303 
of this order, all government contracting 
agencies shall include in every govern-
ment contract hereafter entered into, the 
following provisions: 


"In connection with the performance 
of work under this contract, the con-
tractor agrees as follows: 


"(1) The contractor will not discrim-
inate aga,inst any employee or applicant 
for employment because of race, creed, 
color, or national origin., The contractor 
will take affirmative, action to ensure 
that applicants are employed, and that 
employees are treated during employ-
ment, without regard to their race, 
creed, color, or 'national origin. Such 
action shall include, but not be limited 
to, the following: employment, upgrad-
ing, demotion or transfer; recruitment 
or recruitment advertising; layoff or 
termination; rates of pay or tther forms 
of compensation; and selection for train-
ing, including apprenticeship.

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations,. an apurtiénances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be für-
nished to the Government. If the Governnent's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3 . Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dill-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with: 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 11. . Contribution by the Government. --The Government will make its contribution on. the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of .the work, the Operator shall incur and pay 
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will 'not cntribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors aid sipp].fers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5 . Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to:production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by ce,rtified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows:

neering-geological maps or s)cetqhes, drill hple logs. and.loqations, and..assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized 'ground. " 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by.the Government.) 
(c) Finaf.report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to con-


tribute to cost&, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addition 
to the final monthly report). This ,final report s'ial1 irclude, a geo1ogicl and, enginring qvaluation of the 
results of the work performed und'f the contract with an estimate of the o'e"reeWéS '?esulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or skeiches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales. --The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) ,mpliance .withrequirements.--If the Government determines that.any-of. the Operator's .reports, 
records, oiaccounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails'i'o make them, the Gove'nment 
may procure 'the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operat ' shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator. --(a) CertificatiOn. --If the Government considers that mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall , so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six monthé •aftèr a. ufficient final 
;report , and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished.

(b) Royalty	 production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Operator



either transfers or does notretain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all 
fninerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows:

except, that charges of the buyer arising i-n the regular course of business and sho.in as deductions on 
the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying 
to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a carrier (not the 
Operator)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. No costs of the Operator are deductible in arriving at the "gross prQceeds" as that term is here 
used.


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding.fabrIcating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government' s royalty shall be computed and pai& currently -upon each lot sold, held, or 
used in jntegrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold prnductiôn. --If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it Is stockpiled), the 
Government, at its option,, as long as it so remalns, may require -the computation and payment of its 
royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when 
the Government elects to requIre computation , and payment. If anyproduction Is used by the Operator In 
integrated manufacturing or fabriçatingoperations before the Government makes its election, the Government's 
royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is 
so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes In Federal-Income tax determinatIon, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of 'royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby grants 
to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land. and upon any production of minerals and metals there-
from until the royalty claim is extinguIshed by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty to any 
purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty directly to 
the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the records of any 
production and' sales or other disposition of' production, whether the production is by the Operator or by 
others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be estimated by the Govern-
ment, and this estiipate shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land 


ARTICLE 7 . Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a). If the Government determines that opera-
tions at any time have failed to achie 've anticipated results and further work is not justified, the Government 
may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free o' all oblIgation to pay on account of units of work not then per-
formed; and 


- (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and -reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, the 


Government may give the Operator written notice of 'such default with a specification of reasonable time with-
in which the default must he cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not per-
formed when the notice was given, and	 - 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidentaJ to final accounting and repbrting. 


The Government may also avaIl itself of any other remedy the law may provida for 'breach of contract, n -
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Government 
under the contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not affect 
the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and lienà to secure the - 
payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 	 - 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 11.

The purpose of.this project is to explore by drifting, raising, 
and long-hole drilling for gold-silver-bearing ore bodies along the 
strike of the Gold Bug vein system, which occurs in a shattered zone 
within Tertiary syenite porphyry. 


General Provisions 


All significantly mineralized areas traversed in the drift 
or raises shall be sampled. by cutting channels normal to the vein 
at intervals of not more than 10 feet. The cuttings from long-hole 
drill holes shall be recovered and. if they show significant mineralization 
shall be sampled. Each such sample shall represent not more tn a 
5-foot length of the hole. 


Each sample shall be split as necessary and then assayed. 
for gold and silver. The Operator shall store one split in a suitable 
container propezly identified. as to the location where the sample was 
obtained.. The stored. samples shall be made available for Government 
inspection and possible use. With prior Government approval, the 
Operator may dispose of the stored samples. 


True copies of assay certificates for all samples shall 
be submitted with the Operator's monthly reports, which shall also 
include a map or sketch showing the work completed during the reporting 
period. The map or sketch should show the general geological 
formations and. structures traversed by the drift, raises, and. 
long holes and the locations and assay values of the samples. 


The Operator shall provide such supervisory and technical 
services as may be required. to complete the work in a satisfactory 
manner.


The location, direction, and. extent of each work item shall 
be subject to Government approval.
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Description of the Work 


The work shall consist of constructing an access road 
approximately 1800 feet in length from the main road to the portal 
site of the Gold. Bug drift and. excavating the portal. The bulldozer 
used. in constructing the road and portal site shall not be smaller 
than a D-8 Caterpillar bulldozer or equivalent unit of any other make. 


From the portal site on the Gold Bug vein system, at an 
elevation of approximately 11.510 feet, a drift shall be driven 1500 feet 
in a northeasterly direction along the vein. The drift shall be not 
less than 6' x 8' in cross section in the clear of timber and. shall 
be timbered as necessary, using standard. drift sets of not less than 
8" x 8" timber, or equivalent round. timber. Mine rails shall not be 
less than 30 pound size, air lines 3-inch diameter, and. water lines

Executive Order 10925 


ESTABLISHING T H E PRESIDENT'S 
COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EM-
PLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY 


WHEREAS discrimination because of 
race, creed, color, or national origin is 
contrary to the Constitutional principles

WHEREAS it is the policy of the ex-
ecutive branOh of the Government to 
encourage by positive measures equal 
opportunity for all qualified persons 
within the Government; and 


WHEREAS it is in the general interest

NOW, THEREFORE, by virtue of the 
authority vested in me. as President of 
the United States by the Constitution 
and statutes of the United States, it is 
ordered as follows: 
PART I—ESTABLISHMENT OF THE PRESI-


DENT'S COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EMPLOY-
MENT OPPORTUNITY 
SECTION 101. There is hereby estab-


lished the President's Committee on 
Equal Employment Opportunity. 


SEC. 102. The Committee shall be com-
posed as follows: 


(a) The Vice President of the United 
States, who is hereby designated Chair-
man of. the Committee and who, shall 
preside at meetings of the Committee. 


(b) The Secretary of Labor, who is 
hereby designated Vice Chairman of the 
Committee and who shall act as Chair-
man in the absence of the . Chairman. 
The Vice Chairman, shall have general 
supervision and direction of the work of 
the Committee and of' the execution and 
Implementation of 'the policies and pur-
poses Of this order. 


(C) The Chairman of the Atomic En-
ergy Commission, the Secretary of Corn-


merce, the Attorney General, the Sec-
retary of Defense, the Secretaries of the 
Army, Navy and Air Force, the Admin-
istrator of General Services, the Chair-
man of the Civil Service CommissiOn, 
and the Administrator of .the National 
Aeronautics and Space Administration. 
Each such member may designate an al


-ternate to represent 'him in his' absence. 
(d) Such other members as thePresi-


dent may from'time to time appOint; 
(e) An Executive Vice Chairman, 


designated by the President, who shall 
be ex officio a member'of the Committee. 
The Executive Vice Chairman. shall as-
sist the Chairman, the Vice Chairman 
and the Committee. Between meetings 
of the Committee he shall be primarily 
responsible for carrying out the func-
tions of the Committee and may act for 
the Committee pursuant to its rules, dele-
gations, and other directives. Final ac-
tion in individual cases or classes of cases 
may be taken and final orders may be 
entered on behalf of the Committee: by 
the Eiecutive Vice Chairman when the 
Committee so authorizes. 


SEC. 103. The Committee shall 'meet 
upon the call of the Chairman and at 
such other times , as may be provided by 
its rules and regulations. It shall (a). 
consider and adopt rules and regulations 
to govern its proceedings; (b) provide 
generally for the procedures and policies 
to implement this order; (c) consider 
reports as to progress under this order; 
(d) consider and act, where necessary or 
appropriate, upon matters whiOh may be 
presented to 'it by any of its members; 
and (e) make such reports to the Presi-
dent as he may require or the Committee 
shall deem appropriate. Such reports 
shall be made at least once annually and 
shall include specific references to the 
actions taken and results achieved by 
each department and agency. The 
Chairman may appoint sub-cOmmittees 
to make special studies on a continuing 
basis. 


PART II—NONDISCRIMINATIOI XN 

GOVERNMENT EMPLOYMENT 


'SEcTION 201. The President's Commit-
tee on Equal Employment Opportunity 
established by this order is directed 1m-
mediately to scrutinize and study em-
ployment practices of the Govermnent of 
the United States, and to consider and 
recommend additional affirmatiVe steps 
which should be taken by executive de-
partments and agencies 'to realize more 
fully the national policy' of nondiscrimi-
nation within the executive branch of 
the Government. 


Szc. 202. All executive departments 
and agencies are' directed, to initiate 
forthwith studies of current government 
employment practices within their re-
sponsibility. The studies shall be in such 
form as the Committee may prescribe 
and shall include statistics on current 
employment patterns, a review of' cur-


rent procedures, and the recommenda-
tion of positive measures for the elim-
ination of any discrimination, direct or 
indirect, which now exists. Reports. and 
recommendations shall be submitted to 
the Executive Vice Chairman of the 
Committee no later than sixty days from 
the effective date of this order, and the 
Committee, after considering such re-
ports and recoinmedations, shall report 
to the President on the current situation 
and recommend positive measures to ac-
complish the objectives of this order. 


SEC. 203. The policy expressed in 
Executive Order No. 10590 of January 18, 
1955 (20 F.R. 409), with respect to the 
exclusion and prohibition of discrimina-
tion against any employee or , applicant 
for employment in the Federal Govern-
ment because of race, color, religion, or 
national origin is hereby reaffirmed. 


SEC. 204. The President's Committee on 
Government Employment Policy, es-
tablished by Executive Order No. 10590 
of January 18, 1955 (20 F.R. 409), as 
amended by Executive Order No. 10722 
of August 5, 1957 (22 P.R. 6287), Is hereby 
abolished, and the powers, functions, 
and duties of that Committee are hereby 
transferred to, and henceforth shall- be 
vested in, and exercised by, the Presi-
dent's Committee on Equal Employment 
Opportunity in addition to the powers 
conferred by' this order. 
PART 111—OBLIGATIONS OF GOVERNMENT 


CONTRACTORS AND SUBCONTRACTORS 
SUBPART A—CONTRACTORS" AGREEMENTS 
SEcTIoN 301. Except In contracts ex-


empted in accordance with section 303.. 
of this order, all government contracting. 
agencies shall include in every govern-. 
ment contract hereafter entered into, the. 
following provisions: 


"In connection with the performance 
of work under this contract, the con-: 
tractor agrees as follows: 


"(1) The contractor will not discrim-
inate against any employee or applicant 
for employment because of race, creed, 
color, or national origin.. The contractor. 
will take affirmative, action to ensure 
that applicants are employed, and that 
employees are treated during employ-
ment, without regard to their race, 
creed, color, or national origin. Such 
action shall include, but not be limited 
to, the following: employment, upgrad-. 
ing, demotion or transfer; recruitment 
or recruitment advertising; layoff or 
termination; rates of pay orbther forms 
of compensation; and selection for train-, 
Ing, including apprenticeship. The con:., 
tractor agrees to post in conspicuous 
places, available tO employees and ap-
plicants for employment, notices to be 
provided by the contracting officer set-
ting forth the provisions of this non-
discrimination clause. 


"(2) The contractor will, In all solici-
tations or advertisements for employees 
placed by or on behalf of the contractor, 
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state that all qualified applicants will 
receive consideration for employment 
without regard to race, cree, color, or 
national origin. 


"(3) The contractor will send to each 
labor union or representative of work-
ers with which he has a collective bar-
gaining agreement or other contract or 
understanding, a notice, to be provided 
by the agency contracting officer, advis-
ing the said labor union or workers' 
representative of the contractor's com-
mitments under this section, and shall 
post copies of the notice in conspicuous 
places available to employees and ap-
plicants for employment. 


(4) The contractor will comply with 
all provisions of Executive Order No. 
10925 of March 6, 1961, and of therUles, 
regulations, and relevant orders of the 
President's Committee on Equal Em-
ployment Opportunity created thereby. 


"(5) The contractor will furnish all 
Information and reports required by 
Executive Order No. 10925 of March 6, 
1961, and by the rules, regulations, and 
orders of the said Committee, or pur-
suant thereto, and will permit access to 
his books, records, and accounts by the 
contracting agency and the Committee 
for purposes of investigation to ascertain 
compliance with such rules, regulations, 
and orders. 


"(6) In the event of the contractor's 
non-compliance with the nondiscrimi-
nation cinuses of this contract or with 
any of the said rules, regulations, or or-
ders, this contract may be cancelled in 
whole or in part and the contractor may 
be declared ineligible for further góv.. 
ern.ment contracts in accordance with 
procedures authorized in Executive Or-
der No. 10925 of March 6, 1961, and such 
other sanctions may be imposed and 
remedies invoked as provided in the said 
Executive order or by rule, regulation, 
or order of the President's Committee on 
Equal Employment Opportunity, or • as 
otherwise provided by law. 


"(7) The contractor will include the 
provisions of the foregoing paragraphs 
(1) through (6) in every subcontract or 
purchase order unless exempted by rules, 
regulations, or orders of the President's 
Committee on Equal Employment Op-
portunity Issued pursuant to section 303 
of Executive Order No. 10925 of March 
6, 1961, so that such provisions will be 
binding upon each subcontractor or 
vendor. The contractor will take S such 
action with respect to any subcontract 
or purchase order as the contracting 
agency may direct as a means of en-
forcing such provisions, including sanc-
tions for non-compliance: Provided, 
however, that in the event the contrac-
tor becomes involved in, or is threatened 
with, litigation with a subcontractor or 
vendor as a result of such direction by 
the contracting agency, the contractor 
may request the United States to enter 
into such litigation to protect the inter-
ests of the United States." 


SEC. 302. (a) Each contractor having 
a contract containing the provisions pre-
scribed in section 301 shall file, and shall 
cause each of its subcontractors to file, 
Compliance Reports with the contracting 
agency, which will be subject to review 
by the Committee upon its request.


Compliance Reports shall be filed within 
such tinies and shall cOntain such irifor-


• mátioñ as to the practices, poliOies, pro-
grams, and employment statistics 0 .:the 
contractOr and' each subcontractor, and 


• shall be in such förni 'as the Committee 
may presCribe. 


(b): . Bidders or prospective contractors 
or subcontractors may be required to 
state whether they have participated in 
any previous' contract subject tO the pro-
visions of this order, and in that event to 
submit, on behalf of themselves 'and 
their proposed subcontractors, Compli-
ance Reports prior to or as an initial 
part of their 'bid or' negotiation of a 
contract. 


'(c) Whenever the contractor or sub-
contractor has a collective bargaining 
agreement or other contract or under-
standing with a labor union or other 
representative of workers, the Compli-
ance Report shall include such infor-
mation as to the labor union's or other 
representative's practices and policies 
'affecting compli&nce as the Committee 
may prescribe: Provided, that to the 
extent such information is within the 
exclusive possession of a labor union or 
other workers' representative and the 
labor union or representative shall refuse 
to furnish such information to the con-
tractor, the contractor shall so certify 
to the contracting agency as part of its 
compliance Report and shall set forth 
what efforts he has made to obtain such 
information. 


(d) The Committee may direct that 
any bidder or prospective contractor' 
or subcontractor shall submit, as part 
of his Compliance Report, a statement 
In writing, signed by an authorized 
officer or agent of any labor union or 
other workers' representative with which 
the bidder or prospective contractor 
deals, 'together with supporting infor-
mation, to the effect that the' said labor 
union's or representative's practices and 
policies do not discriminate on the 
grounds of race, color, creed, or national 
origin, and that the labor union or rep-
resentative 'either will affirmatively co-
operate, within the limits of his legal 
and contractual authority, in the Imple-' 
mentation of the policy and provisions 
of this order or that it consents and 
agrees that recruitment, employment, 
and the terms and conditions of employ-
ment under the proposed contract' shall 
be in accordance with the purposes and 
provisions of the order. In the event 
that the union or representative shall 
refuse to execute such a statement, the 
Compliance Report shall so certify and 
set forth what efforts have been made 
to secure such a statement. 


SEC. 303. The Committee may, when 
it deems that special circumstances In 
the national interest so require, exempt 
a contracting agency from the require-
ment of including the provisions of sec-
tion 301 of this order in any specific 
contract, subcontract, or purchase order. 
The Committee may, by rule or regula-
tion, also exempt certain classes of con-
tracts, subcontracts, or purchase orders 
(a) where work Is to be or has been 
performed outside the United States and 
no recruitment of workers within the 
limits of the United States is involved;


'(b) for: standard commercial supplies or 
raw thaterlals; or: (c)Iivolving less than 
specified amounts 'Of money or specified 
numbers of workers.1 
SUBPART B-i--LABOR UNIONS AND REPRESENT-






ATIVES OF WORKERS 


SEC 3O4 The Committee shall use 
its' best efforts, directly and through 
cOntracting agencies, contractors, state 
and local officials and public and private 
agencies, and all other available instru-
mentalities, to cause any labor union, 
recruiting agency or other representative 
of workers who is or may be engaged in 
work under government contracts to co-
operate with, and to comply in the im-
plementation of, the purposes of this 
order. 


SEC. 305. The Committee may, to ef-
fectuate the ' purposes of section 304 of 
this order, hold hearings, public or pri-
vate, with respect to the practices and 
policies of any such labor organization. 
It shall from time to time submit special 
reports to the President concerning dis-
criminatory practices and policies of any 
such labor organization, and may recom-
mend remedial action if, In Its judgment, 
such action is necessary or appropriate. 
It may also notify any Federal, state, or 
local agency of its conclusions and rec-
ommendations with respect to any such 
labor organization which In its judg-
ment has failed to cooperate with the 
Committee, contracting agencies, con-
tractors, or subcontractors in carrying 
out the purposes of this order. 
SUBPART C—POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE 


PRESIDENT'S COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EM-
PLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY AND OF CON-
TRACTING AGENCIES 


SEC. 306. The Committee shall adopt 
such rules and regulations and Issue such 
orders as It deems necessary and appro-
priate to achieve th'e purposes of this 
order, including the purposes of Part II 
hereof relating to discrimination in gov-
ernment employment. 


SEC. 307. Each contracting agency 
shall be primari]y responsible for obtain-
ing compliance with the rules, regula-
tions, and orders of the Committee with 
respect to contracts entered into b y such 
agency or Its contractors, or affecting 
Its own employment practites. All con-
tracting agencies shall comply with the 
Committee's rules in discharging their 
primary responsibility for securing 
compliance with the provisions of con-
tracts and otherwise with the terms of 
this Executive order and of the rules,' 
regulations, and orders of the Committee 
pursuant hereto. They are directed to 
coopeate with the Committee, and to 
furnish the Committee such informa-
tion and assistance as it may require in 
the performance of Its functions under 
this order. They are further directed to 
appoint or designate, from among the 
agency's personnel, compliance officers. 
It shall be the duty of such officers to 
seek compliance with the objectives of 
this order by conference, conciliation, 
mediation, or persuasion. 


SEC. 308. The Committee Is authorized 
to delegate to any officer, agency, or em-
ployee in the executive branch of the
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Government any: function of the Corn. 
mittee under this order, except the au-
thority to promulgate: rules and regula-
tions of a general nature. :' 


SEC. 309. (a) The Committee may it-
self investigate the employment prac-
tices of any government contractor or 
subcontractor, or initiate such investiga-
tion by the appropriate contracting 
agency or through the Secretary of 
Labor, to determine whether or not the 
contractual provisions specified in sec-
tion 301 of this order have been violated. 
Such Investigation shall be conducted 
in accordance with the procedures es-
•tablished by the Commitee, an the in-
vestigating agency shall report to 
the Committee any action taken or 
recommended. 


(b) The Committee may receive and 
cause to be investigated complaints by 
employees or prospective employees of 
a government contractor or subcontrac-
tor which allege discrimination contrary 
to the contractual provisions specified In 
section 301 of this Order. The appro-
priate contracting agency or the Secre-
tary of Labor, as the case may be, shall 
report to the Committee what action has 
been taken or Is recommended with re-
gard to such complaints. 


SEC. 310. (a) The Committee, or any 
agency or officer of the United States 
designated by rule, regulation, or order 
of the Committee, may hold such hear-
ings, public or private, as the Committee 
may deem advisable for compliance, en-
forcement, or educational purposes. 


(b) The Committee may hold, or cause 
to be held, hearings in accordance with 
subsection (a) of this section prior to 
imposing, ordering, or recommending the 
Imposition of penalties and sanctions. 
under this order, except that no order 
for debarment of any contractor from 
further government contracts shall be 
made without a hearing. 


SEC. 311. The Committee shall. en-
courage the furtherance of an educa-
tional program by employer, labor, civic, 
educational, religious, and other non-
governmental groups In order. to elimi-
nate or reduce the basic 'causes of 'dis-
crimination In employment on the 
ground of race, creed; color, or national 
origin. 


SUBPART, D—SANCTIONS AND PENALTIES 


SEC. 312. In accordance with such 
rules, regulations or orders as the COm-
mittee may Issue or adopt, the Commit-
tee or the appropriate contracting 
agency may:	 . 


(a) Publish, or cause to be published, 
the names . of contractors or unions 
which it has concluded have complied or 
have failed to comply with the provisions 
of this order or of the rules, regulations, 
and orders of the Committee. 


(b) Recommend to the Department of 
Justice that, in cases where there Is sub-
stantial or material violation . or the 
threat of substantial or material viola-
tion of the contractual provisions set 
forth in section 301 of this order, ap-
propriate proceedings be brought to en-
force those provisions, Including the en-
joining, within the limitations 'of 
applicable law, of organizations, individ-


uals or groups who prevent directly or 
Indirectly, or seek to prevent directly or 
indirectly, compliance with the aforesaid 
provisions.	 ,,. 


(C) RecomrnendtO the Department of 
Justice that :c minal proeedingp be 
brought for the furnishing of false, In-
formation .to any contracting agency or 
to the Committee as the case maybe. 


(d) . Terminate, or cause to be termi-
nated, any contract, or any portion or 
portions thereof, for failure of the con-
tractor or subcontractor to comply with 
the nondiscrimination provisions of the 
contract. Contracts may be terminated 
absolutely or continuance of contracts 
may be conditioned upon a program for 
future compliance approved by the con-
tracting agency. 


(e) Provide that any contracting 
agency shall refrain from entering Into 
further contracts, or extensions or other 
modifications of existing contracts, with 
any non-complying contractor, until 
such contractor has satisfied the Com-
mittee that he has established and will 
carry out personnel and employment 
policies in compliance with the • provi-
sions of this order. 


(f) Under rules and regulations pre-
scribed by the committee, each contract-
ing agency shall make reasonable efforts 
within a . reasonable time limitation to 
secure compliance with the contract pro-
visions of this order by methods of con-
ference, conciliation, mediation,' and per-
suasion before proceedings shall be in-
stituted under paragraph (b) of this 
section, or before a contract shall be 
terminated in whole or In part under 
paragraph (d) of this section fOr failure 
of a contractor or subcontractor to' com-
ply with the contract provisions of this 
order. 


SEC. 313. Any contracting agency tak-
ing any action authorized by this sec-
tion, whether on its own motion, or as 
directed by the Committee, or under the 
Committee's rules .and regulations, shall 
promptly 'notify, the Committee of . such 
actionor reasons for not acting.. Where 
the Committee itself makes a determina-
tion under this section, it shall promptly 
notify the appropriate' contracting' 
agency of the, action recommended. The 
agency shall take such action and shall 
report the results'thereof.to the Commit-
tee within such time , as the Committee 
shall provide. 


SEC.' 314. If the Committee. shall so 
direct, contracting agencies shall not 
enter into contracts with any bidder or 
prospective contractor unless the bidder 
or prospective contractor has' satisfac-
torily complied with the provisions of 
this order or submits a program for 
compliance acceptable to the Committee 
or, if the Committee so authorizes, to 
the contracting agency. 


SEC. 315. Whenever a contracting 
agency terminates a contract, or when-
ever a contractor has been debarred 
from further government contracts, be-
cause of noncompliance with the con-
tractor provisions with regard to non-
discrimination, the Committee, or the 
contracting agency involved, 'shall 
promptly notify the Comptroller Gen-
eral of the United States,


SUBPART E—CERTIICATES OF MERIT 


'SEc. 316. The COmrnitiee may provide 
'for issuance of a United States Govern-
ment Certificate of Merit to emplóyérs 
or' employee 'organizations' which 'are or 


"thay hereafter be engaged 'in 'work in-
'dér government contracts, 'if the Com-
mittee is satisfied that the personnel 
and employment practices of the 'em-
ployer, or that the personnel, training, 
apprenticeship, membership, grievance 
and representation, upgrading and other 


,practices and policies of the employee 
organization, conform to the purposes 
and provisions of this order. 


SEC. 317. Any Certificate of Merit 
may at any time be suspended or re-
voked by the Committee if the holder 
thereof, in the judgment of the Com-
mittee, has failed to comply with the 
provisions ,of this order. 


SEC. 318. The Committee may provide 
for the exemption of any employer or 
employee organization from any require-
ment ,for furnishing Information as to 
compliance, if such employer or employee 
organization has been awarded a Certifi-
cate of Merit which has not been sus-
pended or revoked. 


PART IV—MISCELLANEOUS 


SECTION 401. Each contracting agency 
(except the Department of Justice) shal1 
def ray such necessary expenses of the 
Committee as may be authorized by 
law, including section 214 of the Act of 
May 3, 1945, 59 Stat. 134 (31 U.S.C. 691): 
Provided, that no agency shall supply 
more than fifty per cent of the funds 
necessary to carry out the purposes of 
this order. The Department of Labor 
shall provide necessary space and facili-
ties for the Committee. In the case of 
the Department of Justice, the contribu-
tion shall be limited to furnishing legal 
services. 


Szc. 402. This order shall become 
effective thirty days after its execution. 
The General Services Administration 
shall. take appropriate action to revise 
the' standard' 'Government. contract 
forms to accord with the, provisions of 
this' order and of the rules and regula-
tions of the Committee. 


SEC. 403. Executive Order No. .10479 of 
August 13, 1953 (18 F.R. 4899), together 
with Executive, Orders Nos. 10482 of 
August 15, 1953 (18 F.R.'4944), and 10733 
of October 10, 1957 (22 F.R. 8135), 
amending that order, and Executive 
Order No. 10557 of September 3,. 1954 
(19 F.R. 5655); are hereby revoked, and 
thern Government Contract Committee 
established by Executive Order No. 
10479 is abolished. All records and prop-
erty of or In the custody of the said 
Committee are hereby transferred to the 
President's Committee on Equal Employ-
ment Opportunity, which shall wind up 
the outstanding affairs of the Govern-
ment Contract Committee.

Enclosed is an application for ONE aid to explore for gold-silver 
ore on four patented and two unpatented c1aiis in Phillips County, 
Montana. 


The application is well prepared and docwnented, and it is doubtful 
that much, if any, worthwhile additional information will be gained 
by an on-site examination. U. S. Bureau of Mines records indicate 
that since 1900 total production from the area has been 1495,356 tons 
of ore having an average grade of about 0,23 ounce gold and 1.814 
ounces silver per ton and worth $14,8tj8,7 .2l, or $9.79 per ton. Settle-
ment sheets accompanying the application indicate that 359.62 tons 
shipped from the 350 level of the Gold Bug mine between May, ' 1955, 
and Septemb er, 1958, had a total value of $29, 790.11 in gold and 
silver, or $82.88 per ton. 	 '	


. 
The applicant proposes to explore the downward and lateral. continua-
tion of the structure mined above the 350 level by a 3-stage--pibrazn" 
of drifting, long hole drilling, and raising. Stage I-iñlving 
1,800 feet of access road, 1,500 feet of drifting,14O feet of rais-
ing, 3,600 feet of long hole drilling, and l,14'àssays, is estimated 
to cost $109, 700; Stage II, dependent upon Stage I and involving 
1,000 feet of drifting, 3,000 feet of drilling, and 1,000 assays, 
is estimated to cost $53,362; and Stage III, involving 1400 feet of 
raising and 160 assays, is estimated to cost $30,102. The, total 
estimated cost of the proposed program is $l93,2144, of which the 
Government' s share would be $96,622. 


The applicant's estimated cost of $1, 2140 for 1,800 feet of road, or 
$o.688, say $0.69, per foot is reasonable, as are his costs for sup-
plies and the value of equipment which he will provide. However, 
there is some adjustment due in his cost for personal services under 
&hibit 7b.







I would think that a geologist-supervis or at $700 per month should 
be able to do . the necessary surveying in addition to his supervision 
duties and that under his direction a helper at $18.00 per day could 
do the sampling and assist with the surveying. I do not believe a 
general supervisor one week per month is necessary to conduct the 
proposed program. Elimination of this item would also preclude the / 
need of travel and subsistence allowance of supervisory personnel. 


If the property were closer to Butte, good miners arxi a mechanic 
should be obtainable for about $2.50 per hour. Perhaps it would be 
difficult to get good men at this price for this property, but I 
think $3.00 per hour is too high. I suggest $2.65 to $2 .70 would 
be ample. A topman at $2.25 per hour, or $18.00 per day, is 
reaso riable.	 I 
Assaying for gold and silver at $2.00 for either or both metals is 
quoted by Goodall Bros. in Helena; elsewhere the quotation is $2.00 
for either aid $2.50 for both. 


Mobilization of equipment and supplies at $3,000, especially if some 
of the equipment is to be brought in from Grand Junction, is probably 
fair, as is $1.00/ft. of advanc e for maintenance and repair of 
equipment. 


The gold and silver values are spotty, and therefore at least two '/ 
raises, one in each stage, would probably be prudent--two in each 
stage might in this case be desirable, but it also might approach 
blocking out of ore. 


It is recommended that the two stages of drifting and lorg hole 
drilling be approved as proposed and that one raise be included in 
eaclstage. tt is also reconinended that the proposed access road 
be approved. 


The costs as proposed, except for the changes mentioned, are 
recommended.

I visited the Gold Bug mine on Thursday morning, August 27, 1970. 
Three men 'were servicing a bulldozer near the portal of the OME 
adit. They had recently removed the sloughed material from near 
the portal and were letting the backed-up water drain. During 
the past year they had worked in driving about 1300 feet of adit 
drift and crosscut in an area on the other side of the hill from 
the OME adit. 


In Landusky, Montana, I conferred with Joseph J. Durek, a con-
sultant geologist, who has been retained by the Niseka (Nigh-
Seek-Uh) Mining Company. Mr. Durek showed me some maps of the 
new underground work and these indicated that the 'work had been 
done on claims that are north of those subject to the contract.

INTRODUCTION 


This report summarizes an OME exploration project for gold-silver ore 
in a shear zone in syenite porphyry in the Little Rocky MoUntains north 
of Landusky, Montana. The contract, dated May 17, 1962, was for a total 
estimated cost of $76,300.000, of which the Government would contribute 
50 percent, or $38,150.00. The contract was amended twice and was com-
pleted in September, 1963 . The accepted cost of the completed work was 
$67,779.40, of which the Government contributed $33,733 . 70 . The Govern-
ment issued a Certification of Possible Production on January 29, 1964, 
under the terms of which royalties shall be paid to the Government on 
all production from the land described in the contract and on all pro 
duction transported through workings to the cost of which the Govern-
ment contributed, from May 17, 1962, to May 17, 1972, or until the sum 
of $33,733.70 is fully repaid with interest at the rate of 6 percent 
per annum, whichever occurs first. There were 52,659.39 tons, of crude 
ore produced between February, 1964 and June, 1965; average metal content 
of this ore was 1.06 ounces gold and 37.06 ounces silver per ton'. Total 
precious metal content was 5,563.55 ounces of gold and 195,165.32 ounces 
of silver. Royalties paid to the Government totalled $16,258.79.' North-
ern Continental, Inc. surrendered their lease on the mine on July 1, 1965. 
The mine is now idle.

The generalized locations of workings, with the exception of the 1i00 level, 
are shown on figure 1. The extent of the OME workings are shown on figure 
2 and the stopes above this level are shown on figure 3. 


PURPOSE OF PROJECT 
The purpose of the project was to explore by drifting, raising, and 
long-hole drilling for gold-silver-bearing ore bodies along the strike 
of the Gold Bug vein system, which occurs in a shattered zone within 
Tertiary syenite porphyry. 


GEOLOGIC JUSTIFICATION 
The central part of the Little Rocky Mountains is composed of a laccolith 
of syenite porphyry that has intruded rocks ranging in age from Precambrian 
to Late Cretaceous (Emmons, 1908, p. lol-lO1i-; Knechtel, 1959, p1. 52). 
Gold mines have been developed along shear zones in the phyry near the 
southwest and southeast margins of the porphyry and, in some places, in 
adjacent sedimentary rock. Mineralogy of the lode deposits is relatively 
simple; pyrite, quartz, and fluorite are the most common minerals. Some 
gold telluride (sylvanite?) has been reported in the Ruby Gulch gold min-
ing district (Dyson, 1939, p. 210) in the southeastern part of the lacco-
11th. The ores are reported to be relatively low grade and, besides car-
rying gold, contain about an ounce of silver per ton. 


Five gold-bearing lodes were found at the Gold Bug mine before 1907 
(Emmons, 1908, p. 115) . These had been prospected by short adits and 
open cuts; some stoping had been done. None of the lodes were extensive; 
the stopes were short and were from a few inches to several feet wide. 


C] 
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Northern Continental, Inc. mapped the geology on the surface and in the 
accessible underground workings in 1960 and 1961. They reopened several 
bulldozer trenches along the strike of the Gold Bug vein system and con-
ducted a surface geochemical survey. They found that ore minerals are 
along fractures and zones ranging from a few inches to several feet in 
width. The principal zone (Gold Bug) appears to be continuous for 
several hundred feet along dip and strike, but minor structural com-
ponents within the zone are variable in attitudes. Ore is in seams 
of iron oxide and in breccia cemented with iron oxide and quartz. 
Pyrite and arsenopyrite are present locally; fluorite is not abundant. 
Ore minerals are free gold and hessite; iron oxides obscure these minerals 
and assaying is necessary to determine their presence. 


The applicant company did not believe the zone could be satisfactorily 
explored by surface diamond drilling or by sinking a winze. Explora-


tion was justified because: 
(1) Sampling of underground workings indicated that ore exists 


at the lowest explored level of the Gold Bug structure. 
(2) Geologic evidence and past exploration indicated that the 


Gold Bug mineralized structure should extend down dip and 
laterally. 


Smelter shipments from the mine to the East Helena Plant of American 
Smelting and Refining Company from May 1955 until September 1958 con-
tained 359.I42 tons of crude ore and 10.5 tons of concentrate. The crude 
ore contained 0.71 to 12 . 71 ounces gold and 2l. to 729 .6 ounces silver 
per ton. The concentrates contained 5.975 to 6.267 ounces gold and 263.05 


to 11. 61. 11. ounces silver per ton. Total net smelter returns for the crude 
ore was $29,790 .11 or $828.811. per ton. Total net smelter returns for the 


concentrate was $5,800.77 or $552.5 11. per ton. Theseshipments indicate 
that the ore in parts of the mine is considerably richer in gold and silver 
than had been reported by Emmons (1909) or Dyson (1939). 


C ONTRACT 
The contract, No. 2111.8, dated May 17, 1962, required work to be completed 


within 211. months. The estimated costs of the original contract work were 
as follows:

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Description of the work 


The work included constructing an access road approximately i800 feet 
long from the main road to the portal site of the Gold Bug drift and 
excavate the portal. From the portal site on the Gold Bug vein system, 
at an elevation of approximately )4.570 feet, a drift was to be driven 1500 
feet in a northeasterly direction along the vein. In the drift, at a point 
about 500 feet in from the portal, 3 longholes were to be drilled into each 
wall of the drift. At intervals of 200 feet, as the drift was advanced, 
the same procedure for drilling additional long holes was to be followed. 
Two 100-foot raises were to be driven from the drift at points agreed on 
by the Operator and the Government. 


The contract was amended two times as follows: 
Amendment No. 1, dated September il#, 1962, permitted the use of D-6 


Caterpillar bulldozer instead of a D-8 Caterpillar bulldozer. The unit 
cost for bulldozing was reduced from $15.00/hr to $12.50/hr. The total 
estimated cost of the project was reduced to $76,100.00 and the amount 
of Government participation was reduced to $38 ,050 . 00 . A new nondiscrim-
ination article was substituted for the one that appeared in the original 
contract. 


Amendment No. 2, dated May 16, 1963, permitted the substitution of 
composite car samples for channel samples. 


PROJECT WORK 


Contract work started on June 20, 1962. Twenty-five feet of adit was 
completed by the end of June. As of November 8, 1962, the adit had been 
advanced 565 feet and required l L -7 feet of timbering. 


The crosscut into the left rib at 520 feet from the portal cut an oxidized 
structure about 10 feet from the main drift. This structure is a fault or 
fissure filled with breccia and cemented with limonite and iron oxides. 
Further drifting intersected the northeastern extensions of this zone 
(figure 2). It was believed that the zone of breccia represents the Gold 
Bug vein system. This structure terminates against a fault, beyond which 
is shaley metasedimentary rock about 25 feet thick. Some of the meta-
sedimentary rock is weakly mineralized along faults or zones of breccia. 


Ore was intersected about 1200 feet from the portal, and occurs along two 
parallel fractures which are from 1 to 2 feet apart, and dip 600_750 SE. 
Brecciation associated with these fractures is at least as wide as the 
drift and is most intense between the two parallel fractures. The struc-
tural pattern varies in detail, but in general the eastern fracture is the 
stronger, with openings as much as 3 inches wide, 2 feet deep, and 1i. feet 
long. Some openings are barren; others contain porphyry fragments, silici-
fled rock, and talcy gouge. The highly mineralized material can be recog-
nized by black and greenish sooty minerals deposited on breccia fragments 
and in vesicles in the porphyry. Tetrahedrite(?) is 	 . Commonly, 
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these minerals are covered by a layer of pyrite or marcasite that is 
i/1i. to 1/2 inch thick and is characterized by botryoidal structure of 
radiating crystals. Composite mine car samples in this area assayed 
as much as .28 ounces gold and 21.3 ounces silver per ton (figure 2). 
This ore zone extends to a point about 1315 feet from the portal. 


Crosscuts and long-hole drilling preparatory to driving raises were 
completed in May, 1963. During this time the Operator, on his own 
account, extended the adit. The first of two raises was started in 
the latter part of June, 1963, and long-hole drilling under the con-
tract was completed. 


Ore in the No. 1 raise (figure 2) is principally within a pyritized 
breccia structure along the hanging wall. A 5-foot channel sample 
across the vein on the portal side of No. 2 raise assayed 7.26 ounces 
gold and 18.2 ounces silver per ton. The structure is highly brecci-
ated and contains both sulfides and iron oxides with some fluorite. 
Assays from both raises showed an erratic distribution of ore minerals 
but selected samples could be taken of high grade material. The vein 
structure weakens and splits near a contact with shale about 65 feet 
above the adit level. Longhole drilling indicated that fairly good 
ore occurs in the shale in the hangingwall of the structure. 


The vein structure in Raise No. 2 abruptly steepens from 14.70 to 80° 
at 6 feet above the adit, and weakens into close-spaced splits. 
Long holes into the hanging wall of the raise cut samples of high-
grade ore. 


Contract work was completed in September, 1963; however, the Operator 
continued advancing the adit on his own account and also bulldozed 
several surface cuts to verify geologic projections and to check chemi-
cal anomalies.

The Government has no equity in any equipment at the property.







The completed work explored the Gold Bug vein system at a distance of 
about 200 feet below old workings on the vein. This work proved the 
existence of ore-bearing rock at this altitude. The raises and long-
hole drilling proved that the mineralized rock extended upward toward 
the old workings. The additional work by the Operator at his own ex-
pense adequately explored the Gold Bug vein system. 


The work was done efficiently and few problems developed during the 
contract. The Operator's monthly narratives were complete and de-
tailed and formed the basis of much of the information listed in this 
summary report.


REPORTS 


The Operator submitted an excellent final report on December 2, 1963. 
Listed in this report are tonnages of inferred and indicated ore re-
sulting from the contract work and also a tabulation of the actual 
unit costs of the project. 


A Report of Review was issued on December 5, 1963, and the allowable 
costs as set forth above were approved. 


A Report of Royalty Review was issued on May 1, 1965 . The total royalty 
payable at that time was $l 14. ,272.36, all of which had been paid. There 
has been no more recent Royalty Review although royalties were paid on 
shipments through June 22, 1965. 


PROJECT RESULTS 


The project work was successful in intersecting the Gold Bug vein system 
about 200 feet below old workings, and proved that it contained gold and 
silver in minable amounts (figure 2). The' applicant calculated that 
there were 11.1.,800 tons of indicated ore in a zone that extended from 
50 feet below to 135 feet above the OME adit. His calculations were for 
ore worth $20.00 per ton in place assuming that gold is $35.00 per ounce 
and silver $1.20 er ounce. Production proved that the ore actually 
mined was about 3 times as great as this and that the value of the ore 
was nearly $80.00 per ton. 


The Government issued Certification of Possible Production on January 29, 
19611. . The Government's lien on production extends from May 17, 1962, to 
May 17, 1972, or until the sum of $33,733.70 is fully repaid with interest, 
at the rate df 6 percent per annum, whichever occurs first. 


PRODUCTION 


The Operator continued exploration and development after the end of 01€ 
contract work. Shipments of crude ore to the East Helena plant of 
American Smelting and Refining Company began in February, 19611. , and 
continued through June, 1965, (Table I), after which the Operator relin-
quished his lease on the property. Crude ore sold totalled 52,659.39

The royalties due and paid to the Government are listed on Table I. 
Total royalties paid are $16,258.79. There are no unpaid royalties 
due to the Government.


SUMMARY 


The work was successful in finding extensions of the Gold Bug vein 
below the old workings. There has been more than 52,000 tons of ore 
sold that averaged i.o6 ounces gold and 37.06 ounces silver per ton. 
The ore came from stopes that bottom from 35 to 80 feet above the 01€ 
adit (figure 3). 


There are many large inclusions of metasedimentary rock within the 
syenite porphyry (figure 2). Ore occurs both in these rocks and in 
sheared porphyry. Details are lacking on the geology of the stoped 
areas. 


The mine is now idle. There is a modest tonnage of milling grade ore 
above and below the 01€ adit level. Deeper exploration and develop-
rnent would have to be from drilling or by sinking an underground shaft.

I visited the Gold Bug mine on Monday morning, August 11, 1969. The 
mine was deserted and appeared to have been inactive for several 
months at least. The several sheet metal buildings near the now-
caved portal of the lowermost adit are in good repair and are locked. 
Diamond drill core is stored in uncovered boxes near one of the build-
ings. The hillslope above the adit portal has sloughed and cpvered 
the opening to the adit. A strong flow of water emerges from the 
sloughed material; I could not determine if the water is coming from 
the adit or from a source higher on the hill. Cables cross the access 
roads.. to the 350-level adit and to the lower (OME) adit and "No 
Trespassing" signs are posted. 


The postmistress at Landusky said that there had been some work on 
the hill above the Gold Bug mine during the past year. Her son(?) 
said that some long holes had been diamond drilled at the Hawkeye 
property which is higher on the slope than the Gold Bug mine. 


There are many fresh-appearing bulldozer trenches on the slopes above 
the Gold Bug mine; I could not tell if these were on the property 
covered by the contract but assume that they are not. 


There is no evidence of recent production from the Gold Bug mine.

lateral extension of gold and silver mineralization exposed by old workings 
in shatter zone within Tertiary porphyry. It was proposed to explore these 
structures by drifting,.drilling and raising from 20Qfeet below Irnowore 
and to carry the exploration 1000 feet beyojçI it. The proposal was mified 
to contract for exploration 200 feet directly below the extent of the old 
workings by drifting and raising with lateral probing by drilling.

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It should be noted that the unit quantities of work exceed those 
specifjd in conract, and while the'government did not participate in 
these 'expenditures the totals were sed to derivejnit cts. Al]. work 
performed was done in the Immediate area covered, by the specifications 
and contributed to the aims of the program.

These costs include allfiirect and indirt charges to the project 
such as labor, supplies, supporting facilities, equipment depreciation, 
supervision, assaying, taxes, and insurance. No charges were included 
for general geologic studies, anortization of expenditure or for capital-
ized equipment. 


The drifts were driven with an average cross-sectionof 8'high x7' 
wide on a ]f,. grade using 18 inch gage track. Crosscuts avefage 7'x 5? 
driven by slusher without track. 21 sets of timber were installed to 
support the portal and blocky ground. 8 sets were used to support the 
drift at the base of the raises. Drifting encountered no particular prob-
lems - raveily rock necessitated drilling shortrounds and moisture re-
quired the use of e].ectric4blasting. Water courses were intersected 
which hampered advance at times., but after a brief drainage period all 
the water flow was from the floor. About l0 gallons per minute now 
flows, out the portal. 


Raises were driven with an average section of 15feet along the 
strike of structure and 6 feet from hanging wall to footwall. They were 
timbered into 3qiial-size compartments with. rock chutes on each end::and 
a serviceway in the center. 


Equipment used .for drifting consisted of jackleg drills, alloy drill 
rods with integral tungsten carbide cross. bits,., overshot mine car loader, 
rocker dump cars, diesel locomotive, and axivane fans. A double drum air 
slusher and scraperS were used for mucking crosscuts. Stoper drills and 
single drum air hoists were used in the raises. 


Longholing was drilled with 3 and 4 inch screw feed drifters using 
2jinch carbide bts on 4 foot sectional drill rods. Checks between cut-
tings assayed and crosscut sampling seem to show that drilling results 
are semi-quantitative, Heavy water flows and open fractures causedsome 
trouble in drilling and in reliability of cuttings. Geologic data(was> 
quite reliable,, although si1icifed and highly pyritized shaj.es are diffi -
cult to distinguish from mineralized porphjry. 


Surface equipment and plant consisted of a shop and change-room building, 
an office and sample building, a 50 kva diesel-.eiectric power plant, a 600 
cfm diesel compressor,, an HD5 front end loader, an -8 x 15 sample crusher, 
a gasoline powered welder,. a utility, pick-up truck, and miscellaneous shop 
tools.

The working force at the project included £miners, 3 mechanic, and 


a Pr jectupervisor during iost of the program. Currently there are 6 
miners and '2 mechanics and the supervisor employed at the property. 


No ore has been shipped or sold from the property since the contract 
began. 


Geologic Data: 


The area examined by the project lies along the southwestern edge of 
the Little Rocky mountains which were fqrmed by a lo.ccolithic intrusion 
of syenitporphyry into .a series of sedimentary and metamorphic rocks. 
A vein system occupies a shatter zone which runs from the sediments into 
the porphyry. Sporadic mining over the past 70 years has partially explored 
these veins in the porphyry and exposed mineralization on a strike length 
of about 500 feet extending to 250 feet in depth. Preliminary examination 
indicated positive possibilities that mineralization could be expected 
beyond the limits previously established, and the program resolved as an 
underground project centered about 200 feet below the lowest workings. 


Surface and underground mapping showed that the trend of mineralization 
was about N j° E with a step northwsterly ip along fracturs 'and shears 
running parallel to the shatter zone. Ore concentrations were erratic in 
grade 'and sjze, but apparently maintained an en echeleon relationship as 
do the individua1hears. 


OME exploration has added a great deal to the knowledge of this area, 
but many questions have not been answered and many assumptions have not 
been verified. 


The shatter zone is bordered by a light grey silicified syenite por-
phyry, containing abundant chalky feldspar phenocryets in a glassy matrIx, 
The shatter zone is principally occupied by two types of porphyry Which' 
appear to be related to the syenite porphyry, but seem to have been later'• phases of the intrusive. 


The most abundant ci these is a dar1çgrey, brittle siliceous rock 
with larger fresher feldspars, locally called "Big Ere" porphyry. It is 
usually hard and dense, bj near mineralized structures it may be somewhat 
vesicular and contain megoscopic pyrite, flapar and quartz. In one area 
of contact with sediments it appears . 'to have coOled rapidly to form a 
"chilled" zone on the contact. It has been the host rock for most of the 
mineralization on the lower levels. 	 , 


The other porphyry, termed "Possum" from its fetid, odor when truck, 
seems to be a dike rock in' texture and attitude, but some evidence indicates 
that it is a facies of "Big Eye". In other mines in the area it is associated 
with ore bodies, but nodefinite relationship to ore has been noted here. 
No "dikes" have been found on the lower level, although minor amounts of 
possum porphyry appear as inclusions or segregations in the Big 4e. 
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I 
• Sedimentary rocks, probably of• the Cambrian nerson or P1ahead 


formation, occur as a tongue in porpIyry running. at least 1000 feet 
into .the igneous rocks. Locally termed 	 these rocks are thin, 
bedded argiUaeous sandstones. Near mineralized areas they' have 'been 
highly altered by silica and pyrite, and contain ore grade mineral-
ization in some places. It is suspected that the presence of large 
zenolths of'this material has had an effect upon the structural pattern 
of the vein system. 


The shatter zone is an indefinite area several hundred feet wide 
and probably 3000 feet long in which veins have developed from shear-
ing. and fracturing. The strongest featuresare more :or less parallel.. 
and strike N 40° to 50° E with both northwesterly and southeasterly 
dips within the main zone. It has not been ascertained whether the 
veins are arranged in a true en echelon manner or if this is merely 
apparent due: to pinching and tightening of structure accompanied by 
slight changes in strike. At 1315' from the portal on the ONE 1eel 
3 parallel structures are known, though only the central vein has been 
explored along strike to any extent. 


Vein structure on the ONE level is in general more evident and more 
continuous than on upper levels. They are characterized by open issur-
ing that is njw breccia filled with rubble well cemented with pypte 
and siJica. Widths vary from a few inches to several feet. Walls, are 
usually indefinite due to horsetailing of subsidiary structures into 
both walls. The degree of mineralization is usually directly propor-
tiOnal to the amount of pyrite. It. is believed that the veins were 
originally open fractures and that' the breccia accumulated from material 
dislodged up' dip, as opefl cavities are abundant on the lower, but none 
were found more than 25 feet up dip. 


Veins of the upper levels are. accompanied by a higher degree of 
horsetailing and. less definite walls. Mineralization shows a tendency 
to follow the smaller fractures in a random pattern. Brecciation is 
less developed and the veins have the appearance of. small angular. rock 
fragments tied together with a network of veinlets. 


Contacts between shale and porphyry , seem to be. fault surfaces and 
.are generally mineralized. Most contacts show silMication and pyrit-.. 
ization • The main vein structures change character and direction some-
what where they cut across contacts, but they seem to continue thru 
the ,shale. Little is yet known about the degree of mineralization along 
the veins in.the shale sections, but ore is known to occur. in shale. 


Gold and silyer mineralization cannot be detected except.by asay 
in areas examined to date. Onthe lower levels 'profuse quantities of 
botryoldal pyrite obscures mineralization. Pyritic portions of the 
veins , are seldom barren, though mineralization may not be ore grade. 
Updip the pyrite is oxidized to iiinonite and irOn oxides, and only'minor 
quantities of pyrite3ccur on the. upper levels. 'With the exception of 
one specimen of tellürides no gold-silver minerals have been identified. In continuous1y mineralized areas gold-silver ratio varies from 1:15 to 
1:47 by weight. No significant amounts of base metals occur.

The subject contract specifies that "The bulldozer used in construct-
ing the road and portal site shall not be smaller than a D-8 Caterpillar 
bulldozer or equivalent unit of any other make." 


The Operator's Narrative Report accompanying his voucher for June 1962 
states:


"Efforts to secure a D-.8 bulldozer, or its equivalent, were 
begun May 28, but such a machine could not be procured ex-
cept at prohibitive rates and transportation costs due to 
missile site construction, highway building programs and 
local construction in the area. Repetitive, heavy rains 
in Montana during May and June contributed to road wash-
outs and agricultural activity, resulting in a heavy de-
inand for such equipment. Therefore a D-6 bulldozer was 
procured following the lengthy delay arid has performed 
satisfactorily. 
"This unit has operated at a cost of $12.50 per hour 
which has been converted to the equivalent rate of $15.00 
per hour permitted under the contract for the accounting 
required on ONE Forms 60 and 61." 


The Operator's claim for bulldozing was not approved and he has been 
advised that it cannot be unless the contract is amended. 


In view of the Operator's difficulty in obtaining a D-8 bulldozer and 
his statement that the D-6 has performed satisfactorily, it is recom-
mended that the contract be amended to allow the use of a D-6 dozer 
for 80 hours at $12.50 per hour. This uiul reduce the authorized 
dozer cost from $1,200.00 to $1,000.00, the total project cost from 
$76,300.00 to $76,100.00, and the Government's participation from 
$38,150.00 to $38,050.00.
