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(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title,
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation
of the Government's right to a royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof.

(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remasins neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the
Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its
royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the. Government mskes its election,
the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which

. and at the time it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining
operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination or the market value,
whichever is greater.

L
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(¢) 1Iien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator
hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim 1s extinguished by lapse or time or is fully
paid. .

(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If
the records of any production and sales or other . disposition of production, whether the production is
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may
be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(g) No obligation to produce.-~-Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or ‘the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production
operations.

(n) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing
any obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 8. Interests in purchased property.--(a) Title and ownership.--All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account;
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto
shall be taken in the name of the Operator.

(b) Preservation of property.--Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government
has an interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government,
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration.
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when
such property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall not use it elsewhére without the
written consent of the Government and without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern-
ment for its proportionate interest.

(c) Disposal of property.--Upon the completion of the work, termination of the Government's
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, sale to
others,.  purchase by the Operator,or sale or transfer to the-Government at a price at least as high
as could be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives 1ts interest in any such
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, ekxplosives, pipe,.or raii), and if the
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50 the
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the
Operator shall dismantle and séver it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the
exploration.

(a) Default of the Operator re disposal.--If within 90 days after the completion of the work,
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may:

(1) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the
property;

(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a
fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date

such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and

such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the

Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and

(3) enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties.

ARTICLE 9. Termination of the Government's obligations.--(a) If the Government determines
that operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not
Justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon:

(1) +the Government shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred
other than such as may be allowable under the provisions of the contract as necessary and inci-
dental to final accounting and reporting; and

(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.
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(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract,
the Government may give the Operator uritten notice of such default with a specification of reasonable
time within which the default must be cured, and if .the Operator fails to cure such default as required,
thereupon:

(1) +the Uovernment shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not incurred
when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract as
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting; and

(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.

The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may orovide for breach of contract,
including the right fo rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the
Government under the contract.

(¢ The giving of ‘any nottce by the' Government under the provisions of thig Article 9 shall not
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 13.

ARTICLE 10. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be
sent by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 11. Officlals not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise
‘therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contraét if made with a corpora-

tion for its general benefit.

The purpose of this pro,jeéf. is to explore for gold-bearing
quartz lenses or veins by means of drifting, crosscutting, and driving
dog holes from the drifts in a wide shear zone cutting shale and
argillite beds.

General Provisions

No work under this contract shall be performed at locations
within 200 feet of the exterior boundaries of the property.

The drifts and main crosscut shall not be less thamn 5' x T!
in the clear of timber and shall be timbered as necessary with sets
at not less than 5-foot intervals, using stendard drift sets of not
less than 8" by 8" timber or equivalent round timber. The dog holes
shall be approximately 4' x 5' in cross section.

The mine rails shall not be less then 20-1b., air lines not
less than 2-inch and water lines not less than l-inch in diameter.

All significantly mineralized areas traversed by the
drifting, crosscutting, and dog holing shall be sampled normal to their
trends at intervals of not more than 10 feet. In addition, a
representative bulk sample shall be taken of each round broken in
areas showing significant mineralization.

Executive Order 10925

ESTABLISHING THE PRESIDENT'S
COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EM-
PLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY

WHEREAS discrimination because of
race, creed, color, or national origin is
contrary to the Constitutional principles
and policies of the United States; and

WHEREAS it is the plain and positive
obligation of the United States Govern-
ment to promote and  ensure equal
opportunity for all qualified persons,
without regard to race, creed, color, or
national origin, employed or seeking em-
ployment with the Federal Government
and on government contracts; and

WHEREAS it is the policy of the ex-
ecutive branch of the Government to
encourage by positive measures equal
opportunity for all qualified persons
within the Government; and

WHEREAS it is in the general interest
and welfare of the United States to pro-
mote its economy, security, and national
defense through the most efficient and
effective utilization of all available man-
power; and

WHEREAS a review and analysis of
existing Executive orders, practices, and
government agency procedures relating
to government employment and com-
pliance with existing non-discrimination
contract provisions reveal an urgent
need for expansion and strengthening of
efforts to promote full equality of em-
ployment opportunity; and.

WHEREAS a single governmental
committee should be charged with re-
sponsibility for accomplishing these ob-
jectives:

NOW, THEREFORE, by virtue of the
authority vested in me as President of
the United States by the Constitution
and statutes of the United States, it is
ordered as follows:

PART I—ESTABLISHMENT OF THE PRESI-
DENT’S COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EMPLOY-
MENT OPPORTUNITY

SEcTiION 101. There is hereby estab-
lished the President’s Committee on
Equal Employment Qpportunity.

SEc. 102. The Committee shall be com-
posed as follows:

(a) The Vice President of the United
States, who is hereby designated Chair-
man of.the -\Committee and who. shall
_preside at meetings of the Commiftee.

(b) The Secretary of Labor, who is
hereby designated Vice Chairman of the
Committee and who shall act as Chair-
man in the absence of the Chairman.
The Vice Chairman shall have general
supervision and direction of the work of
the Committee and of the execution and
implementation of the policies and pur-
poses of this order.

(c) The Chairman of the Atomic En-
ergy Commission, the Secretary of Com-

merce, the Attorney General, the Sec-

retary of Defense, the Secretaries of the

Army, Navy and Air Force, the Admin-
istrator of General Services, the Chair-
man of the Civil Service Comrission,
and the Administrator of the National
Aeronautics and Space Administration.
Each such member may designaté an al-

ternate to represent him in his absence.

(d) Such other members as the Presi-
dent may from time to time appoint.

(e) An .Executive Vice Chairman,
designated by the President, who shall
be ex officio a member of the Committee.
The Executive Vice Chairman shall as-
sist the Chairman, the Vice Chdirman
and the Committee. Between meetings
of the Committee he shall be primarily
responsible for carrying out the func-
tions of the Committee and may act for
the Committee pursuant to its rules, dele-
gations, and other directives. Final ac-

tion in individual cases or classes of cases .

may be taken and final orders may be
entered on behalf of the Committee by
the Executive Vice Chairman when the
Committee so authorizes.

Spc. 103. The Committee shall meet
upon the call of the Chairman and at
such other times as may be provided by
its rules and regulations. It shall (a)
consider and adopt rules and regulations
to govern its proceedings; (b) provide
generally for the procedures and policies
to implement this order; (c) consider

‘reports as to progress under this order;

(d) consider and act, where necessary or
appropriate, upon matters which may be
presented to'it by any of its members;
and (e) make such reports to the Presi-

.dent as he may require or the Committee

shall deem appropriate. Such reports
shall be made at least once annually and
shall include specific references to the
actions taken and results achieved by
each department and agency. The
Chairman may appoint sub-committees
to make special studies on a continuing
basis.

PART IT—NONDISCRIMINATION IN
GOVERNMENT EMPLOYMENT

SEcTION 201, The President’s Commit-
tee on Equal Employment Opportunity
established by this order is directed im-

‘mediately to scrutinize and study em-

ployment practices of the Government of
the United States, and- to consider and
recommend additional affirmative steps
which should be taken by executive de-
partments and agencies to realize more
fully the national policy of nondiscrimi-
nation within the executive branch of
the Government.

SEc. 202. All executive departments
and agencies are directed to- initiate
forthwith studies of current government
employment practices within their re-
sponsibility. The studies shall be in such

form as the Committee may prescribe

and shall include statistics on current
employment patterns, a review of cur-

rent procedures, and the recommenda-
tion of positive measures for the elim-
ination of any discrimination, direct or
indirect, which now exists. Reports.and
recommendations shall be submitted to
the Executive Vice Chairman of the
Committee no later than sixty days from
the effective date of this order, and the
Committee, after considering such re-
ports and recommedations, shall report
to the President on the current situation
and recommend positive measures to ac-
complish the objectives of this order.

Sec. 203. The policy expressed in
Executive Order No. 10590 of January 18,
1955 (20 F.R. 409), with respect to the
exclusion and prohibition of discrimina-
tion against any employee or applicant
for employment in the Federal Govern-
ment because 6f race, color, religion, or
national origin is hereby reaffirmed.

SEc. 204. The President’s Committee on
Government Employment Policy, es-
tablished by Executive Order No. 10590
of January 18, 1955 (20 F.R. 409), as
amended by Executive Order No. 10722
of August 5, 1957 (22 F.R. 6287), is hereby
abolished, and ‘the powers, functions,
and duties of that Committee are hereby
transferred to, and henceforth shall be
vested in, and exercised by, the Presi-
dent’s Committee on Equal Employment
Opportunity in addition to the powers
conferred by this order.

‘PART III—OBLIGATIONS OF GOVERNMENT

CONTRACTORS AND SUBCONTRACTORS
SUBPART A—CONTRACTORS” AGREEMENTS

SectIioN 301. Except in contracts ex-
empted in accordance with section 303
of this order, all government contracting
agencies shall include in every govern-
ment contract hereafter entered into. the
following provisions:

“In connection with the performance
of work under this contract, the con-
tractor agrees as follows: -

“(1) The contractor will not discrim-
inate against any employee or applicant
for employment because of race, creed,
color, or national origin. ' The contractor
will take affirmative action to ensure
that applicants are employed, and that
employees are treated during employ-
ment, without regard to their race,
creed, color, or national origin. Such
action shall include, but not be limited
to, the following: employment, upgrad-
ing, demotion or transfer; recruitment
or recruitment advertising; layoff or
termination; rates of pay or vther forms
of compensation; and selection for train-
ing, including apprenticeship. The con=
tractor agrees to post in conspicuous
places, available to employees and ap-
plicants for employment, notices to be
provided by the contracting officer set-
ting forth the provisions of this non-

.discrimination clause.

“(2) .The contractor wxil in all solici-
tations or advertisements for employees
placed by or on behalf of the contractor,

President’s Committee on Equal Em-
ployment Opportunity created thereby.

‘“(5) The contractor will furnish all
information and reports required by
Executive Order No. 10925 of March 6,
1961, and by the rules, regulations, and
orders of the said Committee, or pur-
suant thereto, and will permit access to
his books, records, and accounts by the
contracting agency and the Committee
for purposes of investigation to ascertain
compliance with such rules, regulations,
and orders.

“(6) In the event of the contractor’s
non-compliance with the nondiscrimi-
nation clauses of this contract or with
any of the said rules, regulations, or or-
ders, this contract may be cancelled in
whole or in part and the contractor may
be declared ineligible for further gov-
ernment contracts in accordance with
procedures authorized in Executive Or-
der No. 10925 of March 6, 1961, and such
other sanctions may be imposed and
remedies invoked as provided in the said
Executive order or by rule, regulation,
or order of the President’s Committee on
Equal Employment Opportunity, or as
otherwise provided by law.

“(7) The contractor will include the
provisions of the foregoing paragraphs
(1) through (6) in every subcontract or
purchase order unless exempted by rules,
regulations, or orders of the President’s
Committee on Equal Employment Op-
portunity issued pursuant to section 303
of Executive Order No. 10925 of March
6, 1961, so that such provisions will be

binding upon 'each subcontractor or.

vendor. The' contractor will' take such
action with respect to any subcontract
or purchase order as the contracting
agency may direct as' a means of en-
forcing such provisions, including sanc-
tions for non-compliance: Provided,
however, that in the event the contrac-
tor becomes involved in, or is threatened
with, litigation with a subcontractor or
vendor as a result of such direction by
the contracting agency, the contractor
may request the United States to enter
into such litigation to protect the inter-
ests of the United States.”

SEc. 302. (a) Each contractor having
a contract containing the provisions pre-
scribed in section 301 shall file, and shall
cause each of its subcontractors to file,
Compliance Reports with the contracting
agency, which will be subject to review
by the Committee upon its request.

(c) Whenever the contractor or sub-
contractor has a collective bargaining
agreement or other contract or under-
standing with a labor union or other
representative of workers, the Compli-
ance Report shall include such infor-
mation as to the labor union’s or other
representative’s practices and policies
affecting compliance' as the Committee
may prescribe: Provided, that to the
extent such information is within. the
exclusive possession of a labor union or
other workers' representative and the
labor union or representative shall refuse
to furnish such information to the con-

tractor, the contractor shall so certify

to the contracting agency as part of its
Compliance Report and shall set forth
what efforts he has made to obtain such
information.

(d) The Committee may direct that
any bidder or prospective contractor
or subcontractor shall submit, as part
of his Compliance Report, a statement
in writing, signed by an authorized
officer or agent of any labor union or
other workers’ representative with which
the bidder or prospective contractor
deals, together with supporting infor-
mation, to the effect that the said labor
union'’s or representative’s practices and
policies do not discriminate on the
grounds of race, color, creed, or national
origin and that the labor union or rep-
resentative either will affirmatively co-
operate, within the limits of his legal

and contractual authority, in the imple-"

mentation of the policy and provisions
of this order or that it consents and
agrees that recruitment, employment,
and theé terms and conditions of employ-
‘ment under the proposed contract shall
be in accordance with the purposes and
provisions of the order. In the event
that the union or representative shall
refuse to execute such a statement, the
Compliance Report shall so certify and
set forth what efforts have been made
-to secure such a statement.

. SEc. 303. The Committee may, when
it deems that special circumstances in
the national interest so require, exempt
a contracting agency from the require-
ment of including the provisions of sec-
tion 301 of this order in ‘any specific
contract, subcontract, or purchase order.

The Committee may, by rule or regula-

tion, also exempt certain classes of con-
tracts, subcontracts, or purchase orders

Provided, that no agency shall supply
more than fifty per cent of the funds

Order No. 10557 of September 3,.1954

erty of or in the custody of the said
Committee are hereby transferred to the
President’s Committee on Equal Employ-
ment Opportunity, which shall wind up
the outstanding affairs of the Govern-
ment Contract Committee.

The property has been explored and partially
developed - more recently by surface dozer cuts

and excavations - but originally by miscellaneous
tunnels, cross-cuts, stoping etc., the older work
being caved and not presently accessible for
examination. Although no past production<figures
are available, it is reasonable to assume that a \
moderate gold production was achieved in the earlier
operations inasmuch as crude ﬁilling eguipment,
tailing accumulations and substantial underground
workings (suggested by old mine dumps) so indicate.

PRELTMINARY REPORT-LARRIGON MINE

A preliminary transit survey of the Larrigon mine
surface workings was made by this engineer to determine vein
positions, elevations and distances, in order to arrive more
intelligently at approximate projections for use in determining
the most logical means of further exploring the presently exposed
veins on the property. It is noted that the principal workings
to date are situated within the boundaries of the Washington lode
and that two, more or less parallel vains, have reportedly had
substantial past production of high-grade ore. Recent limited
selective mining substantiates the fact of the presence of high-
grade gold ore of commercial guality. An economically feasible
depth limit has been reached by surface bulldozing; thus an
underground approach is now indicated.

The two veins above mentioned are most definitely
identifiable, and their characteristics as to strike and dip
appear to be quite regular, particularly at the present lowermost
exposures. Near the top of the mountain there apparently has
been considerable disturbance in the nature of fracturing and
erosion activity. It may be reasonable to assume that the yeins
will remain regular, and possibly become stronger and more
pronounced as they project downward. Presently, a rake to the
southeast and a mineralized ore-shoot containing numerous lenses
of high-grade ore, would appear to be more or less established
on both veins. From limited observation such ore-shoots could
possibly approach a vertical rake position, which situation should
be taken into consideration in an indicated exploratory cross-
cut and drifting project.

Briefly, the survey establishes a vertical distance
from mill-ore-bin level to the main Larrigon tunnel of 189 feet;
and from this tunnel to the lowermost dozer exposures oi both
veins, an approximate distance of 128 feet is calculated. From
the mill position, an approximate norizontal distance of 550 feet
is shown. The top of the mountain is 386 feet above mill level,

If the rake of the surface ore-shoots in both veins

should be vertical, a development and exploratory tunnel should

be planned to cover a maximum distance of between 550 and 600 feet.
If the ore-shoots should rake off the vertical, to the southeast

as indicated, this distance would be substantially reduced. Also,
there is sufficient distance to cover from the mill to the known
ore bodies to include other ore structures yet unexposed beneath
the heavy overburden of the mountain side. Such a situation is
highly probable and worthy of consideration.

Although this engineer was unable to personally so
observe, due to overburden etc., it is reliably reported that
some cross-fracturing to the main ore-bearing structures exist
in the mineral zone. In my experience such fractures quite often
produce enrichments in ore structures, and it is my opinion that
such is the case in the Larrigon mine.

Geologically, my observation is that the Larrigon ore
deposits occur within a highly fractured zone some several
hundred feet in width, containing numerous veins and veinlets
of various dimensions, within and paralleling the main structure
and interrupted at irregular intervals by cross fracturing of
miscellaneous intensity, thus laying the groundwork for ore
deposits, some of which could be of rather substantial size. The
above mineral zone (insofar as my limited observation would
permit) consists of one or more dykes of rhyolitic rocks (not
true rhyolites) which cut through a rather complex shale-argellite
sedimentary series, along which the ore veins appear. The ore
occurs ina quartz matrix, sometimes finely crushed and often in
massive form. Heavy iron oxides and some manganese mineraliza-
tion, together with talc and inclusions of country rock make up
the vein filling.

It is my suggestion that the property be further
explored and developed by drifting and cross-cutting from a
position near the mill; that the most practical location for
commencement of the tunnel be seriously considered as to
accessibility to the mill, the nature and structure of the ground
and the most direct, practical, route to the projectec ore-
shoots as now exposed. :

In order to provide for a continuous, economically
sound operation, it is imperative that the ore-shoots be
properly identified and the ore limits exposed to such an extent
that proper reserve inventory might be arrived at. My thought
at this time is that the mine should be considered from a viewpoint
of average, high-grade, production rather than a larger lower-grade
operation. It must be remembered that the mine is presently
merely a "prospect" with much virgin ground yet remaining for
intelligent exploration,

Regarding the transit map, more detail must first be
accumulated before an intelligent presentation can be made. At
this stage, the map presents only points, elevations and limited
vein detail. :

The mine was discovered by Raymond Larrigon about
1918 while tending sheep in the area. He succeeded in making
a éood living, working the mine by himself, using crude milling
and mining equipment. No crude ore was shipped during this
operating period. |

Larrigon disposed of the property about 1950, upon
his decision to retire, the mine_subsequently being acquired
in 1959, under Lease & Bond, by Larrigon Mining Company, a
Montana corporation. Copy of the lease is attached herewith;

Metallurgical test work on Larrigon ore was made
by the Colorado School of Mines Research Foundation, Inc.,
as well as Denver Equipment Company, in 1960, when the present
mill was constructed. The above metallurgical reporté are
available for examination at the company office in Hamilton,
Montana.

The present mill flow sheet was compiled from
information contained in the above metallurgical recommenda-
tions. Some continued mill research is planned to further
improve mill operation. To tais date the mill has been
operated only intermittently ovér short periods for test work
only.

The tabulation of sampling and assays skown in
this.report might be considered representative, although
much more sampling was done. No concerted effort was made
to keep sampling and assay records, thus records of many of

MacLaren examined the property on October 12, 1962, At

the time of the examination, the Applicant had driven a
crosscut 327 feet in length about 200 feet vertically
below the oldest tunnel workings on the property. The
X-cut had traversed one shear zone and the increasing
shearing in the face of the X-cut indicated that the second
shear zone was not too far ahead. Judging from surface
exposures, MacLaren concluded that the apparent target area
was northwest of the X-cut face and recommended that a
modest program of exploration be directed/ Rat area.

The numerous structures traversed by the contract work
showed only traces of gold. Although few assays were made,
continual panning at regular intervals throughout the work
disclosed the material was essentially barren.

In a memorandum dated November 4, 1963, Region I advised
that no more work would be authorized and no certification
would be recommended. Region I also requested the project
be terminated by mutual agreement. The Washington office
concurred in this request,

INTRODUCT ION

This report summarizes an OME exploration project for gold ore in veins
cutting altered shale and argillite of the Ravalli Formation of
Precambrian age about 40 miles south of Darby, Montana. The contract,
dated February 14, 1963, for a total estlmated cost of $31,610.00, of
which the Government would contrlbute 50 percent or $15,805.00, was
amended once. Underground work started March 12, 1963, and by October 15
1963, when work ceased, totalled 397.78 feet of drifts and crosscuts of
whlch 387.78 feet were timbered, 30 feet of doghole, and 5 assays. The
contract was formally terminated December 9, 1963. No ore was found and
there was no Certification of Possible Production. Accepted cost of the
work was $19,447.32, of which the Government contributed $9,723.66, The
Government received $7.38 in royalty from the sale of $147.53 of bullion
to the Denver, Colorado, mint in July 1963.

Prior to the contract work there were several old dumps and caved adit
portals. An open adit was 327 feet long. Some mining had been done

from an open pit. Sahinen (1957, p. 52) reported that G. W. Berggren
operated a lode mine and mill on Taylor Creek in 1953; this is probably
the same property as listed above. Apparently all the known workings

GEOLOGY

Bedrock in the property area consists of slates and argillite that are
believed to be part of the Ravalli Formation or Group of Precambrian

age (Sahinen, 1957, pl. 3). MacLaren (OME application report, Jan. 1963)
reports the rocks are highly altered shale and argillite beds that strike
N. 50=52°W., and dip 25-47°SW.; zones of intense shearing that trend

N. 60 W., and 65-70°SW., cross the beds. Veins occur as bands and lenses
of quartz within the shear zones; individually they are a few tens of feet
long, and as wide as 5 or 6 feet. Similar veins were probably the source
for much of the gold found in earlier times in the district (Lindgren,
1903, p. 68.) Assay data from samples collected by the OME examiner
indicated only very low values in gold and silver. Assay data submitted
by Mr. Giulio, engineer for the applicant, indicated higher quantities of
gold and silver in the veins.

PURPOSE OF PROJECT

The purpose of the project was. to explore for gold-bearing quartz lenses
or veins by drifting, crosscutting, and driving dog holes from the drifts
in a wide shear zone cutting shale and argillite beds.

CONTRACT

The contract, No. 2160, dated February 14, 1963, required that work start
on or before March 20, 1963, and to be completed withim 12 months from the
contract date.





DESCRIPTION OF THE WORK

From the end of the existing adit crosscut above the mill, drift north=
westerly along shear zone "A" for approximately 300 feet and at intervals
of approximately 50 feet drive dog holes up to 10 feet deep into each wall.

If the work along shear zone "A" indicates significant gold mineralization,
at a point mutually agreed upon by the Operator and the Government drive a
crosscut southwesterly from the drift along zone "A" for a distance of about
100 feet to cut shear zone "B'". From.the crosscut drift approximately 100
feet along shear zone "B" in each direction, and at intervals of approxi-
mately 50 feet along these drifts drive dog holes up to 10 feet deep into
each wall.

The Government will contribute to the cost of not more than 600 feet of
drifting and crosscutting, 600 feet of timbering in drifts and crosscuts,
160 feet of dog holing from the drifts, 200 assays for gold, and the fees
for a consulting engineer-geologist who shall be employed not more than
4 days per month and for not more than a total of 26 days on the project.

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The contract was amended on July 10, 1963 as follows:

Delete the second paragraph under Description of the Work and
substitute the following:

"From station 9, in the drift under this contract, drive
a crosscut on a bearing of approximately S. 50° W., for an
estimated distance of about 130 feet to traverse the 'B' zone
shear structure. :

With prior Government approval any drift, crosscut, or
dog hole footage remaining in the contract may be used to
further explore the "B' zone shear structure by drifting
along the zone .in each direction from the crosscut and at
intervals of approximately 50 feet in these drifts driving
dog holes up to 20 feet deep into each wall.”

PROJECT WORK

Contract work started March 12, 1963. A drift was extended to the north-
west along the trend of what was assumed to be the "A" zone (Fig. 1).
Three dog holes explored the walls of the drift and, on his own account,
the Operator drilled 8-foot long holes into the faces of the dog holes.

No ore-bearing material was found after extending the drift about 250

feet and it was decided then to crosscut to the southwest to explore

the "B" zone. This crosscut, about 200 feet long, intersected several
northwest-trending fractures but none contained ore. Silicified

argillite or shale is exposed near the southwest end of the crosscut,

and this rock did not require timbering; timbering was necessary in the
rest of the underground workings. Seven areas were sampled with essentially
negative assay results (Fig. L) The contract work ceased on or about
October 15, 1963, as the original objectives of the contract had been
explored unsuccessfully and further exploration was unjustified. A formal
termination was agreed to on December 9, 1963.

The completed work proved that the so-called "A" and '"B" zones that
were broadly delineated on the surface, do not contain ore where
explored in the OME adit at a depth of about 300 feet. The seven
samples taken for assay yielded only a trace to 0.02 ounces gold and
trace to 0.10 ounce silver per ton. No ore reserves were indicated as
a result of the work.

In July, 1963, bullion produced at the Larrigon mine was sold to the
mint in Denver, Colorado.

The Bullion Deposit-Memo Report from the Mint listed 5.94 ounces
with 721-1/4 fine gold, 269-1/2 fine silver, and 9-1/2 base. Total
precious metal content was 4.284 ounces gold and 1.60 ounces silver,
with a value of $147.53 from which the Government was paid a royalty

of $7.38.

SUMMARY

Apparently gold has been found at the Larrigon mine in narrow quartz
veins in shear zones cutting altered argillite and shale. Some gold

had been recovered by open pit mining. Underground work done as. part
of the OME contract failed to find gold-bearing structures 300 feet
beneath the surface. Perhaps there are ore-bearing veins in oxidized
zones near the surface and these, if very selectively mined, can yield
etonomic quantities of gold. It is believed however, that the narrow,
gold-bearing veins are too widespread to be mined by bulk mining methods
and too thin to be mined individually. Nearby placers have been rich

in gold and the source for the gold was probably in veins similar to
that at the Larrigon mine. Unless new information is obtained regarding
the veins, no further underground exploration at the Larrigon is
warranted.

Please note that the penultimate paragtaph of the instructions on
the reverse of MME Form 60 provide that copies of invoices and state-
ments properly should bear the certification "Certified True Copy"
over the signature of the Operator or his agent. In actual practice
carbon, thermofax, ozalid, or other true reproductioms of '"letter-
head" invoices or statements are accepted without certification.
Completely handwritten or typed copies (or even originals, for that
matter) ordinarily are not acceptable documentation unless certi-
fied or, at the least, authenticated by signature.

been advanced 59 feet and a dog hole driven northerly since the
May Narrative Report was submitted. The company feels that further
exploratlon west and north will be futlle.

"A" shear zone may have flattened and has recommended that, starting
at the point where the drift was turned northwesterly, a turn be
made to the south and a crosscut be driven in that direction.

I told Boyd that I did not have the map before me but that as I
recalled it, the area from the end of the drill hole from the
dog hole south to the end of the northwest portion of the drift
pretty well covered the area into which the "A" zone should
project from the surface and that therefore I agreed that further
work westerly and northerly would be futile, If the dips indicated
at the surface had flattened, Giulio's proposal is reasonable but
that the crosscut from the portal to the point where the drift was
turned to the west gave no indication that the dip had in fact
flatbened., This crosscut had crossed a shear zone that was not
far from where the "B" zone should be, indicating that there was
not much offset by the northeasterly shear zone cut by the west
drift., The only justification for the contract was the grade of
the surface samples taken in the "A" zone and the crosscut to the
"B" zone was predicated upon finding an ore shoot in the "A" zone.
Finally, I then told him that if the company put in Giulio's pro-
posed crosscut at its own expense and did encounter the ore zone,
OME could probably support the drifting, but that, as the decision
was not made in this office, I could give him no assurance that
such support would be forthcoming.
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Since talking to Mr. Boyd, I have projected the center of.the shear

zone shown at El. 317 on the 20-scale map which accompanied the
May voucher (copy enclosed), At an 80° dip the "A" zone should
have been cut by the south dog hole and at a dip of 85° should
have been partly cut by the drill hole south from the same dog *
hole, Thus, it is possible that only a slight flattening of the.
dip below 80° could put the "A" zone south of the workings. An :
interesting relationship is the lateral projection of the area
between the 80° and 85° projection lines to the northeast shear
and the lateral projection to the latter of the breccia zone in
the crosscut.

In view of the above, it is recommended that an amendment be
prepared to authorize the Operator to drop back to Station 9 and
turn off the drift to crosscut 100 feet S. 50°- 55 W. This
general idea was suggested in the final paragraph of my Interim
Report of May 3, and commented upon in your memorandum of
May 13, 1963.

. other week end., Presumably this was their week end off, They had not
returned to the mine by 1l 6'clock,

The last: 1nspectlon was made Apr11 22, 1963, at which time the main
drift had been advanced 77 feet, At that time Giulio told me he had
had difficulty using a compass for maepping and has mapped the drift
by transit and steel tape. As he was not present for this inspection,
I mapped the advance using a Brunton and will adjust it to his transit
map when it is received., Station 8 to station 9 measured 66 feet on
a bearing N, 54° W, Station 9 to the face measured 84 feet on a bear-
ing of N. 30° W, All but the final 2 feet of the drift had been
timbered, with lagging fairly tight. There is much sloughed material
behind the lagging., The drift advance since the last measurement is
79 feet, for a total of 156 feet to date,

The drift crosses shaly beds which strike N, 50° to 60° W, and dip

70° to 80% S.W. For the most part, they are typically soft but at

two points seem to contain a little more silica and to be slightly
sheared parallel to the bedding., The first such zone is about 15 feet
from station 9, Chip samples of this zone up to 12 inches across were
taken from each side of the drift, The second zone is about 64 feet
from station 9 and is for the most part covered by lagging and loose
material that has fallen behind the lagging. However, near the back
of the drift on the northeast side, it seems to be a little bit harder.
The shear is somewhat bleached and spotted with iron oxide staining.
On the westerly side of the drift, the structure is hidden behind the

sample without some assistance, particularly as the shale is very
soft, somewhat blocky, and sloughs very easily. It is quite possible
that with a very small swing in strike this structure may be the water
course cut in the drill holes in the northeast crosscut or dog hole.

As sbon as the assays and the Operatorts transit-surveyed map, updated
to the end of May, are available, a map showing the structure and
sample locations will be forwarded.

Work on the project was commenced on March 12th.,
1963, including preparatory, miscellaneous jobs; but a minor
breakdown interruption occurred recently involving the air-
trammer unit, which should again be in operation at this
writing. After the main drifting has progressed several more
rounds, dog-holes will be commenced at intervals as set-up in
the program. We are now in a heavily fractured zone which
presently appears to be entering more solid formation; thus
the reason for advancing the tunnel a short distance prior to
cross-cutting, Even though the formation may not change we
will cross-cut as planned.

Please note that some company drifting northwesterly
from the main cross-cut was performed to the date of OME work
commencement . In the vicinity of the start of such work we
had intersected a number of scattered, narrow, mineral stringers
with almost vertical dips, striking generally 50° to 55° to the
northwest. Only one of such structures produced any values
in the cross-cut, and in planning our drifting (near survey
station #6) we swung to intersect this structure and followed
it to the heavy shear or fault zone shown on the map, at which
point it was cut off., Although strong, narrow structure was
shown (consisting of thin guartz bands and heavy oxidation)
over the above distance, no further values were shown by panning
and assay at the most prominent lenticular exposure which was
about twelve inches in width. A transit survey later showed
a strong swing of the tunnel to the northwest. After cutting
through the fault we lost all significant mineralization; thus
a decided swing to the northeast was made to more nearly parallel
the surface-indicated, vein strikes as well as to conform more
closely to OME requirements, which at that time had Jjust been
received. The drift position through the fault suggests some
displacement although its direction and extent is not precisely
discernable. There is slight indication however of movement
to the northeast. It must be understood that detailed geologic
mapping within a highly disturbed, wide, shear zone (where heavy
timbering was required), at approximate two-week mine visits
was not particularly conducive to close detailed work. At our
~ present critical position weekly visits have been made and will
be so continued.

A slight variation is dip at surface (Vertically
approximately 300 feet above our tunnel level) suggests a
possible spread in projection in excess of 50 feet; and a
slight deviation in strike could also alter the vein position
somewhat at our present tunnel face.

ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's
right of’ property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, .or otherwise), and that such
right, title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title,
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation
of the Government's right to a royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true
copies.of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
epplicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment.
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor
to complete the work as specified in Article 1(a).

(b) Independent contracts.--To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit A
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed .(see Article 6(a), Category (1)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its
rights under this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected
thereby. Regardless:of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit
prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable.

(¢) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall -consult with and inform the Government on all
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for
such inspections.

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.--(a) The Government will make its contribution on
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect its interests. The Government mAy make payments for
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the
Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--{a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable

records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may have an
interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-
year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers,
and records of the Operator. If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory
to and spproved by the Government.

(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five coples of monthly
reports in three sections as follows:

(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed;

(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work
performed; and:

(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including
adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay
reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.

(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(¢) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches,
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs.

(a) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies
of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other
disposition of production. .

(e) Compliance with requiremerits.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and
rayment of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The ‘alloweble costs of the work to which the Government

will contribute are limited to: I

(1) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are-estimated in Exhibit A by

categories as specified in this article;. and
(2) fixed costs for units of work ‘to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in

The Government will not contribute to costs under any categorv or- subcategory omitted from the
estimate of costs in Exhibit A. Any excess over any estimave which 15 inuicated s the maximum of any
category, subcategory, or item, either‘gé tg requirement or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit
cost; and any excess over the total allpwable cost of the work are not allowable.

(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other
than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment),
damages to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equip-
ment or other property used in the work);

(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and

(4) Deferred peyments.--Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-
ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the
provisions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the
delivery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing.
(c) Reductions in costs.--The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any

incidental; benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the
work (as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power
or services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. This provision does not
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions
of Article 7.

ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certification.--If the Government considers that mineral
or metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the explora-
tion work, it shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after
a sufficient final report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished.

(v) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows:

(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs
first; or

(2) 1if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for & period of ten
years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the Govermment

(c) Payment of royalty.--(1) The Government's royslty shall be five percent of the Operatertis

gross proceeds (including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production

sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the

f.o.b. point); except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and

shown as deductions on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by

the buyer, sampling &nd assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable

by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the

"gross proceeds” as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator are deductible in arriving

at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used.

(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, or
used in integrated operations. as the case may be.

(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the
Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its
royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) 1t is in
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government mskes its election,
the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which
and at the time it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income froh mining
operations for percentage depleétion purposes in Federal income tax determination or the market value,
whichever is greater.
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(¢) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator
hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon' any production of
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse or time or is fully
paid. - .

(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Govermment's claim for royslty
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Govermnment and to furnish the Govermment with coples of the settlement sheets. If
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may
be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production
operations.

(h) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing
any obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 8. Interests in purchased property.--(a) Title and ownership.--All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account;
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto
shall be taken in the name of the Operator.

(b) Preservation of property.--Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government
has an interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government,
and any redsonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration.
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when
such property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall not use it elsewhere without the
written consent of the Government and without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern-
ment for its proportionate interest.

(c) Disposal of property.--Upon the completion of the work, termination of the Government's
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest
for the Jjoint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, sale to
others,. ‘purchase by the Operator,or sale or transfer to the-Government at a price at least as high
as could be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the
Operator shall dismentle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the
exploration- _

(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.--If within 90 days after. the completion of the work,
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may: ) :

(1) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the
property;

(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a
fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date

such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and

such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the

Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and

(3) enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties.

ARTICLE 9. Termination of the Government's obligations.--(a) If the Government determines
that operations at any time have falled to achieve anticipated results and further work is not
Justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon:

(1) +the Government shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred
other than such as may be allowable under the provisions of the contract as necessary and inci-
dental to final accounting and reporting; and

(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.
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(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract,
the GCovernment may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required,
thereupon:

(1) the dovernment shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not incurred
when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowsble by the provisions of the contract as
necessary and incidental to finsl accounting and reporting; and

(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. .

ARTICLE 13. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision
to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The'decision of the Director,
Office of Minerals Exploration,shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, Office of Minerals
Exploration,a written appeal addressed to the Secretary. The decision of the Secretary or his duly
authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive unless
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious, or arbitrary,
or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial evidence.

ARTICLE 14. Eight-Hour Law of f 1912-.0vertime compensation.--This contract, to the extent that it
is of a character specified in the Eight-Hour Law of 1912, as amended (40 U. S. Code 324—326) and is
not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (41 U. S. Code 35—U45), is subject to the follow-
ing provisions and exceptions of said Eight-Hour Law of 1912, as amended, and to all other provisions
and exceptions of said Law:

No laborer or mechanic doing any part of the work contemplated by this contract, in the employ of
the Operator or any independent contractor contracting for any part of said work contemplated,
shall be required or permitted to work more than eight hours in any one calendar day upon such work,
except upon the condition that compensation is paid to such laborer or mechanic in accordance with
the provisions of this clause. The wages of every laborer and mechanic employed by the Operator or
any independent contractor engaged in the performance of this contract shall be computed on a basic
day rate of eight hours per day; and work in excess of eight hours per day is permitted only upon
the condition that every such laborer and mechanic shall be compensated for all hours worked in
excess of eight hours per day at not-less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay. For

The mine is in sec, 34, T. 2 S,, R. 21 W., P.M. (unsurveyed). It
is .easily accessible from the town of Darby, Montana, as follows:
Proceed south on U, 8. Highway 93 for four miles and turn right on
paved road, continuing up the South Fork of the Bitterroot River
for 15.6 miles to the end of the pavement, Continue along good
gravel-surfaced road for 14.6 miles, passing through the town of
Alta, Here, turn left and follow an unimproved company road for
6.6 miles to Taylor Creek; turn left and proceed along Taylor Creek

- Recent work has exposed numerous veinlets of
crushed quartz and hematite having strikes parallel to the
bedding planes but almost vertical in dip. Such veinlets
more or less parallel in strike, the ore~bearing surface
structures and it is hoped they may lead to the main ore-shoot.
We are presently planning to swing our tunnel to conform
laterally with these structures.

With exception of one assay, the underground
exposures show only traces of gold as yet. It was hoped
that more decisive surface information might be forthcoming,
but severe weather and sloughing walls did not peruit of access
to caved areas. fiowever it has been reasonably established
that the surface “ore-shoot" rakes wmore steeply to the south-’
east than had been previously indicated; thus we must proceed
to the northwest to cut the "ore-shoot"” proajection if it may
extend to the lower tunnel horizon,
