Added to varying accounts of 
bodies already removed from 
the fire scene, that figure would 
bring the total of dead and 
missing persons to about 400. 


L'Innovation vice president 
Perre Bolle said 123 of the 
missing persons -were store em-
ployes and 247 were shoppers. 
Later ' police releas.d a toll of 
49 dead and 222 missing after 
the blaze, which some investi-
gators .. believed was set delib- 
erately.  


All branches of the depart-
ment store chain took down 
American flags and halted a 
special campaign of selling
American goods after a threat-

WASHINGTON—Maj. Richard 
Harwood Pearce, 36, senior aid 
to the Army commanding gen-
eral, has been granted asylum 
by the Cuban government after 
he and his small son flew to 
Havana on Sunday in Pearce's 
private airplace, it was dis-
closed Wednesday. 


Pearce, divorced and a dec-
orated veteran of - the Vietnam 
war, was cleared for top-secret 
material in his post as aid to 
Lt. -Gen. Thomas W. Dunn, com-
mander of the 4th United States 
Army at Ft. Sam Houston, Tex. 


An inventory has accounted 
for. all classified documents to 
which Peace had access on a 
"need to know" basis, accord-
ing to a Defense Department 
statement issued at the Penta-
gon. 


Pearce's ex-wife, Mrs. Sandra 
Mitchell of Houston, Tex., who 
has since remarried, said the 
major picked up their son, Rich-
are Jr., 4 1/2, last Friday and 
told. her they were going on va-
cation. Mrs. Mitchell had cus- 
tody ofthe child. 


"-He didn't say where they 
were going or anything," she 
said. "I know nothing about 
their disappearance. I only know 
Iwant my child back." 


- 'Reasons of Conscience' 
- - Havana Radio and Granma, 
the Cuban Communist party's 
newspaper, disclosed Pearce's 
request for asylum Wednesday, 
quoting Pearce as saying: 


"I have decided to part from 
my country in the company of 
my-4 1/2-year-old son for reasons 
of conscience, and request Cu-
ban. authorities to grant us asy-
lum or authorization to proceed 
to another country of my 
choice." 


The army put a tight security 
lid on all comments by friends 
aiç1 associates of Pearce follow-
ing Radio Havana's announce-
ment. Gen. Dunn was reported 
to be preparing to leave im-
mediately for Washington to 
confer with Pentagon officials. 


A State Department spokes-
man said the United States gov-
ernment was informed Tuesday 
that Pearce and his son had 
been granted asylum by Cuba. 
The information came from the 
Cuban government throu gh the 
Swiss ambassador in Washing-
ton. The United States does not 
have diplomatic relations with 
Cubs and the Swiss embassy in 
-. hnd1__kmeriean gf


Instead, be and Richard Jr. 
arrived in Key West, Fla., on 
May 17 and stayed until Sun-
day, when Pearce filed a flight 
plan at the Key West municipal 
airport for a one-hour sight-see-
ing flight in his Cessna 150 air-
plane, purchased six weeks ago. 


When the plane failed to re-
turn, it was reported as missing 
and the Coast Guard searched 
B 4O00 square miles of ocean 
with planes and ships but found 
no sign of it. 


Pearce and his son had sat 
for 45 minutes in the airplane 
talking before it took off from 
the Key West airport. 


A friend of Pearce said he 
believed the major's action was 
,Th'f.iv2td hv his recent divorce


rather than by political motives. 
Pearce would be beyond the 


reach of United States legal au-
thorities in Cuba. His statement 
as quoted by Radi& Havana in-
dicated he also may be consider-
ing going to another country. 


Born in Jacksonville, Fla., in 
1930, Pearce received a bache-
lor's degree in 1953 from Vir-
ginia Military Institute and en-
tered the Army that June. Alter 
training at Ft. Benning, Ga., 
he served with airborne units 
at Ft. Campbell, Ky., and in 
Europe before returning to the 
United States from Germany in 
1958. 


He again - served at Ft. Ben-
ning and as an ROTC officer 


I at Greenbrier Military School,
