An undated, unsigned, and incomplete application for OME assistance 
to explore for copper-silver ore at the Monarch mine was submitted 
by D. L. Casey Jones, Box 33, Helena, Montana 59601. The Monarch 
mine is the subject of a DMEA application for which an.exaznination 
report by Darrell M. Pinckney, Geological Survey, may be found in 
Docket No. ]).MEA- 11 1437 (denied without prejudice). 


In the present application the statement is made under item 1(c): 
"To furnish share of cost would have to raise money by sale of 
stock. This matter woild be difficult in Montana." Because of the 
question thus raised as tq the applicant's ability to furnish his 
share of the costs of any OME program that might be worked out, the 
Field Officer, ONE, Region I. was instructed to try to meet with 
Mr. Jones during his next trip into the Helena area. This was 
done on the afternoon of August 17, 1966. 


According to Mr. Jones, when he learned of the Copper Expansion 
Program, he rquested the General Services Administration to con-
sider the Monarch Minerals, Inc., as a possible recipient of aid to 
extend. the "lower tunnel" to cut the downward, extension of a known 
ore body below the bottom level of the "Big Shaft" and the Roos cop-
per vein about 250 feet below the upper tunnel; to raise 250 feet on 
the vein to the "upper tunnel;" and to do 1,500 to 11,000 feet of 
diamond drilling to outline and sample the expected ore bodies. He 
ends his sketchy description of his proposed work with the statement: 
"If money is available under the GSA Copper Expansion we could be 
have all this work done ready for mill installation and production 
this fall." 


During the interview with Mr. Jones, he stated flatly that he did not 
have the funds to finance his share of the cost under an ONE project 
and that he was certain he could not qualify for aid. under that pro-
gram. He had submitted the application only because he was advised 
to do so. He is mildly hopeful that possibly the GSA would furnish 
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the operator's share of the cost. He was told that, although the 
manner in which the Copper Expansion Program would operate was not 
known, it was very doubtful that a Government agency would supply 
the operator's share of the cost of an 0MB project. 


Mr. Russell Richards, mining engineer for GSA, was in Helena and 
had visited the Monarch mine August 16, 1966. When we met that 
evening, he did not seem to be too impressed with the Monarch mine 
as a potentially significant copper producer, but he did not meet 
Mr. Jones until the next morning. When I met Jones in the afternoon, 
he stated that Richards felt that diamond drilling followed by 
crosscutting, drifting, and raising was definitely warranted. I have 
not seen Richards since he talked with Jones. 


From what Richards saw and from what Jones said the only work that 
has been done on the property since Pinckney's inspection has been 
a small amount of surface work. The underground workings reported 
by Pinckney as caved are still caved. 


The way it now stands, Jones will await word from GSA. If they 
cannot help him, he may apply for ONE aid but only if he can be 
sure of acquiring in some way his share of the cost of his-proposal. 
It is recommended that he be advised that, since he cannot meet his 
share of the project cost his present application be denied.
