Enclosed is another application from Mr. Kenneth Cope for OME

assistance to either sink a shaft or to diamond drill on the High R
Tariff property. The property was the subject of Docket No. OME-

659k, and the enclosed material is considered an amended applica-

tion.

The property was examined by Donald MacLaren on May 30, 1967, at
which time it was learned that bedrock had been obscured by the
applicant's attempt to reopen an o0ld drift. Maclaren concluded : |
that the chance of making a significant discovery of silver ore was
. poor.

The amended application states that the applicant has open-pitted
for about 60 feet "down" and then sunk a shaft an additional 35 feet.
The men who sunk the shaft did not timber it well enough and when
the frost left the ground this spring, the walls sloughed and the
shaft was abandoned.

I telephoned Mr., Cope to learn more about the open-pitting and shaft
sinking. He said that about 90 tons of rock had been shipped a year
or so ago,and he would try to find the settlement sheets and forward
them to us. The underground work cannot be safely inspected now;
all that can be examined is the pile of broken rock that was removed
as the shaft was sunk,

There are 17 assay sheets with the enclosed material that are dated
later than Mr. Maclaren's examination. All the samples are specified
as hand samples; what this means is open to question, but probably
many of the samples were selected high-grade samples, The assay
results do indicate the vein or wveins contain some rich silver- and
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lead-bearing rock. Mr. Cope said that there are four veins in a
zone about 30 feet thick, and these veins dip more flatly than the
porphyry hanging wall, He said that some of the assayed samples
vere from a vein about l1l-foot thick.

The map of the underground work at the bottom of the shaft shows the
location of four samples for which assay data have been submitted.
It is not clear from the map how wide a zone was ssmpled or whether
the samples were cut at right angles to the vein.

It seems futile to contemplate a field examination of the property
when all the important exposures are obscured. I suspect that there
are narrov veins or veinlets on the property that contain high-grade
streaks of lead and silver minerals. Perhaps some well-planned
diamond drill holes might satisfactorily determine if a minable sil-
ver ore deposit is on the property. Mr., Cope mentions something
about drilling but is vague about the details.

The applicant was told in the telephone conversation that our funds
for future contracts are véry limited and that they have been
allocated for the first quarter of this fiscal year. Under the
present circumstances I find little to justify favorable considera-
tion of this application. If the applicant can expose the bedrock
and vein material, a field examination might be Jjustified; otherwise,
I suggest that the application be denied.

The applicant has requested the return of the assay sheets, under-
ground map, and the photograph.

Although the enclosed appplication is probably unacceptable in its
present form, the nature of some of the questions it raises make

it advisable that you consider whether clarification should be re-
quested or whether the application should be denied. :

1. Copies of letters the applicant has written to the banks are
not included., One of the replies is from a Home Loan Mortage
Company which is not permitted to make loans for commercial
financing or development.

3. There is no technical data furnished except for the assays of

three samples "taken from around shaft as it was taken (cleaned)

out." Assays of these samples range from 3.2 to 91.6 ounces silver

per ton and from 2.6 to 17.4 percent lead and indicate an average

grade of 60.33 ounces silver per ton and 31.17 percent lead. Based

on present prices 65.9 percent of the average dollar value is in

silver. Although the photostat of the Mineral Survey Plat indi-
cates that in 1901 there were, in addition to a discovery shaft,

2 other shafts and 2 tunnels, numbered 5 and 6, apparently on the
same structure, and a third shaft (No. 4) apparently on & different
one, the print is too indistinct to determine to what the various
bearings shown may refer.

The High Tariff Claim, known many years ago as the Lynn Claim, was
inspected May 30, 1967, accompanied by the applicant. The claim is
located in the Tenderfoot-Sheep Creek District, T. 11 N., R. T E.
(seczion not known). It was surveyed for patent July 6, 1901, Survey
No. 6219.

The property is described briefly in U. S. Bureau of Mines IC 7540

by Robert N. Roby who made an inspection in 1948, His entire des- ol
cription is quoted in my memorandum of February 3, 1967, with which 3

the application was forwarded. ‘ E E::-

The inspection confirmed the lithology as described by Roby, but
much of the little he could see of the old workings has been com-
pletely obliterated by the applicant's attempt to reopen an old
drift, probably Tunnel No. 5 shown on the survey plat ‘submitted
with the application.

Starting with a bulldozer and finishing with a back-hoe the appli-
cant has opened up a large trench apparently following along and a
bit below the tunnel. Debris from the back-hoe has been pushed over
a wide area covering an old water course, Tunnel No. 6 Portal, and
the discovery shaft. The trench has passed just beyond Shaft No.

2. At this end the trench is so badly sloughed that the presence
of the shaft could only be determined by a few timbers seen in the

debdbris.

As so often happens with this type of back-hoe work, the trench was
deeper at the shaft or lead end, forming a trap for any rain water.
The applicant said that, during the weekend prior to the Tuesday

on which the inspection was made, he had pumped the trench dry.
Unfortunately, it rained between Sunday and Tuesday with the result
that the trench was again full of water up to 3 feet deep.






The applicant had a pump in his pickup and vhile he attempted to
dewater the trench I followed along its bearing for several hundred
feet. Within this distance there are three old and apparently
shallow pits now filled by debris and overgrown by bushes. Although
considerable time was spent picking around the remaining dumps,
nothing resembling vein material nor anything that might warrant
sampling was found., No trace of Roby's porphyritic dike could be
found more than 50 feet beyond the lead end of the trench.

After about 2 hours of pumping the gas ran out. However, the water
had been lovwered about 1.5 feet--enough to expose for a few feet
along the west wall of the trench a zone of slightly silicified
altered shale and porphyry. A sample of this material assayed 0.2
ounce silver per ton, nil lead, and 0.0k percent copper over a
width of about a foot.

The applicant dug up some blue to grey claylike material containing
small crystals of pyrite from below the water near the east side of
the trench, which he said resembled the material he had sampled near
the shaft. A sample of this material assayed 1.55 ounces silver per
ton, 0.3 percent lead, and 0.03 percent copper.

to gather regarding reported shipments of only 50 tons, and reported
unsuccessful efforts to find additional ore shoots, it is concluded
that the chance of making a significant discovery of silver ore on
this property is poor.
