Enclosed is a copy of an application for OME assistance to explore 
for silver In the Brown's Gulch--William's Gulch Districts 
(unorganized), Madison County, Montana. 


Apparently, the applicant proposes to furnish his share of the costs 
by the use of machinery which he owns but on which the S.B.A. holds 
a mortgage. A Detailed Property Schedule lists the equipment but 
does not give any values for the various items.. In the costs under 
item 7 the applicant sets the total value at $14.,000. Certainly the 
value of the equipment listed• is more than this, indicating that 
the value of some of the items which would not be used on the pro-
posed project are not included in the $11,000. As the S.B.A. holds 
a mortgage on the euipment, can OME, being another Government 
Agency, accept 1/60th of the value of the equipment as making up (1 
part of the estimated costs? 


The applicant proposes to drift 300 to 350 feet along a northwesterly 
striking vein to explore for silver ore bodies and the intersection 
of the "drift" vein with the westerly extensIon of 'the Valley View 
vein. From the map, which is admittedly not drawn to scale.and.may 
therefore be misleading, it appears that should the drift encounter 
the Valley View vein, a drift should probably be driven westerly to 
explore the Silver Bell vein intersection and easterly to explore the 
Valley View. To protect adequately the Government's rights to 
royalty, the Silver Bell and Valley View Fractions at least should 
be included in the land involved in any contract. Both claims are 
listed under item 2(b) as "Adjacent Land Owned or Controlled." 


Before proceeding further, it is recommended. that it be determined 
what effect, if any, the S.B.A. mortgage against the applicant's 
equipment may have on its acceptability in the project costs. It 
should also be determined the nature of the applicánt t $ holdings in







• the Silver Bell and Valley Fraction claims and whether he would be 
willing to include them in the land if a contract should be offered. 


•	 Under item 6 the applicant mentions work he has done "on the Valley / 
• View and other claims." The applicant should 'be asked to furnish 


at least copies of settlement-sheets relative to ore he stoped in 
the Valley View vein. Other data such as vein widths, assays, 
and stope sizes would be helpful before a Field Referral, but is 
probably not vital as I expect to be in the area next season in

Justification for. Denial o,f Application 


The Applicant proposes to explore for silver-bearing ore bodies on the 
subject property by drifting aloüg a mineralized quartz vein for 
approximately 350 feet, at a total estimated cost of $16,000.00. 


The ONE field examiner found no evidence on the property to indicate• 
that the designated exploration target or other possible targets were 
of any appreciable size. Access to. underground workings was limited, 
and surface exposures of the structures were too indefinite' to determine 
their potential. The geologic information presently available suggests 
that any silver' occurrenc that may be found on the property are limited 
in size and are of erratic grade. Consequently, the examiner concluded 
that the possibility of discovering any eignifcant ore reserves with 
the proposed work' is considered highly speculative. 


I concur with the - field examiner and recoimnend that the application for 
assistance be denied without prejudice to the' property. Should the 
Applicant perform additional' work on the property to reasonably establish 
that the structures continue to be strong and well mineralized for' 
significant distances or perhaps intersect, the 'ONE could consider 
a new applicationat that time'. Such indications would enhance, the 
probability of a s'gnificant ore discovery considerably.

INTRODUCTION 


The property was visited September 23, 1967, in the corrpany of Mary Ellen 
Smith, Secretary-Treasurer of the applicant Corporation and Kenneth L. 
Wier, Ti. S. Geological Survey. About L. hours were spent on the property 
and one hour was spent inspecting equipment, discussing reasonable costs, 
ONE procedure and operation with Miss Smith. 


The southeast corner post of the Lark Lee claim was found and a brunton 
and tape survey was run from there to the face of the adit the applicant 
proposes to extend, The colar of the Silver Bell shaft and those of two 
shafts on the Valley View claim were visited, as were several old pits, 
outcrops and claim corners. However time did not permit tying in these 
features by survey. 


The Alder, Mont. topographic sheet, scale 1:2)400, shows the St. Lawrence 
sh.ft and the Silver Bell shaft, but transfering their locations from this 
map to the applicant's sketch places one or both outside the applicant's 
claims as he has sketched them. On the ground however, they are within 
the designated claims. Therefore on Plate 1, the bearings and distances 
between the section corner and the shafts, and between the shafts are 
correct as is the location of the portal of the applicant's adit with 
respect to the SE corner of the Lark Lee claim. The claim outlines are 
only approximate, as is the location of the Lark Lee adit with respect 
to the Silver Bell shaft, although the latter relative positions are be-
lieved to be correct within SO feet, Contours were blown up from the 
Alder topographic sheet in order to guide vein projections. 


It is concluded that the information available indicates that the chance 
of making a significant discovery by drifting along the Lark Lee vein is 
tess than fair and it is recommended that the application be denied without 
\rejudice. Should the applicant, by additional trenching across the

Of these claims, only the Lark Lee and possibly Valley View Fraction and 
Silver Bell are pertinent tb the proposed prOject. 


The property may be reached from Virginia City by foliodng paved S.tate 
Highway 287 for about 1.25 miles westerly.	 Here, turn south on a travel 
road that leads to the St. Lawrence shafts on the Valley View claim some 
3.2 miles.	 Turn right and follow an unimproved, poor mine road for 
about 0.5 miles to the adit on the Lark Lee claim. 	 The road could be 
kept open throughout most of the year. 


GEOW3IC SUMMARY 


The claims are man area of gneiss and schist of the Cherry Creek series, 
Algonkian in age (Peale 1896). These rocks occupy a broad structural
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trough within which they are highly contorted into overturned folds with 
westward dipping limbs. The only known igneous rock is a small graniti 
area about )4 miles to the southwest (Tansley et al. 1933, p. 20-p. )47). 


An adit on the Lark Lee claim bears N 20 Eand has been driven for a 
distance of at least 0 feet along a sheer zone up to 10 feet wide at the 
portal and 5 feet wide at a pile of caved muck that fills the adit. 
Whether the adit ends here could not be determined. Above the muck pile 
is a 6-inch wide quartz vein with 6 inches of sheared, ground up 
silicified schist. on the footall side. The examiner took two samples, 
one across the hanging wall quartz and one across the sheared footwall; 
respectively they assayed 0.2 ounce gold and 25.1 ounces silver per ton, 
and 0.02 ounce gold and 3.0 ounces silver per ton; the average grade of 
the two samples is 0.11 ounces gold and lL1.Ol ounces silver per ton across 
a width of 12 inches. The applicant reports S grab samples he took 
across the face, no sample width given, that assayed 7,0, 0.1, Tr, 2.6, 
and., 2.1 ounces silver per ton; the average grade of the 5 samples is 
3.36 ounces silver per ton. He also reports 6 grab samples from the 
dump at the portal that assayed 21j.20, 29.)40, )4l.8o, Tr, Tr and Tr ounces 
silver per ton; the average grade of the 6 samples iâ 15.901 ' ounces silver 
per ton. Excluding the. 3 samples that assayed only a trace, the average 
grade of the other 3.samples is 31.8)4 ounces silver per ton. 


About 50 feet vertically above the Lark Lee adit is a caved cut. No vein 
material was seen on the dump. The cut appeared to be west of the 
projected position of the vein in the adit. 


The shaft on the Silver Bell 'claim was then visited. It was inaccessible 
and a cut about 3 feet deep just to the south did not expose any vein, 
The sill at the ähaft collar strikes N 5oO550 E and the shaft dips 550 


N, but whether or not the strike of the timbers conform with those 
of the vein is not known; the dip agrees. with others taken on the claims. 
As stated in the Introduction, the Lark Lee portal is tied in to the Lark 
Lee SE corner, but the claim boundaries shown on Plate l.were "jiggled 
in" and are only approximate. If the Silver Bell vein strikes only slightly 
less to the NE than do the timbers or if the claim boundaries were rotated 
only slightly to the NE, the Silver Bell vein would project very close to 
the Lark Lee vein. . Occasional pieces of , quartz float between the two were 
scattered across a zone too'wide for accurate tracing of the vein outcrop. 


On the Valley View claim, two shafts about 150 feet apart were visited. 
Shaft timbers indicated a'strike of N 500_550 E and dips from 650_700 NTJ, 


The southwesterly shaft was accessible but because it is about 2900 feet 
from the Lark Lee 'portal 'and is obviously on a different structure, it 
was not entered; also it was necessary to visit other pits and outcrops (?) 
,on the Lark Lee and the.Valley View Extension claims,
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On the Valley View ctension claim there are several small, shallow, 
sloughed pits, 2-3 feet deep, with only occasional small pieces of 
quartz, or none at all, in the debris, in anc. about them; no three of them 
are along any general line. Approximately 'at point A on Plate 1 there 
was a small area of quartz boulders' and fragments but whether they rep-
resent quartz in place or a concentratiàn of quartz drift could nOt be 
determined. The zone could not be traced for any appreciable distance 
and no metallic minerals were noted. At point ' there had been.a 
relatively long and deep trench at one time. Now it is partly filled by 
debris which includes several fairly large pieces of barren quartz. 


Between the vicinity of points Aand B and the Valley View shafts on one 
side and the Lark Lee'pertal on the other, arid between the Silver Bell 
shaft and the Lark Lee portal, overburden is apparently too thick to 
permit surface expression of either the Valley View or the Silver Bell 
veins, neither can the Lark Lee be traced on the surface with any confidence. 


PRODUCTION 


There has been no production from either the Lark Lee or the Valley View .' 
Fraction, claims. The Silver Bell has been shut down fOr many years but 
production from the mine and. that' from the Valley View in 1966 as 
reported by the Albany, Oregen office of the U. S. Bureau of Mines was:

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOM1NrnTI'0NS'	 . 


In view of 'the relatively small tonnage and near 'marginal grade of' the 
• Valley View ore, the relatively small tonnage nd fairly high grade of the 
• Silver Bell ore, it can only be 'assuned'that the ore shoots in this area 


have been of limited size and'erratic grade. There is no 'evidence that the 
Valley View, Silver Bell, or Lark. Le structures. continue for any 
appreciable distance. . Therefore t is concluded 'that the chance. of making 
a significant discovery of gold-silver ore by the proposed extension of 
the Lark Lee adit is less than fair and highly speculative.
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.I by surface dozing it could be shown that the Lark Lee vein continues 
to be a strong andwell mineralized structure for 300L1.0o feet or that 
the Valley View vein continues some 2600 feet to the southwest and that 
the Lark Lee vein continues some 600 feet to the northeast indicating 
a probable vein intersection the chance of making a significant discovery 
would te fair to good. Such a chance would also be getter if the 
Silver Bell vein could be traced to showa junction ithor continuation 
along the Lark Lee vein. Finally, it is concluded, that this trenching 
is well within the area of prospecting, and should be done at the 
applicant's expense. 


It is therefore recommended that the application be denied without 
prejudice to the property. It is further recommended that should the 
above relations between the three veinsbe reasonably established and a 
new application be received that it be given further consideration.

Mr. Zachary, the young man who is regional director, died 
just recently, and I imagine they are having some confusion 
at the Helena office as a result. However, they tell me 
they are very anxious to p in any. way they can. 


The Lien and §ubordination Agreement is not enclosed, because 
I wanted to talk with you about it further. Does it seem fair 
to you that the owner of the claim should be penalized, so to 
speak,because the lessees have failed?
