Justification for Denial of-Application 


The ONE field examiner found no geologic evidence on the property to 
Justify further exploration.

INTRODUCTION 


The Iron Mask mine was visited March 5, 1968, in the company of 
G. H. Allison and. A. Allen, the applicants. Because of limited	 Vol Is. 


exposures, the inaccessibility of the Iron Mask main shaftänd 
téfIöàding at thé bottom of the Southeast Shaft,only about 2 
hours were spent on the property. About another hour was spent 
attempting to clarify the locations at which the applicants took 
their samples; additional assay certificates were obtained, but the 
locations from which these samples came could only be given generally 
as mostly coming from the Southeast Shaft and the dozer cut in 
which the shaft was started. 


It is conôluded that the chance of making a significant discovery 
of silver ore is poor and that more than 50 percent of the expected 
values will be in lead. Denial is recommended. 


PROPERTY, LOCATION, AND ACCESSIBILITY 


The property comprises three claims, the patented Iron Mask claim 
which the applicant holds by lease, and the Northeast Iron Mask 
and Southwest Iron Mask claims which he holds by right of location. 


Located in secs. 27, 28, 33, and 34, T. 7 S., R. 11 W. P.M., Blue 
Wing Mining District, Beaverhead County, Montana, the claims are 
about 32 miles southwesterly from Dillon. To reach them, follow 
U. S. Highway about 3.5 miles south, turn right and follow State 
Highway 278 about 19.5 miles to the old Ten Mile Stage Station. 
Here look for an unimproved dirt road turning off to the left at a 
sign showing "Spokane National, New Departure Mine." Follow this 
road about 9 miles to the southwest to the Iron Mask mine.







GEOLOGIC SUMMARY 


General 


The geology and ore deposits of the Blue Wing Mining District are 
described in some detail by Shenon (1931). In the vicinity of the 
Iron Mask mine, limestone beds of the Madison Formation (Carboniferous) 
have been intruded by fine-grained, medium- to dark-granodiorite 
(Late Cretaceous). 


Southwest of the area, near the old town of Bannack, the sedimentary 
rocks have been folded into a broad overturned anticline, the core 
of which is occupied by intrusive rocks and to the north a series 
of well-developed folds have been developed. Near the Kent mine, 
about 2,500 feet westerly from the Iron Mask claims, a small anti-
clinal dome is exposed. 


West of the area there is considerable evidence of thrust faulting 
along a number of surfaces, in places resulting in the Madison beds 
overlying younger "Red Beds" (Triassic?). Normal faults occur 
throughout the district (Shenon, 1931, p . 25-26). 


Ore deposits occur most commonly in the Madison limestone beds, 
less so in the granodiorite, and almost without exception near the 
sedimentary-igneous contact. 


Local 


The Iron Mask workings are entirely within granodiorite. The old 
shaft from which the mine was worked has been bulkheaded near the 
collar and filled with debris as a safety measure. The dump con-
tained pieces of black porous quartz coated and stained by manganese 
and iron oxides. Some calcite but no sulfide minerals were noted. 
The area about the shaft was traversed, particularly to the east, 
but no vein outcrop was found. About 360 to 380 feet southeasterly 
from the shaft pieces of iron- and manganese-stained float resembled 
weathered granodiorite rather than vein quartz and a few pieces of 
quartz that were found were not porous nor were they more than 
lightly stained by iron oxide. About 10 to 50 feet south of the 
float area the applicant had exposed by dozer work more iron-stained 
granodiorite in place and about 30 feet southeast of this exposure 
he had uncovered a sheared zone in the plane of which he sank a 
slusher winze at a grade of about -25°. 


From 0 to 60 feet the wlnze was in the plane of shearing, but at 
that point the applicant veered off to the right or north and for 
the next 61 feet the winze was in the footwall. Returning to the 
60-foot point, the winze followed the shear zone to a depth of 126 
feet.

The first 15 feet of the winze was timbered and back-lagged, but 
below that point the ground stood well without timber. No sulfides 
were noted above the 60-foot level. Here the shear zone is about 
14 .5 feet wide, strikes S. 85 0 W. and dips 70° S. At the west end 
is a lens of galena about 1 feet wide that tapers rather sharply 
toward the east. Toward, the west and down the winze it appears to 
pinch, but the applicants said it widens out near the bottom of the 
winze, now under water. At the east end no sulfides were noted., 
but a sample chipped across Ii. feet by the examiner assayed 3.6 
ounces silver per ton and 0.6 percent lead. The winze was flooded 
below a depth (inclined) of about 115 feet and above the water was 
nearly filled with debris, to about the 110-foot point. 


The applicants 1 record.of sample location and width was sketchy at 
best. According to him, all samples were cut across 4 1 to 11.5' 
feet; the best he could do for locations was to group samples with-
in zones of winze depth. Thus, referring by date to the assay re- 
ports of which he submitted 'photostatic copies, samples 1 and 2 of 
July 17, 1967, were taken in the dozer cut before the winze was 
started; samples 1 through 4 of July 20, 1967, were taken in the 
winze between 0 and 60 feet; samples 54 through 59 of October 14, 
1967, were, taken between 60 and 106 feet; samples 6o through "No?" 
of October 14, 1967, and 64 through 70 of October 24, 1967, were 
taken between 106 feet and the face at 126 feet. In the case of 
17 assays, lead is the principal mineral; in only 6 is the dominant 
mineral silver; the average grade for all 23 samples is 6.10 ounces 
silver per ton and 11.30 percent lead. The average grades for each 
of the above intervals are:

After the on-site inspection the applicant presented 11. additional 
assay certificates for 28 samples the location of which he could 
only give as in the shaft or the dozer cut,in which the shaft was' 
collared. Of these, 8 samples were assayed for silver only; the 
remaining 20 samples assayed for silver and lead indicate an 
average grade 'of 5.34 ounces silver per ton and 3.23 percent lead,: 
and that silver makes up.54.51 percentof'the total values.

Because the individual samples cannot be located with sufficient 
accuracy to compare those that might be check samples and because 
in the first group of 23 sample assays there are 4 silver assays 
higher than 10 ounces per ton and 7 lead assays higher than 10 
percent, and in the second group of 20 sample assays there are 2 
silver assays higher than 10 ounces per ton and no lead assays 
higher than 7.85 percent, the best ratio of silver values to lead 
values over all would be indicated by averaging all 43 assays. 
Such average indicates 4.50 ounces silver per ton and 7.55 percent 
lead, and that lead makes up 69.814 percent äf the total value. 


According to Shenon (1931, P. 38-39), the shaft was reportedly sunk 
to a depth of 200 feet and it is known that ore was shipped in the 
early days; the applicant states that the mine was reportedly 
operated in the 1890's and that the shaft is only 100 feet deep 
with a 90-foot drift easterly on the 100 level. There is no record 
of production during the early years. The U. S. Bureau of Mines 
furnished the following production reported for the years 19314-1935, 
and 1942, and no production for the periods 1936-19141 and 1911 3-
present:

Although the above production all came from the main Iron Mask vein, 
the lack of any reported lead or zinc probably Indicates that the 
ore was shipped to Anaconda. That there was an appreciable amount 
of lead in this ore is indicated by the applicant' statement:


"In talking with Mr. Stallings it was * * * further learned 
that assays run on the vein at the east end of the * * * one 
hundred foot level ran 50 percent lead with one ounce of 
silver * * * for each one percent of lead." 


The only other known mine entirely within this area of granodiorite 
is the Del Monte, about three-quarters of a mile to the northwest. 
Shenon (1931, P. 314-36) describes this property. In summary, the 
ore occurs in well-defined veins in granodiorite that strike N. 80° S. 
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and dip steeply south. Near the surface the veins are filled with 
brown to black porous material, mostly quartz with stains and 
coatings of iron and manganese oxides. At a depth of about 50 
feet sulfides occur in a gangue of quartz, calcite and rhodochrosite. 
The mine has been developed by a shaft 253 feet deep. Production 
figures for the early days of operation are not available. For 
the years 1922, 1935 through 1939, and 1941, production figures 
furnished by the Bureau of Mines total 3911 tons of ore having an 
average grade of 0.05 ounce gold and 18.77 ounces silver per ton; 
110 tons at 0.09 percent lead; and 125 tons at 0.09 percent copper. 
Lead was reported from only one of six shipments, copper from only 
one other. 


In view of the incomplete production records, 
that the entire production were 10 times that 
is probably much too high, the Iron Mask tota' 
have been in the order of:

Thus, at best, the most optimistic discovery that could be expected 
would be worth in the order of $107,696.00, of which the lead values 
would make up 61.6 percent. The applicants' estimated total cost to 
make this discovery is $35,700.00. 
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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS, 


It is concluded that ore deposits in the granodiorite are small and 
that, based on presently available information lead will make up 
more than 50 percent of the values that might be found in the 
Southeast vein, and at least 50 percent of the values that might 
be found in the main Iron Mask vein. Finally, it is concluded 
that the chance of making a significant discovery by the proposed 
crosscut and drift is poor. 


It is recommended that the application be denied.

(1) Regarding exploration of the target areas, wd had antic,ipatL 
this to be deemed development wor, thus not elgible for ONE assist-
anceo 	 it is our intenion to drift laterally along each vein 
a minimum of fifty feet (50 1 ) east and west of the cross-cut tunnel. 
This will add an estimated 200 feet of additional tunnelling to our 
initial proposal or a total of 850 feet at $k2.00 per linear foot or 
a total project cost estimate of $35,700.00. 


(2) Regarding diamond core drilling, we discussed this at great 
length and feel that with the local variations in the rate of dip of 
the fissure vein system, 65 South to Vertical, as determined in our 
underground workings in the Southeast Shaft area, a projected target 
area location would be very difficult. In addition, there are no per-
sistent outcrops of either vein from which to make an accurate vein 
projection. The cost of diamond coring in the granodiorite at this 
depth would be between $12.00 and $15.00 per foot, which does not in-
clude moving charges. Further, due to the greatly increased activity 
in uranium exploration, it is highly improbable that we could secure 
a competent drilling contractor for our project. , In considering both 
exploratory approaches, we are certain that the proposed cross-cut 
tunnel with the above-described lateral drifting will afford a much 
greater assessment of the subject property's conimercial'value.
