p	 INTRODUCTION 


The claims of the Avalanche Group were visited June 20, 1968, in the 
company of William M. Hanlon, Agent. About 3 hours were spent 
traversing Avalanche Gulch from the vicinity of Goon Gulch to a 
short way beyond Thompson Gulch. At places the Gulch is not more 
than about 150 feet wide; at other places, it widens out to 500 or 
more feet. 


The Gulch is in a well-established recreation area, and most of the 
claims are within the Lewis and Clark National Forest. An old road, 
narrow in places, extends up the Gulch through and beyond the 
applicant's claims. This will.create a problem if drag line trenches 
are excavated across the Gulch. To find out what the Forest Service 
reaction would be I talked with Bob Manchester, Chief Geologist at 
the Forest Service District Office in Missoula, Montana. He checked 
with the people responsible for the area and outlined the following 
situation: 


'b 1. The road was built many years ago by other than Forest 
Service people. While they may have no proprietary rights, they 
have used it for so long that they could and would insist it be 
kept open. 


2. The Forest Service would not object to the road being moved 
providing the District Ranger were consulted, and his specifications 
followed,


3. The area has not been withdrawn from mineral entry and 
therefore should exploration indicate sufficient potential to justify 
dredging or dragline mining, the Forest Service would probably not 
object but certainly would insist that the road be moved so that it 
would not be closed by these operations.
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These are problems that the applicant would have to work out with the 
Forest Service and have no bearing on .the merits of the claims or 
the chance of making a èignificant discovery. 


It is concluded that the chance of making a significant discovery is 
only fair at best, and it is recommended that the application be 
denied.


PROPERTY, LOCATION, AND ACCESSIBILITY 


The property consists of eight placer claims along Avalanche Gulch 
and one claim on Nary Time Gulch, in secs. 8, 9, 16, 20, 21, and 29, 
T. 11 N., R. 2 E., Broadwater County, Montana. (See accompanying 
sketch.) There are two gaps in the line of claims. One is the 
Rankin Homestead (H.E.S. 569) which Hanlon has been given to believe 
will be leased to the partners if gold is found within the homestead 
boundaries. The other gap starts about 0.5 mile below Tick Gulch 
and extends to a point about 0.1 mile above Tick Gulch; Hanlon is 
hopeful of securing this ground if enough gold can, be found to 
warrant paying the high price now being asked by the owners. 


To reach the claims from Townsend, Montana, proceed about 1-3/li 
miles easterly on U. S. Highwa 12. Here turn left and follow State 
Highway 2811 northerly about 23 miles to Avalanche Gulch which is 
at the present end of the pavement. Turn right and proceed up the 
Gulch for about 9 miles to the claims. 


GEOLOGY 


Rocks in the area are Neviand limestone, Greyson shale, Spokane shale, 
Empire shale, and Helena limestone., all of the Precambrian Belt series. 
Overlying these rocks' are 11 Paleozoic formations, 6 of Cambrian age, 
2 of Devonian age, 2 of Carboniferous age, and 1 of Permian age. 
Only the Belt series are found on the Avalanche claims. These rocks 
comprise the southwest slope of the Big Belt Mountains (Mertie, et 
ál., 1951).	 , 


The Precambrian sedimentary rocks have been folded and faulted re-
sulting, in the vicinity of the claims, in a broad asyinetrical 
anticline. They have been intruded by Pre-Tertiary dikes and 
sills of diorite, gabbro, and andesite. Most of the gold lodes In 
the area occur in or close to these intrusives, and they probably 
represent the source of the gold found in the placers. 


In Avalanche Gulch some prospecting may have been done below Goon 
Gulch for about 2 mIles, but, other than an occasional small pile 
of tailings, there is no evidence of any placer mining. Just 
below Goon Gulch a tunnel has been driven into the overburden on 
the east side of Avalanche Gulch, but no work was going on at the 
time of the Inspection. No data are available as to how much, if 
any, gold was found.
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From Shannon Gulch for some distance upstream considerable drift 
thining was reportedly done about 1900. About the same time the 
valley floor was reported drift-mined almost continuously from 
Needham Gulch (shown on the -sketch that accompanied the application 
but not on the one attached hereto) to the mouth of Thompson Gulch, 
a distance of about 3.25 miles (Mertie, et al., 1951). From the 
number of closely spaced piles of tai1ngs throughout this distance, 
there must have been a considerable amount of work done. Apparently, 
much of the overburden is 20 or more feet thick. The only side 
Gulch that showed evidence of having been worked is Nary Time Gulch 
which has been worked for a few hundred yards upstream. 


For a distance of about 2 miles starting near Tucker Gulch a low 
terrace about 50 feet wide on the west side of Avalanche Gulch 
has been worked at a number of closely spaced sites. The terrace 
is about 50 feet above creek level. North of Thompson Gulch 
there was no evidence that the stream channel had been worked. 


Pardee (1933, p . 179) estimates that gold worth $ioo,000 was pro-
duced from the terrace workings and makes no mention of drift mining 
on the valley floor farther down stream. There are simply no 
available data from which to estimate how much gold has been taken 
out or bow much may remain. Pardee says on page 179: "Gold doubt-
less occurs in the gravel beneath the stream channel, but it is 
assumed from the lack of mining operations that, owing to the low 
stream gradient and. other conditions, the deposit proved to be 
unprbfitable." Mertie, et al. (1951, p. 70) say: "Drift mining of 
such ground required underground bedrock drains of considerable 
length. To pay for the amount necessary dead work, these gravels 
must have had a fair tenor in gold. * * * The pay streak is narrow, 
but it is possible nevertheless that some time this gravel may be 
reworked." It is obvious that Mertie, et al., talked with many 
people. in the course of their investigation which was undertaken 
for the Bureau of Reclamation prior to building a new dam at Canyon 
Ferry. The Bureau wished to obtain all available information re-
garding geology and mineral resources in the vicinity. This may 
account for the cautious statement regarding the possibility of 
reworking the gravel.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Whether Pardee's conclusion that "thedèposit proved to be unprof -
itable" or Mertie's statement that "the pay streak is narrow" is 
more correct, it is concluded that the chance of making a signifi-
cant discovery of a gold placer in Avalanche Gulch is at best only 
fair. It is therefore recommended that the applioation be denied.

PRELIMINARY GEOLOGY REPORT 


A one-day field trip was made to examine the prospects of Plater 
Mining in the vicinity of Avalanche Gulch, located approximately nine miles 
Northwest of Canyon Ferry Reservoir in the Big Belt Mountains. 


Avalanche Gulch is one of several drainages along the West Flank 
of the Big Belt Range. It has cut rather steeply through Precambrian and 
Paleozoic sediments for a length of about 15 miles. The area under con-
sideration extends from Cow Gulch northerly to Cooney Gulch, all in T11N, 
R2E, Broadwater County. 


The geology of the area has been described by Mertie, 1951. 


The area is underlain by sedimentary rocks ranging in age from 
Precambrian to Recent, however the Mesozoic sequence is missing. The 
Belt Range within the confines of Avalanche Gulch shows structural fea-
tures which resulted from upheaval of base rocks in an anticlinal pattern. 
Numerous sediments exhibit sharp contrast in dip and strike from faulting 
and thrusting, however the anticlinal pattern israther obvious. The 
oldest Belt formation, the Newland limestone is exposed at the crest of 
the anticline near Cooney Gulch and the Palezoic formations from Cambrian 
through Permian are exposed along the foot of the western slope of the 
range.


Igneous rocks are related to the Canyon Ferry quartz-monzonite-
granite stock in the Spokane Hills. Associated Intrusives within the 
Belt Mountains are dioritic and gabbroic dikes and sills, andesitic dikes 
and quartz porphyries. The dikes are visible along the Avalanche Gulch 
road as blow- outs of diorJte and quartz diorite.

The lode values are carried in the dikes and dike system pre-
valent from Brown's Gulch to the northwest to Confederate Gulch to the 
southeast. This dike system carries primarily gold in a stockwork 
of quartz stringers and veins in the dikes. The veins range from an 
edge.to 30 feet in width within the dikes. The Golden Messenger dike 
is typical where the oxidized ore carries $6.00 to $7.00 a ton in gold. 
Pyrite is the main sulphide, but some galena, sphalerite, and chalcocite 
also is present. 


In the entire Belt Mountain area, records show that 95% of the 
total production has been in placers accounting for nearly $19,000,000. 
Records are scarce for placer production in Avalanche Gulch although 
numerous diggings are evident throughout the Gulch. 


Discussions with old-timers in the area indicate that some drilling 
had been done in the 1930's below the mouth of Avalanche canyon and proved 
unproductive. Further there were rumors of $2.00 a ton placer being taken 
out of the gulch; however most felt 65 cents a ton was considered average. 
These discussions are difficult to substantiate and are probably unreliable. 


It would seem from a.preliminary standpoint that drilling and 
sampling in the area is necessary to establish some values which will 
be consistent. The area from Cow Gulch to Shannon Gulch is in Precambrian 
Belt sediments and unlikely to show the dike system exposed. Detail field 
work is required. The area from Shannon Gulch to Cooney Gulch, although 
still in Belt sediments shows tremendous faulting and general mixing of 
sediments along with some evidence of recent metamorphism. Again the 
criteria of the dike system requires detail field work. 


It should be noted here that the known gold-bearing dike system is 
nct the only criteria for placer potential, ie., placers have been good in 
erosional sediments of the Spokane Shale near York, Montana. However, it is 
felt that without the dike system being exposed in the drainage, the chances 
of a good placer deposit are slim. 


Geochemical methods are not recommended in examining this area, 
however atomic absorption test results are used in placer testing as an 
economical tool, once assays of samples are coordinated to P.P.M. ie., many 
more tests can be run over a larger area making better use of drill holes. 


30 drill holes are recommended and must be located in the field. 
Bedrock should be within 30' of the surface. The wider areas along the 
narrow gulch should be examined first. Trenches can be dug across the 
gulch and used effectively for sampling and processing. 


Due to the difficult access problems for larger equipment it might 
be wise to construct a small sluicing operation while sampling with the 
drill rig and then work up to the dragline, provided the placer shows good 
return.
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We are continuing to gather data about the area and feel that 
further field examination is necessary, partiéularly in regard to the dike 
system. At this time the local Paleozoic and Pre-cambrian sediments can 
be precisely located and named if desired, however this particular expertise 
is considered academic and the emphasis should be placed on a skilled 
drilling and testing program.

About ten years ago ground that lies along Peoples Creek, on the Fort 


Belknap Indian Reservation, was tested as a possible site for a connected-
bucket dredge.

Some of this ground was controlled by the St. Paul Mission and the rest 
by the Indian Council. Flawery stories of gravel that would average 70 cent!
