Jtem 3. Physical Description

a8, Current or Previous Mining and/or Explorations on land: There is
at present no mining or exploration activity being conducted on the land
described in this application. Evidence of past mining operations and of
previous exploration work is shown, in part, on Maps 1 and 2 which accompany
‘this application. These maps reveal surface exploration in the form of
numerous cuts, pits and trenches, and extendive underground work. The latter
is mostly in the form of adits, but includes some shafts and inclines and the
workings therefrom. All of the underground workings are caved and inaccessible,

Most of the underground work shown on Maps 1 and 2 was taken from
the maps conteined in U.8.G.S. Bulletin 660-F, by J. T. Pardee, entitled--
"Ore Deposits of the N.W, Part of the Gernet Range, Montana®. But, some of
the workings that have been put on the maps were obtained from other sources,

The entire surface was mepped in detail by Joe G. Irving, consulting
geologist, over the past several summers, end in addition to the geology most
of the pits and cuts shown were located in this menner. The portals of all
the main adits and the collars of most of the shafts were also determined at
this time by careful compass and tape survey, tied in frequently to patented
claim corners and checked against old BLM plats,

No usable, or modern production facilities are at hand, or
available on the property.

c. Production Records: The overall production of the district and that
of scme of the individual mines, through 1916, are set forth in U.S.G.S.
Bulletin 660-F. Later production figures for the district, through the
year 1960, are tabulated in Montana State Bureau of Mines and Geology Mem—
oir #39, June 1963. This tabulation also includes Pardee's ( USGS Bulletin

Lode production of consequence begen in the 1890s and continued,
with practically no lengthy interruption until recent years., High grade ore
in substantial quantities was produced in the 18931914 period. See U.S.G.S.
Bulletin 660-F., Production continued during the 1915-1932 period but was
relatively 'sindll. Then, production increased greatly, as shown in Montana
Bureau of Mines Memoir 39, after gold was raised in price, in 1934, Following
this, output was relatively heavy until the mines were shut down, et the onset
of World Wer 11 by government Order L-208,

As shown in Memoir 39 referred to above, production for the period
1933-1942 approximated $1,450,000,00, Subsequent to the forced shutdown, in
1942, the production of the district dropped back to comparatively small
amounts again,

A partiel record of smell-scale lessee shipments, from properties
included in this epplication, for the per}od 1934-1941, was obtained from
an inspection of actual smelter returns.2/ These were tabuleted and identi-
fied as to source, as shown in Appendix B. In summary, this record of
partial production from the claims indiceted shows:

The other six patented claims in the group may have had some
small, but relatively negligible, production and this also applies to
the three unpatented claims submitted.

The overell grade of the $1,570,000 in gold ore estimated to have
been produced from the property was probably of the order of 1.5 ounces
gold per ton. The silver content may have averaged about one ounce per
ton, and there were, ofcourse, minor smounts of copper, lead and zinc in
the ore also., Some of the early production from the enriched oxidized
zones, mined on the Red Cloud vein system averaged much higher, with some
shipments and stoped areas of considerable size showing a gold content that
ranged up to 3 or 4 ounces gold per ton. See U.S.G.S. Bulletin 660-F with
regard to general average grade and some of the high grade shipments, '

The production from the San Jose claim, which was developed and
mined in the 1930s from the outcrop down, according to incomplete records,
averaged 1,26 ounces gold per ton. Such a grade might be an indication
of the tenor of any new discoveries that might be made.

The production by lessees from the "Red Cloud Vein" shown on the
previous page, and made during the 1930s, aveéraged 0.85 ounces gold per
ton, But much of this ( the various levels had been driven in previously)
represented ore left in place by the earlier miners, and would include
primerily lower grade material that was uneconomic at the time.

Based on all of the informetion aveilable, it seems probable
that the grade of the material that is expected to extend downward from
the various o0ld workings will probably average somewhat better than one
ounce in gold per ton-—~--perhaps 1.1 to 1.2 ounces. On page 175 and else-
where, Perdee, in U.S5.G.S. Bulletin 660-F, refers to the general average
grade of the ore mined from the several workings on the Red Cloud vein.
Here, he mentions $25.00 to $35.00 per ton for oxidized ore, and $15.00
to §25.00 a ton for the sulphide ore below. Both estimates are based,
ofcourse, on the old price for pgold, as the paper was publiBhed in 1918,

d.__Qre Reserves: There are no available records that .
indicete known ore reserves exist on any of the claims submitted. And
there are no records of bottom level widths and assays that would permit
the possible downward extensions of the material mined above being
classified as ore, or being placed in the category of reserves as such,

e. Geologic Features of the Property and Mineralogy: The
geology of the Garnet district involves sedimentery rocks of Precambrian
and early Paleozoic age, and later intrusives, The sedimentary rocks,
comprising quartzitic gandstones, argillites and dolomitic limestones,
with intercalated shale members, have been folded into a sharp and north-
westerly-trending and plunging anticline, which has been intruded on its
northeast flank by the granodiorite of the Garnet stock. The sedimentary
rocks are highly altered at and near the intrusive contact, with the
development of much garnet and epidote.

Some east-west-trending veins were found at the granodiorite
contact and on one of these was located the famous Nancy Hanks mine
which produced some extremely high grade gold ore, and had a total pro-
duction of about $450,000.00, Several other, but lesser, veins were also
developed nearby on this same contact.

In the core of the anticline, quartzitic rocks of the Belt series
are revealed, and it is in these Precambrian formations that several of
the more important veins of the area occur. One of these--the most
productive of the district-- is exposed on the Crescent, Lead King, Redcd
Cloud, Honolulu and Fourth of July claims, all included in the ground
controlled by the applicant. This fissure zone lies in the bedding of
the quartzite, according to Pardee, who refers to it as the "Red Cloud
Vein", It is also reported to have a granodiorite sill in places for one
of its wells, usuelly the hengingwall,

As shown on Map 2, accompanying this application, the Red Cloud
vein mey be traced by outcrop and shallow workings on the Crescent, Lead
King and Red Cloud claims for a distance of more then 1,800 feet, This
structure is probebly also represented by the vein on the adjoining
Honolulu and Fourth of July cleims, which appears to be its faulted con-
tinuetion. Plate 1X, in U.S.G.S. Bulletin 660-F, also shows this situation.

~ If the length of the vein as revealed on the Honolulu and Fourth of
July cleims is added, the Red Cloud vein has been exposed over a strike length
of well over 2,000 feet end has been mined, with minor fault interruptions on
its strike for more than 1,400 feet of this distance. And, as stated previously,
the totel production from the vein is placed at $1,400,000,

The width of the Red Cloud vein according to Pardee-"ranges between &
mere seem to ,3 or 4 feet, with considerable portions of it averaging 2 feet or
more"., Actuslly, some evidence exists, and it is supported by statements from
the last operator in the 1930s, thet the average width of the vein on the bottom
levels of the Red Cloud, Honolulu and Fourth of July claims was 2.5 feet plus,
The vein strikes in general southeasterly, but varies considerably within the
fault blocks., This is well shown on Map 2, and Perdee's Plate 1X, in U.S.G.S.
Bulletin 660-F. The generel dip of the vein is 20 to 30 degrees to the northe
east. ‘

The Fourth of July vein is cut off by a large, easterly-trending
feault in its southerly extension. An attempt to locate the vein's continuation
beyond this fault is part of the exploration program, and if Mep 2 is inspected
jt will be seen that several holes have been laid out for this purpose.

The geologic features briefed above are shown in somecdetail for the
area covered by the subject property on Mep 2 accompanying this report. The
general geology of the district as a whole, and the larger aree surrounding it
is illustrated on the several maps and plates that accompany USGS Bulletin No.
660—F . .

The mineralization appears to be of the moderate to high temperature
type. Its typical assemblage includes a gangue composed of quartz, barite,
ankerite and calcite, carrying asuriferous pyrite elong with chalcopyrite and
some tetrahedrite. While some shipments have shown from 1 to 3 percent in
copper, and the ore contains some lead and zinc, its value lies in its gold
content to an extent exceeding ninety percent.

Item 3 (f) Reasons for Expecting to Find Ore: Some exploratory work was done
in 1966, at distances 2,500 feet and more to the northwest of the center of
the area withih which the new exploration work is now proposed. This work,
comprising about nine holes, and somewhat more than 3,500 feet of drilling,
wes done under OME Contract No, 2207

This previous drilling revealed no ore. It was carried out in an
entirely different geologic envoronment, and was based on a set of totally
different objectives, than the environment and the objectives involved in
the new exploration program now being submitted. In this connection, refer-
dnce should be made to the Final Report on Contract No.Z2%¥, and particularly
the last page of this report, which has been reproduced and is attached as
Appendix E, Here it is pointed out that the possibilities of the district
were far from exhausted by the limited work done in the limestone areas, and
that further work was justified, in the areas of the Crescént, Lead King and
Red Cloud mines. It is in these areass that the bulk of the presently proposed
program is concentrated.

The previous drilling had for its principal objective the exploration
for bedded ore in the limestones and in the various limestone-shale contacts
that occur in the Cambrien formetions of the area., Two holes were also
designed to probe for extensions of the relatively small, but high grade,
fissures that were found within the granodiorite, near its margin,

In further explanation of the rationele of the previous work the
following is offered: In the district, ore occurred in the bedding of the
Precembrian quartzites on the flanks and near the crest of the plunging

”anticline/whiqh structurally dominates the district, end it seemed a good
geologic gamble to explore the overlying limestones end shales, above these
basement quertzites, for similarly occurring ore bodies. The concept seemed
particulerly appealing because, in addition to the structural set up, the
limestone aree which had been never adequately explored inthis respect contain-
ed the famous host-rock, dolomitic formations of lower Cambrian age that were
so productive in the State. '

The currently proposed exploration progream is devoted entirely to
the quertzitic rocks in the core of the enticline. This proposed work is
locsted southeast of the prior drilling, and in a formetion which contains
the most productive veins of the area., See references to this matter and to
the possibilities in the quertzite in Appendix E, which is a copy of the
last page of the Final Report on the previous work.

The ore bodies in the quartzite are associated with flat-dipping
fissures that generally follow the bedding, and are concentrated on the
northeast flank of the fold. It is the northeast flank of the structure
that has been intruded by the granitic stock, and if Mep 2 and the sections =i
shown on Meps 3 end 4 are inspected it will be seen thet the igneous contact
is not far distant. This could be en important factor in the possible occur-
rence of additionel ore exe.bodies, and their location---down dip from the
previously mined zones and toward the granodiorite contact,

More then 70% of the drilling laid out is devoted to exploring | 7
below old workings for downward extensions of minable material. The bulk
of this drilling ( 9 to 11 holes ) is designed to penetrate ground below
the various workings on the Red Cloud vein. One hole will explore ground
below the Robert Emmet bottom level.

As stated previously, there are a number of reasons for believing
that the old workings on the Red Cloud vein showed widths, within the
mined areas, of 2.0' to 2.5', and the materiel mined on these lower levels:
probably averaged about 1.0 ounce in gold per ton. Indications of such a
width end grade not only cen be found in U.S.G.S. Bulletin 660-F, but are
also suggested in conversations with some of the lessees of the 1930s. As
a matter of fact, the vein on the bottom levels of the Red Cloud workings
is said by a former lessee to have averaged a full 2.5 feet, and the same
source claims the Fourth of July ore on its bottom level was approximately
3,0' wide, as was the case with the vein on the Honolulu claim,

But it must be pointed out, end the applicant wishes to stress it
at this time, that there are no assay maps or verifiable informetion on
the actual grade or width of any materiel exposed on the lowest levels
that would permit downward extensions to be classified as ore under today's ec
economics,

To be ore today, eny mineralized material that may extend downward \ﬁzf
on the Red Cloud vein would probably have to show an incresse in width, or '
size of oreshoot, or both. An increase in grade or the price of gold would,
ofcourse, come into the picture,

The applicant feels, however, that the strength of the structure
end the distance along its strike, and down its dip also, thet it has been
mined argue favorably for the possibility that significant sections of the
vein could be encountered below having greater widths than the overall
average, A change in the dip of the bedding, be it steepening or flattening,
could be a factor promoting the deposition of thicker material of ore grade,

justifieble project.

Other exploratory drilling includes one hole ( and possibly two
offset holes later ) designed to investigate a relatively unprospected
gap along the strike of the Red Cloud vein, in the southeast half of the
Red Cloud claim. See hole 6, Map 2, Here is a segment of the vein, 500!
long, inbetween old stoping at both ends. It should be prospected.

The productive San Jose vein seems to have been cut off by a
fault, in its southerly extension.

Experience at Garnet, from the previous drilling done, indicated that
progress at the rate of about 900' per month is a reasonable expectancy,
per drill on a one-shift basis, and a 22-work-day month.

for reaming and casing, or cementing and re-drilling and breakdowns,

But to allow for additional contingencies and a possibly shorter
drilling season, it would seem better to estimate progress at 850' per
month, per dill, on & one-shift basis, Stage 1 of the proposed program
involves 4665' of hole, and Stage 11 about 2945 feet.

The speed of drilling and an estimate of the time required has
just been discussed, and two drills are suggested for completion of the
job in one drilling seeson. However, if drill contractors are hard to
get, or drillsrendn¢rews sre scarce, the work may have to involve two
summer seasons, It appears that the bid submitted by the E. J. Longyear
Company is the lowest in most, if not a2ll, categories and the estimates
furnished by them will be used as the basis for the cost estimate to ‘
follow. A tabulation of assay charges is attached as Appemdix D. The
Montana Leboratory, in Philipsburg, Montana, is an old-time and most
reliable firm. It should be noted that the unit bulldozer cost varies,
depending onwhether a D-6 is used or a D7 or 8.

The proposed progrem is broken down into two Stages. Stage 1
includes a set of holes ( 13 ) considered essential in determining the
possibilities of the arem, Stage 11 consists of some "offset, eontin-
gent of additionel holes ( 7 ) that might be advisable, depending on
results of Stage 1 work.

Discussion of Results

In summarizing the results of the work done, it can probably be
seid that the various so-called favorable horizons ( comprising several
limestone~shale conteets and including the upper contact of the quartzite
with the overlying shale of Cambrian age ) were fairly well explored near
the crest and along the northeast flank of the plunging anticline, in a
limited area along the axis of the structure that ranged from 600' ¥5
'2000" northwest of the productive workings in the underlying quartzite,
ut no encourasging evidence of the possible existence of bedded ore in
this area, and in the hortzons intersected, were found in the drilling
done,

Hole No. 1 and Hole No, 2, put down prior to the execution of
the contract, were laid out to probe for the extensions of the narrow,
but high grade, veins found in the granodiorite in the old Dewey and
Nancy Hanks mines, Both holes cut vein structures containing quartz and
pyrite, but the material encountered, while gold-bearing, was not commer-
cial, Further exploration for this type of ore could be undertaken, but
the economic justificetion for it--in light of the results:obtained in
these two preliminary holes--is open to question.

Further exploration for bedded ore, of the type and extent
found in the Crescent-Lead King-Red Cloud mines, however, seems justified.
It could well be that a future search for this type of ore should be
concentrated in the guartzite itself, below the known orebodies in this
host rock, or to the southeast along the plunging anticline, rather than
to the northwest, as wasdone. If the €xploration is designed to explore
the area down dip below the known ore bodies, the possibility of & south—
east rake should be takmn into account, and the holes might be laid out
to cut the quartzite nearer to the granodiorite, where fracturing and
permeability mey be greater, thus giving promise of larger ore shoots,

The possibilities of the district should not be considered as
having been exhausted, by the limited exploration work done, described in
this report, The mineralization of the area is extensive, and the gulches
that drain it produced extroadinary diggings over a wide area,

A further study is going to be mede of the district, particularly
along the anticline to the southeast of the Red Cloud and Fourth of July
and Robert Emmet claims, with the thoughts expressed above of finding
extensions of bedded ore that formed in the quartzite,

Under these circumstances, it is concluded there is less than. a

INTRODUCTION

American Mining Company has applied for OME aid in the cost of
exploring for gold in secs. 2, 3, 10 and 11, T. 12 N., R, 1k W.,
MPM, Garnet or First Chance Unorganized Mining District, Granite
County, Montana. The applicant proposes to explore by diamond
drilling from the surface 20 holes, 12 of which are directed to
targets in quartzite below o0ld mine workings or surface exposures
of vein material, 6 are directed to projections of faulted segments

of veins in quartzite, and 2 will be offset holes dependent upon -

the results of the first 18 holes.

The applicant in 1966 explored by trenching and diamond drilling a r
nearby area in secs. 3 and 4, T. 12 N., R. 14 W., MPM, under the
terms of Contract 2207, Docket OME-6410, The targets were based on i

vein projections and were ", . . ore bodies occurring in veins

and/or replacement deposits in, along, or cutting across folded

rocks and shale are missing in the exploration area of this pro-
posal and at least 12 of the proposed holes are closer to known

strata of carbonate rocks, shale, and quartzites .

It is concluded that 3 of the drill holes, nos. 4, 5, and 7, are

in the nature of prospecting, that the target for 1 drill hole,

no. 13, is ill-defined, and that the targets for 9 other holes,

1A, 1B, 1C, 2A, 2B, 3, 6, 6B and 6W, are small ore bodies of little
economic significance offering a less than fair chance‘of'a signifi-
cant discovery being made. Hence, the drilling of these 13 holes

is not recommended.






There are five holes, nos. 8, 9, 10, 11, and 12, that are planned
to test the downward extension of the Crescent-Red Cloud vein.
Production records show that near the surface in the oxidized zone
this vein was fairly rich but that in the sulfide zone the grade
decreased to about 0.75 ounce gold per ton. Although the best
results that could be hoped for is about 20,000 tons having an
average grade of 0.75 ounce gold per ton or 15,000 ounces gold
worth some $525,000, it is concluded that there is no better than
a fair chance that more than one-quarter of this tonnage or 5,000
tons containing 3,750 ounces gold worth about $130,000 will be
discovered. Because the target of these holes is between 300 and
600 feet vertically below the surface and will require a shaft to
that depth before mining can be started, it is concluded that, for
all practical purposes, such a discovery is insignificant.

It is therefore recommended that the application be denied.

By a Purchase and Sale Agreement dated June 12, 1963, the Havilands
transferred their interest in the patented claims to Robert M.
Bielenberg and James F. Carlton. Robert M. Bielenberg and Mary
Brome Bielenberg transferred their interest to James F. Charlton
by a Grant Deed dated July 21, 1965, and Alice M. Charlton conveyed






' her interest to James F. Charlton by a Grant Deed and Assignment
dated July 23, 1965. The applicent company acquired control of the
patented claims by a Grant Deed and Assignment dated July 24, 1965,
by James F. Charlton.

It is noted that the Survey No. for the Robert Emmett claim is shown
as 2616 in the Purchase and Sale Agreement dated June 12, 1963, in
the Grant Deed and Assignment dated July 23, 1965, and in the Grant
Deed and Assignment dated July 24, 1965. In the Grant Deed dated
July 21, 1965, in Appendix A and on Maps 1 and 2 of the application
the Survey No., for this claim is shown as 3616. As the claims

Iowan and San Jose are numbered 361% and 3615, respectively, 2616
for Robert Emmett is undoubtedly a typographical error.

Apparently, there is an irregularly shaped area not controlled by
the applicant bounded on the south by Fairview, northeast and north
by Garnet 21 and San Jose, and on the west by Robert Emmett. The
applicant proposes an access road across this area. The applicant's
Map 1 also shows two sections of access road and one drill location
within the Grant and Hartford claim which he does not control
(Applicant's Map 1).

The property may be reached by following a fair county road northerly
from Bearmouth for about 10 miles to the old town of Garnet, Bear-
mouth is on U, S. Highway 10 about 39 miles east of Missoula or 1l
miles west of Drummond. There are still a few people living in
Garnet who know the way to the various mines, In the last 2 miles

or so the road is steep and in wet weather is extremely slippery;
during the winter months it may be closed by snow at times, but it
could be kept open fairly easily.

GEOLOGY

The geologic setting of the Garnet area is summarized in a memorandum
dated June 28, 1965, in Docket OME-6410 and need not be repeated
here. Pardee (1918) describes the geology and some of the mines

more fully. Kauffmen (1963) presents a brief description of the
area,

- The principal rocks in the area are quartzite and schist, both
somevhat micaceous, that have been folded into a broad northwest-
rlunging anticline. The northerly limb of the anticline has been
intruded by granodiorite that underlies much of the region and crops
out in several knobs. Small dikes of fine-grained gray porphyry have
also intruded the quartzite and schist at places (Pardee, 1918,

P. 172-174). The veins are flat-dipping fissure fillings subparallel
to the bedding and consist of quartz, barite, ankerite, calcite,
pyrite and oxidation products.






Faults are found in all the mines, but they are difficult to trace
on the surface. All the larger faults strike northeasterly and most
of them dip steeply to the northwest. Small northeast faults are
numerous locally, but parts of the veins are undisturbed for lengths
of several hundred feet, Faulted segments of veins cannot be cor-
related with certainty, but the applicant has attempted to correlate
‘several of them on his Map 2. According to Pardee (1918), the Fourth
of July vein appears to be a segment of the Red Cloud vein that has
been faulted down several hundred feet. The Honolulu vein could be
another down-faulted segment of the Red Cloud vein. However, the
applicant's section 6 shows the beds dipping northeasterly, but his
sections 1 and 2 show them dipping southwesterly. How faults can
change the dip of the beds without causing & corresponding change

in the dip of the offset veins is difficult to comprehend.

On his map the applicant shows two persistent veins, each faulted
into several segments. The one that has produced the most ore is
developed by the Crescent-lead King, Red Cloud, Honolulu, and Fourth
of July mines; the other by the Grant and Hartford, Magone and
Anderson, and San Joge mines. A third vein, the Robert Emmett has
been traced for a much shorter distance than the first two, but it
also has been segmented by faulting (Applicant's Map 2).

The vein in the Crescent-Lead King mine has been developed by seven
adit levels that range in length from 600 to 1,000 feet and repre-
sent a vein dip distance of about 600 feet. One ore shoot has a
stope length of 700 feet or more, In a few places the ore body is
less than a foot wide, but for the most part it ranges from 1 to 3
feet wide. Oxidation is complete above the No, 4 level (Alt. 5,783)
and in the outer portions of levels 1, 2, and 3, the lower limit
rises slowly from the level of the creek in First Chance Gulch as
the hill is entered.

The vein in the Red Cloud mine has been developed by I long adits
and an inclined shaft from which several levels have been run, at
least 2 of them far enough to develop ore found in the adits. This
ore shoot is about TOO feet easterly of the Lead King shoot. It is
in general 1 to 3 feet wide, but in places pinches to little more
than a stringer. As nearly as can be determined, this ore shoot is
about 600 feet long with a vein dip depth of at least 500 feet.
Oxidation is complete above the lowest adit level (Alt. 5,670).

The Fourth of July mine has developed a third ore shoot by four
adits over a length of 300 feet and a vein dip distance of 450
feet. Practically, all of the vein so far developed (Pardee, 1918)
i;lé to 4 feet wide, but only a small portion had been stoped by
1916, '






There is little recorded information relative to the Robert Emmett
vein. It is parallel to the Fourth of July segment of the Red Cloud
vein and isﬁ%he same fault block, It has been opened by an adit
level and an incline from which at least three additional levels
have been turned. The length and depth of the workings are 200 feet
each (Pardee, 1918, p. 194). The width of the vein is not known.

The only available information on the San Jose vein and workings on
the claim of that name is given on the applicant‘'s Map 2. On the
Crant and Hartford claim the vein is in a bedding plane that strikes
about due east and dips 30° N, The vein ranges in width from 6
inches to 2 feet. Near the east end of the claim, the vein is lost
in a northeasterly trending fault zone but is found again in the
Magone and Anderson claim, Here the vein is in a bedding plane
that strikes a little south of east and dips about 30° N. There
are a series of stopes on lenses connected by narrow or lean por-
tions of the vein. Collectively, the lenses form a thin tabular
body from 100 to 300 feet in stope length and 500 feet in pitch
length (Pardee, 1918, p. 188-189).

The Fairview vein is said by Pardee (1918, p. 194-195) to contain
an ore body 6 inches to 3 feet wide, ULOO feet long, and to have
been mined to a depth of 200 feet. Its general strike is to the
east and it dips 30° N. The Fairview vein cannot be correlated
with any other vein on the applicant's Map 2.

PRODUCTION

Pardee (1918) and Kauffman (1963) give production from the district
as a whole for the most part in terms of dollars (Pardee) and in
total ounces gold and silver, total pounds copper, lead, and zinc
and total dollar value with no mention of the tons from which this
recovery came (Kauffman, 1963, p. 29). The total metal produced
from 1867 through 1955 is 113,139 ounces gold, 101,962 ounces silver,
166,699 pounds copper, 7,442 pounds lead, and 1,7kl pounds zinc,

Of this total 47 percent of the gold, 51 percent of the silver, TO
percent of the copper, and all of the lead and zinc were produced
since 1916, the year of Pardee's reconnaisance. This supports his
conclusion (Pardee, 1918, p. 178) ". . . the Garnet district will
continue to be productive for a long time." It also lends support

to Kauffman's (1963, p. 29) statement: "Remaining ore, if any, is
likely to be low grade and is certainly discouragingly inaccessible.”

The U. S. Bureau of Mines was able to furnish partial production
figures for most of the mines within the area of proposed explora-
tion. Pardee (1918, p. 190) mentions the First Chance Mining Co.
generally known as the Mitchel and Mussigbrod mines and as includ-
ing the Crescent, Red Cloud, Lead King, Fourth of July, Fair View
and "several other claims," the most extensive workings being on






the Red Cloud and Lead King claims. The first production figure
given by the Bureau is a composite headed: "Fairview, Free Coinage,

Mitchel and Mussigbrod and perhaps others," and is:

This would indicate an average grade of: 0.92 ounce gold and 1.10
ounces silver per ton, 0.03 percent copper, 0.008 percent lead, and
0.00012 percent zinc. Judging by the comparative extent of the Red
Cloud workings shown on Map 2, it is not unreasonable to assume that
20,000 tons came from the Crescent-Lead King and Red Cloud workings.

Assuming that all of the above production came from within the sub-
Ject claims, the total is in the order of 47,700 tons 6f ore with a
veighted average grade of 0.92 ounce gold and 1.21 ounces silver per

ton; copper, lead, and zinc are insignificant.






Oxidized ore in the Crescent-Lead King mine averaged about 1.75
ounces gold per ton above level 4; sulfide ore averaged 0.75 ounce
gold per ton on level 2 and 0.60 ounce gold per ton on level 1.

In the Red Cloud mine oxidized ore above adit 1 averaged about 1.5
ounces gold per ton; below this level the sulfide ore averaged about
0.75 ounce gold per ton. No other data relative to grades in the
tvo zones is available.

APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL

The applicant proposes to diamond drill 12 holes from the surface
directed at targets below known areas of production and 6 holes
directed at targets in probable faulted segments of productive
veins, a few of which have been productive.

According to the available production data for six specific mines,
the most promising veins are faulted segments mined through the
Lead King, Red Cloud, and Fourth of July workings. Bxpressed in
terms of the percent of total tons, total ounces gold and total ounces
silver reported from 6 mines these 3 mines produced sbout:

The Crescent mine to the west of the Lead King and the Robert Emmett
and San Jose mines progressively to the east produced:

The weak point in these comparative percentages is, of course, that
the first of the Bureau figures lend no concept as to the tonnage
and grade of the ore mined from the several claims "FPairview, Free
Coinage, Mitchel and Mussigbrod and perhaps others." Hovever, on the
bagis of the limited data, it is evident that the area of more in-
tense ore deposition centers on the Red Cloud-Lead King claims and
in general becomes less intense to the west and east. The highest






grade gold and silver was mined in the Crescent mine--fifth in per-
centage of total production; the lowest grade gold was mined on the
Robert Emmett claim--fourth in percentage of total production; and
the lovwest grade silver was mined on the San Jose claim--sixth in
percentage of production.

As stated earlier, faults are found in all the mineé, but are 4if-
ficult to trace on the surface. This creates doubt as to the
<accuracy of the applicant's projections of veins across faults,

particularly those faulted segments of the Robert Emmett vein which
are the: targets for his proposed holes 3, 4, and 5, and the faulted
segment of the San Jose vein that is the target for his hole 7.

A rapid check of the applicant's sections indicates that they are
reasonably accurate. A notable exception is his section 1-1', At
the left (SW) end the highest surface is at an altitude of about
6,150 feet. On his Map 2 at no place southwest of the drill site
for holes 1A, 1B, and 1C does the section line cross the 6,100-
foot contour. As a result of this error the outcrop of the Fourth
of July vein appears to be 975 feet southwest of the drill site,
whereas Map 2 shows it to be 800 feet from the drill site.

The applicant proposes to explore two types of targets; the first
is the downward extension of veins below known stoped areas, the
second is the downward extension of offset segments of veins with
no workings or, at most, with a few shallow workings of limited

extent,

Included in the first target type are the Crescent-Lead King and Red
Cloud workings (holes 8, 9, 10, 11, and 12), the Honolulu workings
(holes 1B and 1C), the Fourth of July Workings (holes 1A, 2A, and
%B), the)Robert Emmett workings (hole 3), and the Fairview workings
hole 13). .

Included in the second target type are a tgg}ted segment of the Red
Cloud vein (hole 6, 6B, and 6W), a faulted segment of the San Jose
vein (hole 7), a faulted segment of the Robert Emmett vein (hole 4),
and a second faulted segment of the Robert Emmett vein (hole 5). The
merits of each target area will be discussed rather than the merits
of each proposed hole. :






DISCUSSION OF THE APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL

The Crescent-lead King-Red Cloud target.--In the Crescent-lead King-
Red Cloud workings the vein width ranged from a seam to 3 or b feet,
considerable portions averaging 2 feet or more (Pardee, 1918, p. 191).
As nearly as can be determined the grade in the oxidized ore averaged
about 1.75 ounces gold and about 1.0 ounce silver per ton, dropping
below the oxidized zone to 0,75 ounce gold per ton on the Lead King
level 2, and to 0.6 ounce per ton on level 1. In the Red Cloud mine,
the grade of the sulfide ore averaged about 1.2 ounces gold per ton
on winze level 2, dropping to 0.75 ounce gold per ton on winze level
3, rising slightly to 0.8-1.0 ounce gold per ton on vinze level '
Thus, the average grade of the sulfide ore is about 0.75 ounce gold
per ton. Holes 8, 9, 10, 11, and 12 are designed to cut the vein
400, 300, 360, 250, and 300 feet, respectively, below the lowest
workings. If they were all successful in cutting the vein and show-
ing an average grade of 0.75 ounce gold per ton over an average
width of 2 feet which is doubtful, they would prove a vein say 2
feet wide by 300 feet high by 1,000 feet long. Using a tonnage
factor of 12 cubic feet per ton, they would indicate some 50,000
tons of vein material. Comparing the probable tonnage developed by
the old vorkings to the probable tonnage mined, only about 4O per-
cent of the indicated tonnage or 20,000 tons could be expected to be
minable, and at an average grade of 0.75 ounce gold per ton would
produce 15,000 ounces of gold worth $525,000. This is the very best
that could be hoped for in this target area. ’

The Honolulu workings.--The only available data on this offset seg-
. ment of the Red Cloud vein are those indicated on the applicant's
Map 2. A shaft and two levels have developed the vein, said to be
3 feet wide, for 120 feet along strike and 110 feet along dip. Of
the indicated 3,300 tons developed, only 143 tons or 4.3 percent con-
taining 0.48 ounce gold per ton were mined, presumably all from the
oxidized zone. The vein would be a little longer with depth,
averaging about 250 feet. If holes 1B and 1C each indicated a vein
3 feet wide, they would suggest a total of about 15,600 tons of .
which, based on past production, only about 645 tons containing 300
ounces of gold worth $10,500 is probably the best that could be
hoped for as minable, '

The Fourth of July vorkings.--The Fourth of July workings appear to
have developed possibly as much as 28,125 tons of which 3,112 tons
or 11 percent are known to have been mined. The average recorded
grade is 0.80 ounce gold per ton. However, according to data on the
applicant's Map 2 the average grade dropped from 1.25 ounces gold

- per ton on level 2 to 0.8 ounce per ton on level 1. - Presumably,
levels 2, 3, and 4 are in the oxidized zone and level 1 entered the
sulfide zone. Should holes 1A, 2A, and 2B all cut a vein with at
leagt 0.80 ounce gold per ton, and assuming an average vein width
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of 2 feet, a strike length of about 300 feet and a dip length of
470 feet, these three holes would indicate a total potential of
23,500 tons, of which 11 percent of 2,585 tons is the best that
could be hoped for as minable ore worth $70,000.

The Robert Emmett workings.--If Pardee's interpretation (1918, P. 192)
of the faulting is correct, it would appear likely that the Robert
Emmett vein and the two faulted segments southeast of the workings,
are offset segments of the Magone and Anderson-San Jose vein., The
Fourth of July outcrop southeast of fault 3 is U480 feet southwest of
the Honolulu vein on the northwest side of fault 3; the Robert Emmett
outcrop southeast of a "possible fault" is 420 feet southwest of the
unnamed vein which is the target of hole 7. The location of this
unnamed vein is based on three inaccessible workings and could

easlly be off 50 feet or so. The workings apparently developed

about 8,330 tons of which 1,115 tons or 13 percent have been mined.
The average grade reported by the Bureau of Mines is 0.57 ounce gold
and 2.0 ounces silver per ton; the applicant's Map 2 indicates 0.89
ounce gold and 1.0 ounce silver per ton. Hole 3 is designed to cut <«
the vein 200 feet down dip from the bottom level and if successful in
finding a vein of similar depth, length, and assumed width of 2 feet,
and an average of the Bureau's and applicant's grades, or 0.73 ounce
gold and 1.5 ounces silver per ton, would indicate another possible
1,000 or so tons of minable ore containing 730 ounces gold worth
$25,000 and 1,500 ounces silver worth, at $1.35 per ounce, $2,000.

The Fairview workings.--According to Engineering and Mining Journal
of March 1968, the average price of silver for the years 1900-1907
was 59.451, say 59.5 cents an ounce. A grade of 1.1 ounces gold and
O.TT7 ounce silver per ton, the average for "the latest shipments"
(Pardee, 1918, p. 195) would be worth about $22.46 a ton and the
$50,000 production from 1898-1907 would require about 2,200 tons of
ore. An average vein width of 2 feet, a strike length of LOO feet
and a dip length of 200 feet, would indicate that some 13,300 tons
of ore has been developed of which 16 percent appears to have been
minable. Map 2 and section 13-13' show some uncertainty as to the
location of the workings and to & fault that is said to have offset
the vein. Also on Map 2 the vein is shown as striking northeasterly
and dipping 25° northwesterly which varies considerably from Pardee's
strike of easterly and dip of 30° N. Section 13-13' ghows the level
at most only 130 feet down dip from the outecrop, not 200 feet as
Pardee states. These discrepancies seem to make the approximate
accuracy of the section open to question, Tonnage, grade, and value
of any hoped for discovery cannot be estimated because of the un-
known locations of the workings relative to the location of drill
hole-vein intersection. '
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The Red Cloud offset segment.--Apparently, this portion of the Red
Cloud vein was found across fault 4 on adit levels 2, 3, and possibly
L, On level 2 it appears to have been followed for about 175 feet
all of it outside the area of stoping. This suggests that the vein
vas too narrow, and/or too low grade, to be minable. Holes 6, €E,
and 6W would explore the vein over a strike length of 200 feet and a
dip length of about 250 feet. At an average vein width of 2 feet
the potential tonnage developed would be about 8,300 tons. The
estimated minable material, based on the average of 48 percent in
the Red Cloud mine, I percent in the Honolulu mine, and 11 percent
in the Fourth of July mine, is in the order of 21 percent or about
1,700 tons. Based on limited data, it is estimated that the grade
could be somewhere between 0,48 ounce gold per ton as in the Honolulu
mine and 1.5 ounces gold per ton as in the upper part of the Red Cloud
mine. At an agsumed average grade of 0.9 ounce gold per ton this
£otential discovery would contain about 1,500 ounces gold worth
52,500. :

Faulted segment of the San Jose vein.--There are no data on the size,
grade or the exactness of the location of this vein which is the tar-
get for hole 7. 1Its existence is inferred from the presence of vein
material found on dumps of three caved openings.

Faulted segments of the Robert Emmett vein.--As in the case of the San
Jose vein segment, the existence of the first faulted segment of the
Robert Emmett vein, which is the target for hole 4, is also inferred
from laminated and spotted quartzite and cellular iron-stained |
quartz found on the dumps of three caved adits. The second faulted |
segment, which is the target for hole 5, is inferred on even weaker

evidence~--no workings, just two easterly trending geochemical survey

lines 250 feet apart. The north line has thresholds of 0.0455 ppm

for gold and 26.1 ppm for copper. The highest anomaly is 0.l ppm

gold and 27.0 ppm copper. The vein is inferred on the basis of this

anomaly., At intervals of 100 and 200 feet, respectively, down hill

from this point the anomalies are 0.06 ppm gold and 22 ppm copper

and 0.0h ppm gold and 22 ppm copper. The south line has thresholds

of 0.058 ppm gold and 40.5 ppm copper. Station 19 which is near

the southerly projection of the supposed vein shows 0.04 ppm gold

and 25 ppm copper. Stations 17, 18, 20, and 21 show respective

anomalies of 0.06 ppm gold and 32 ppm copper, 0.06 ppm go6ld and 35

ppm copper, 0.0k ppm gold end 37 ppm copper, and 0.0t ppm gold and

35 ppm copper. All of these anomalies are about equal to or less

than threshold and do not suggest the presence of a vein,

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SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The inferences upon which the locations of the faulted segments of

the San Jose and Robert Emmett veins are based are so weak that

there is some doubt as to their existence.

Pardee's statement that the Fairview vein has been mined to a depth
of 200 feet and the applicant's uncertainty as to the location of the
workings and of a fault said to cut off the vein make acceptance of

this target of hole 13 difficult,

Of the other targets, the best success that could be hoped for is

tabulated as follows:

Each of the above targets must be considered as a separate project
because each will require ite own method of access, if a discovery
is made, and because it is too optimistic to suppose that minable
ore vill be found in each. It is concluded that holes 4, 5, and 7
are in essence prospecting for iveins of uncertain existence and of
unknown width and potential grade if they do exist, and that the
‘target for hole 13 is ill-defined and may already have been stoped.

It is recommended that the drilling of these holes be denied.

It is concluded that holes 1B and 1C directed at a target in the
Honolulu vein, that holes 1A, 2A, and 2B directed at a target in the
Fourth of July vein, and that hole 3 directed at a target intthe
Robert Emmett vein stand a less than fair chance of resulting in
significant discoveries., It is recommended that the drilling of

these holes be denied,

If Red Cloud levels 2 and 3 have crossed fault 4 as indicated on

Map 2 and are projected to the plane of section 6-6', it will be seen
that they are approximately 240 feet and 130 feet, respectively,

down dip from the indicated intersection of hole 6 and the vein,
There seems to be little doubt that these nearly parallel drifts are
on the vein, level 2 being driven as far as section 6-6!'.
be positively so asserted, but it is a reasonable supposition that

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the drifts were discontinued and no stoping was done because either
the vein was too narrow end/or the grade was too low to be profitable.
It is therefore concluded that the chance of a significant discovery
resulting from hole 6 and the offset holes 6E and 6W is less than

fair and it is recommended that the drilling of these holes be denied.
However, should the applicant expose the vein by, say three bulldozer
trenches about 250 feet apart and thereby demonstrate that the vein is
of potentially minable width and grade, the drilling of these holes
could be given further consideration. The indicated point of hole- \
vein intersection is about 250 feet down dip from the vein outcrop
and may be in or just below the oxide zone,

This leaves for consideration holes 8, 9, 10, and 11 designed to
explore below the Red Cloud workings at depths ranging from 250 to
40O feet below the bottom level, and hole 12 designed to explore
below the Lead King vorkings at a depth of 300 feet below the bottom
level. This would be between 300 and 600 feet vertically below the
surface,

The best possible indicated discovery, should all five holes indi-
cate ore of minable width and grade, is in the order of 20,000 tons
vith an average grade of 0.75 ounce gold per ton or 15,000 ounces
vorth $525,000. However, it is concluded that it is very doubtful
that more than 25 percent of the tonnage or 5,000 tons containing
3,750 ounces silver worth $131,250 stands at most a fair chance of //
being discovered. This might be considered significant if accessi-Ai
bility to such a discovery is of no moment.

The proposed holes will cut the vein at vertical depths ranging from
300 feet in the plane of hole 9 to 580 feet in the plane of hole 12,
The cost of reopening the old workings to permit sinking on the vein
would probably be greater than the cost of sinking a vertical shaft
to reach the ore., At a minimum of $130 per foot, a 300-foot shaft
would cost $39,000, plus the cost of surface facilities would reduce
the estimated $131,250 to something in the order of $75,000. Because
of the narrowness of the vein, selective mining or a mill would
further reduce the estimated value of the potential discovery. It
is therefore concluded that the potential discovery cannot be con-
sidered as significant for any practical purpose.

It is recommended that the application be denied.
