The enclosed application appears to be in order. However s the pro-
posed bulldozing of one trench along a mineralized(?) contact in the
hope of exposing milling ore for immediate production seems to be a
combination of prospecting and development. This trench by itself

would not broadly delimit and sample a possible ore body.

If the applicant would be willing to bulldoze 4 or 5 trenches at
150- to 200-foot intervals across the apparent mineralized zone
and, if this were successful, to follow this by diamond drilling
or some other underground work, certainly an on-site inspection
should be made. Otherwise, it would seem that the proposed single
trench would have to be denied. ‘

Acknowledging receipt of your letter of Eanurary 17th, wherewith
there was returned the orlginal papers of my appllcatlon for a loan,
with the st, tement: that the papers as submitted were lnadequate for -
your purpose.

I wish to thank you for the information and advice given. and am
now submitting more detailed information that is rouxhly gcorrect
1nsofar as my present knowledge extends. , ,

¢ Historical Note: Some elderly men of my aoqualntance'stated to me
that many year ago the (Flat. basin like area, noted on the enclosed
map) -was known as The Plowed Field Mine, It acquired that name

by reason of the faet that a prospector had there found some very
rich pleces of Gold Quartz Float with free gold sticking out of the
sample surfaces. So far as I was able to determine that float was
not assayed because of 1its very evident visual rich content of metal.
It is stated that the prospector obtained a teanm of horses and a
walking plow and plowed the surfsce, whereby he obtained a considerable
amount of the rich float ore. . Thereafter the place became known

as the Plowed Fileld Mine.

3ince I own a one half interest in the Green Campbell Mining Property
(shown on the map) and spend my summers there to prevent theft of
milling machinery and equipment, I exemined this plowed field area.
(now grown over with ssge brush) and staked the deslgnated Dian and

" Beverly Lode Claims,

During the summer of 1968 I consulted with the Montana State Bureau
of lines and Geology, and hlred an operator with a bull dozer to do
gome surface cutting. I pald him $275.00, and had sevaral cuts

made under the direction of the Bureau of Mines Beologlst. I have
shown only two of these cuts on the enclosed (rough map) because I
consider them to be 'the most important, and, with reference to the
flat area, stnce the ground slopes upward from there toward the north,
it would be expected that float ore lying in the flat area would have

come from the north. I therefore made the cut across the mosgt
northerly of the two (red dotted lines) and uncovered the Quartz lon-
zonite contact about two feet under the ground surface. Here the

Quartz Monzonite appears to be highly altered over a width of some
40 feet, with Malachite, Chalcopyrite,and,associated gold and silver
occur as coatings on close-spaced fracture planes in this altered
Zone.,

On the most southerly of the two (red dotted lines) a dozer cut was
rade parallel to the line., During the making of this cut, and
whlle the dozer was operating, I grabbed out many pieces of float

in which free gold was clearly visible to the naked eye, and many more
pieces went into the dumd pille taken from the cut.





Some of these pieces of float were ag large as a peck measure, and,

because of thelr evident richness I did not hawve them assayed., The
were taken to the Green Cappbell Mine and stored there, but, because
of depth of snow now blocking the mine roads,they cannot be assayed

until the snow goes off to allow travel,

Because of the findings so far made, I now desgire to obtain finan-
cial assistance for more bulldezing to completely uncover the vein,
which now. appears to lle along the Q-M contact  where the most northerl \
of the red dotted lines is show on the map. It appears that mae
terial from there has s1id or rolled down hill toward. the cut in whlch
the flo&t was uncovered.

The town of Silver Star is about 35 miles from Butte, Montana, over:

paved highway. The Green Campbell Mine 1s about two and one-half

niles west of the town of Silver Star over a good graded road. The
Beverly and Dian Claims are about one nmile south of the Green Camp=
bell mine,and though there is a road leading from the Green Campbell,
south over the hill to the mentioned e¢laims, that road is at present
not negotlable except in a four wheel drive pickup (which I do not

own). I have a Ford 1/2 ton pickup which I use to reach these claims,
but travel in a round about (easier grade) way, some eight miles in
length, ‘

Though I reside in Butte during the winters, I move out to the Green
Campbell Mine Property during the summer, and, though we do not hgve
telephone sgervice from Silver Star to the G C Mine, I usually go down
every day for mall. In the event that a representative from ONE
wished to examlne the property, and would advise me by mall a few
days in advance, I would be able to meet him at the Silver Star Store
and Post Offlce, where the telephone number is listed under Whitehall,
for Bernard F. Du Monthier-Silver Star= Phone 287-3605. A phone
call to that number (giving a message for a meeting)would he placed
in ny mall box, or delivered to me when I go there for mall.

I could meet the OME representative at any time after I move to the
Green Campbell Mine and take him for the examination of the Dian &
Beverly Claims. If 1t took more then one day, this man could be
lodged with us in one of the extra Cabinsg we have gt the G C Mine
Property.
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EXPLORATION WORK:

‘() In the sketched map showing (T\wZS-Béw) with Sections b &9, I

indicate on the claims two detted lines striking NW - SE through the
lengthwise dimensions of the c¢laims. For uge here I will now de=-

-signate the northerly line as the notth vein, and the ‘southerly 1ine

as the south wvein.

‘After making the SOIL SAMPLE TRAVERSE with the representaxive from

the Montana Bureau of Mines and Geology, I made five dozer cuts
across the south vein, thinking that the hi-grade fleoat eamaTrom that
velin, but the results did not prove that to be true,

I then made the cut across the north veln where the Q-M contact with

.Grieissold rocks 1s shown, with some 40 feet of al&ered and decomposged

material next to the contact line., My later examinatlon of the .
work now appears. to show that the hi-grade samples” came from the
north vein and moved downward onto the flat like area where I uncovered \

_them in the cut that runs parallel with the south vein,

My intention for further prospectlng and development is to completely

strip and expose the north vein easterly from the cross-cut that was
made in 1968 on the north vein; that is, I would strip the veln by
going easterly, and at the same time,following the contact line with
the Quartz Monzonite. I would strio a8 deep as was necessary to
thoroughly expose that contact line, and I believe that can be done
with the amount of funds that I would expect to use if this loan is
grantéd. A1l the indications now appear to show that the hi-grade
qﬂﬂa or washed down from the Q-M Contact to the point where it was
uncovered along what I have called the south vein. There was no
Hi-Grade found in any of the cuts I made on the Beverly claim, other
than that which I fould in the cut made parsllel with the strike on
the south vein. If a repeesentative from OME comes for examination,
I belleve that I can clearly explain why I feel certain that the Hi-
Grade came from the north vein.

‘into the flotation feed. This method produced a 66,5% hi-grade
table concentrate, and a 12,5% low-grade table concentrate, and an
overall 80% recovery of the tungsten minerals.

While milling our Green Campbell gold ores, the jig cons were

amalgamated by barrel amalgamation; amalgam was retorted and gold
sponge shipped to the mint. Amalgamation residue was mixed with the

Flotation Concentrates, which, along with table concentrates, was ship=-

ped to the Anaconda Smelter.
