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3. Physical Description.

a. Exploratory operations have been conducted on the property.
These operations include an incline shaft which has been
driven into bedrock to a slope distance of 135 feet and
horizontal side drifts from the shaft of 146 feet. These
operations were guided by a silver-gold-copper ore vein.

Also 1,050 feet of underground tunnel work was completed.

An iron mineral capping of hematite is presently exposed
on the surface. It is located upslope about 1500 feet from
the shaft and tunnel workings. It is approximately 40 feet
wide increasing to 70 feet in width at its largest dimension.
Sampling has been done by chip methods but not exploratory
work has been done. The samples assayed an average of 55
per cent iron content.

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3 (p) Very limited observations and reconnaissance studies have been
made in the area. Accordingly, no detailed geology is available.

The rocks exposed are apparently of the Beltran Series. They

are described as Proterozoic mage. They are cut by granite stringers
and may have theirroots in the Boulder Ratholith, a structure
associated with vast orxre deposits of southwestern Montana.

Two mineral occurrences are impressive pertaining to ore

deposits of this property:

(1) There occurs a capping of Hematite iron approximately 40
feet wide increasing to 70 feet in width at its largest
dimension. Assays were reported on surface samples to
contain values of SO per cent iron. The outcrop is located
1500 feet up-slope fron the present workings. No exploration
has been done on this deposit.

(2) A silver-gold-copper vein approximately 40 inches in
width was mined on dip for a distance of 140 feet. An 8
inch ore shoot exposed in the vein of the bottom of the
incline shaft was sanpled and gave assay values of 160
to 200 ounches of silver per ton.

It is proposed to connect the face of the tunnel with
the bottom of the incline shaft to permit drainage and
additional exploration. Approximately 30 feet of work
is calculated to accomplish this objective.

A program of surface geochemical sampling on a grid
system at two locations:
