Enclosed is a new application that was brought into my office by
Messers. Liebig and Watts. We had discussed this application over the
telephone many times; originally, Mr. Nick Sharette was one of the
partners but he was killed in the disastrous Sunshine Mine fire.

The applicants, a partnership, intend to explore a new vein discovery
that has been prospected by surface cuts and a short adit. Assay data
indicate the presence of copper; no systematic sampling has been done.

The Thompson mining district, in which the applicant's property occurs,
is described by Crowley (1963, p. 41-46), but no reference is made to
the applicant's ground. A few small shipments of high-grade silver-

copper-lead ore have been made from the district, but the total
production is not great.

Mr. Liebig staked the two claims listed in the application but as he
now has a partner, a change should be effected in the ownership of the
claims if a contract is to be favorably considered.

A field examination will be neceésary to assess the potential of the

proposal. The project does not appear very promising on the basis of
information in the application.

Assay results on samples
collected by the Field Officer indicate the mineralization is sparse,
with no surface indication that the veins will widen or become richer

INTRODUCTION

The applicants have asked for OME assistance to explore a copper-bearing
quartz vein cutting thin-bedded argillite about 21 miles north-northeast

of Thompson Falls, Montana. I examined their property on Wednesday, July
12, 1972. Messrs. Liebig and Watts accompanied me from Liebig's ranch to
the May claims and were present during the examination. I made a brunton
and tape survey of two short adits and part of the access road and then

collected three samples for assay. The examination took about two hours.

RECOMMENDATION

I recommend that the application be denied. The quartz vein to be explored
ranges from 5 to 8 inches thick, is nearly vertical, and is only sparsely
mineralized with chalcopyrite and copper oxides. Assay data indicate that
the richest part of the vein contains about 3 percent copper and 0.4 ounces
of silver per ton. Other parts of the vein assay nil in gold, copper, and
silver. There are no indications that the vein will widen or become richer
in copper away from the known expbsures.

Mr. Watts has been an underground miner at the Sunshine Mine near Kellogg,
Idaho, for about 17 years. Mr. Liebig is mainly a rancher and logger but
has had some exploration experience. '

PROPERTY

The applicant's property consists of two unpatented claims near the head-
waters of a north-flowing tributary to Meadow Creek in the NE% sec. 18,

T. 24 N., R. 27 W., Thompson River Mining District, Sanders County, '
Montana, (Figure 1 - Mine, index, and topographic maps, May Claims, sec.
18, T. 24 N., R. 27 W., Sanders County, Montana). The claims are recorded
on pages 453 and 455 of Book 30 of Lode Locations by the County Clerk of
Sanders County, Montana. There are no buildings on the property.

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The May Claims are near the headwaters of a ‘tributary to Meadow Creek and
cover steep-sloped hills at altitudes ranging from 4,000 to 4,800 feet
(figure 1). To reach the property from Thompson Falls, Montana, it is
necessary to go five miles easterly along State Highway 200, then turn left
and follow the road, mainly unsurfaced, along Thompson River northeasterly
for about 30 miles to Meadow Creek. An unsurfaced logging road leads
westerly along Meadow Creek for about 4 miles, to where an access road
bulldozed by the applicant leads southerly to the adit on the May Claims.
One adit, now caved partly shut near its portal, is about 25 feet above the
access road, and is 45 feet long. Another adit, at the same level as the
access road, is only about 10 feet long. .The approximate altitude of the
lower adit is 4,220 feet. In good and dry weather, an ordinary passenger
car can safely drive to the lower adit; in bad weather, a four-wheel drive
vehicle is probably necessary to make the trip successfully.

GEOLOGY

The bedrock exposed in and near the adits on the applicant's claims and in
cuts along the access road is thin-bedded argillite and a few calcareous
beds. The argillites range from gray, through green, to an occasionally
reddish tint. The célcareous beds are lighter colored, nearly white, and
contrast sharply with the argillites. According to U. S. Geological Survey
Map GP-830, the bedrock is part of the Missoula Group of the Belt Supergroup.
The beds dip about 20° westerly in the vicinity of the adit; at other places
along the access road bedding angles range widely and there are zones in
which the beds are crumpled suggesting faulting. The calcareous beds in
‘some exposufes contain tiny grains and shreds of chalcopyrite surrounded by
black oxidation products; the richest of these beds probably does not
contain as much as one percent copper.-_Insofar as is known at present, the
argillites do not contain copper minerals. S

A narrow quartz vein is exposed in both the upper and lower adits on the May
Claims. This vein averages asbout 5 inches thick although at some places it
is as much as 8 inches thick. There are a few blebs and bunches of copper .





minerals, mainly chalcopyrite, in a band about one inch thick in the vein
near the portal of the upper adit; elsewhere the vein is barren where
exposed. The applicant showed me several chunks of vein material containing
chalcopyrite and galena that presumably came from near the portal of the
lower adit.

Assay data from three samples reflect the general metal content of the vein.
A sample from near the portal of the upper adit, and containing a dispropor-
tionate amount of the copper minerals, assayed nil gold, 0.4 ounces silver
per ton, and 3.22 percent copper. Two other samples, one each from the face
of the two adits assayed nil in gold, silver, and copper.

The adits are 100-150 feet upslope from a narrow stream. I asked the ap-
plicant if he had explored the creek bed for the vein and he answered no.

The vein was explored by a shallow trench upslope from the adits. I did not
visit these trenches as the applicant said that the vein was about the same
width in the trenches as it was in the adit.

Apparently there are some offsets along the faults between the lower and
upper adits. The vein in the lower adit dips steeply south, the same as
the vein in the upper adit. If the same vein is exposed in both adits,
there must be some horizontal offset between the adits because the vein in
the upper adit is too far south to be the unfaulted upper extension of that
vein in the lower adit.

Another vein presumably is cut by the access road about 280 feet south of
the upper adit (figure 1). The applicant said that this vein appears to be
converging at a low angle with the vein exposed in the adits. The vein was
not exposed at the time of my examination; it's location on the map is
estimated from data supplied by the appllcant

The bedrock is not obviously altered near the vein exposures and there
seems to be no guide to the presence of the vein other than the vein itself.

APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL

The applicant proposes to drift about 400 feet along the vein exposed in
his lower adit, crosscut about 300 feet south to the parallel vein, and
drift 100 feet along it. Short raises or bean holes will prospect the
veins above the drift. He estimates the costs to be about $50 per foot
total estimated cost of the work is $L0, 366 (appllcant's figure).

APPRATSAL

The veins exposed on the May Claims are narrow and only sparsely min-
eralized. Unless more favorable evidence can be found, they are not worthy
of further exploration. Perhaps if the applicants trenched more along the
projected strike of the veins, they could obtain some favorable information
but the probabilities are not good Government participation in exploring
the veins is not warranted. ’
