No work is being done at the Reid-Mary mine. All equipment has 
been removed except for some old machinery in the scrap mica plant. 
The buildings of the scrap mica plant have been torn down and only 
a small tool shed still stands. All pits are caving. Dumps at 
the southwest end of the mine area are overgrown with small saplings 
at least 6 years old. 


A little work was apparently done on the southwestern pegmatite 
after the exploration bulldozing. From near the center of the 
"relocated trench No. 5" an adit was driven a few feet below the 
level of the 'cut for about 50 feet to the northeast. At the north-
east end of the cut an incline was 'sunk about 15 feet to the north. 
These workings are caving and inaccessible. Most of the mica seen 
on the dump and in place in pegmatite is of poor quality.
