The contract for this exploration was prepared in Washington, D. Cep
without prior referral to the Field Team. Six hundred feet of diamond
drilling was proposed which was agreesble with the applicant. The object=
ives were to check the down-dip continuity of the body of pegmatite body
that was mined in World War II, along the irregular shafit and the possie
tle down-plunge extension of pegmatite in the large roll reported to
have been found in the hanging wall at LO to 80 feet depth. The first
hole was drilled so as to pass about 15 feet below the old workings near
the bottom of the shaft, the second was drilled to intersect the peg=-
matite 60 feet or so to the east. The third hole, and the last to be
drilled with Government assistance, was to cut the pegmatite about 30-
feet directly below the intersection of Hole I and pegmatite. The
operator drilled one additional hole at his own expense, inclined northe
ward at an angle of 60 degrees at a point gzuessed by him to be 30 to LO
feet south of the footwall contact of the dike at the old war-time shaft
collar, The point was not marked and was indefinitely pointed out to
the writer. Inasmuch as the dip of the dike 70° is little steeper than
the drill hole the two never got together. Only the first hole encountered
mica=bearing pegmatite,

Hole I was drilled as the site eriginally proposed nearly due north
of the old shaft; Hole II at the locality proposed to the east of I; and
Hole III was drilled about 30 feet north of Hole I, and should have been
directly below I, It could, perhaps, have been dispensed with but was
drilled to see if the pegmatite continued to a little greater depth. The
first three holes were drilled at an angle of L5 degrees. The fourth
hole was unwisely drilled by the Operator at an angle of 60 degrees.

The cores of the first two holes were in fair order when they were
examined and were logged. The part of the first core that included the
nica=bearing pegmatite was badly broken and the recovery was poor but the
core was preserved in reasonably good order., The cores of the third and
fourth holes were so disarrayed when examined that there was little chance
of making a detailed log. Both were examined for signs of mica-bearing
pegmatite or of any rock that might be of interest; but none was found.

Results

The drilling has proved two things - First, it proves that there is
no long extension beyond the old mine workings of the formerly mined
pegmatite body. Second, it demonstrates the presence of a hitherto une
Imowm branch of the pegmatite body that was formerly mined, The branches





join at the thick bulge that was thought to be a deep roll in the hanging
wall of the dike. Tne branch is not especially large, but it is apparently
about 10 feet in average thickness, at least 20 feet long and perhaps 15
feet wide, The mica content of the core that was recovered was moderately
high but the quality is unkmown, Because of the high quality of the mica
found during World War II, it seems safe enough to assume tnat the pegnatite
will contain at least l percent of erude mica that will yield 5 percent

of strategic quality sheet mica. The block of pegmatite contains about,
200 tons of rock and could yield 12 tons of crude mica or 0.6 tons of sheet,
If 12 tons of crude mica were sold at $600 per ton, with 5 percent of the
value going to the government, the government!s share would be $360, or
about 2 tenth of the cost of the exploration, If the mica is sold as pre=-
pared sheet, the gross value might be several times $360.

The mica=bearing pegmatite can be mined cheaply from the old
workings if the Operator ever finishes his avowed objective of cleaning
out the old hole, as the schist layer separating the pegmatite from the
opening is apt nowhere to exceed 20 feete

Conclusion

The proposed exploration contract, received at
this office cn OJctober 5, is approved as tc legality in
spite of the obvious insufficiency of the description of
the property in Article 2 of the contract form. The
amount of the contract is small, $3,600, of which the
Government will contribute $3,260. The description used
4s the same as that appearing in the lease under which
the applicant holds the property. It may be doubted if
the "two (2) acres of land" referred to in the description
could actually be located without a2 survey, which, of
course, would have to be made in advance in order to enter
the proper legal description in our exploration contract

form.

®he only possible detriment to the Government
should this description prove to be insufficient would
be the failure of its lien to attach under the terms of
the contract. 1In this particular case, such fallure would
not make any practical difference because the two acres
apparently is a small parcel in the farm of the lessor,
and the lessor has signed a subordination agreement in
the usual form under which he assumes the obligations of
the lessee in case the lease is surrendered or terminated.
Under these circumstances, the lessor would be in a poor
position to contend that any discovery resulting from the
exploration is not within the two acres referred to in

the lease,

Application DMA-1250X from Lawrence Schmitt and application
DMA-293 from L. Rex Boone are apparently for the same property, the
Martin mica mine in Cleveland County, North Carolina. Before further
action is taken on either of these applications you should determine
who has the mining rights to this property. Mr. Schmitt has supplied
4e rather complete documentation on his lease, and presumably he is
the only one who has a right to operate this property. I believe
that a letter was written to Mr. Boone on April 12, 1951, but I do not
know whether it asks him to submit proof of his right to the property.

I concur with most of Mr. Prouty's remarks in the enclosed
papers. It is noteworthy, as Mr. Prouty points out, that the applicant
expects to work this property on an unjustifiably grandiose scale.

I believe that sufficient information is available in the
files of the Geological Survey here in Washington to warrant an ex-
ploration grant. Probably no additional data could be acquired from
a field examination,

The Martin mica mine contained a very excellent mica deposit
that apparently was mined out during World War II. The work needed
now on this property is exploration for new mica-bearing ground. It
is possible that additional mica-bearing pegmatite would be found
either (1) along the plunge of the roll that was mined during World
War II or (2) in undiscovered rolls down dip from the old workings.

I suggest that a contract be made with the operator for three diamond
drill holes totaling approximately 600 feet at a cost of approx:.mately
$3,000 to $4,000. The Geological Survey will be glad to assist in
locating and interpreting the drill holes.
