All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equit, Wther items costing more. than $50 
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and 
the , Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account un'ess the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items.

15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter, shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:

The application covers a single prospect located on the 


property of the applicant, Harold Enloe, 700 feet south of the Arrow-


wood road, one and one-half miles W of Mt. Hope Church, and 6.3 


miles by road WSW of Franklin (Franklin quadrangle). It is not 


mentioned in North Carolina Bulletin No. 49. 


A recent bulldozer cut has exposed for 20 feet a pegmatite 


6 ft. wide in Carolina gneiss. A prominent quartz core about one foot 


wide forinz outcrop and float for at least 150 feet westward across the 


ridge . Considerable small scrap mica occurs in the outer few inches 


of the quartz and in quartz-plagioolase pegmatite adjacent to the quartz. 


A few 2-inch books of better quality mica were seen near the south wall 


of the pegmatite. This appears to be a well-zoned pegmatite with 


possibilities of producing a small amount of sheet mica. 


It is recommended that bulldozer cuts be made along the 


zone of pegmatite float for 150 to 200 feet west of the present cut to 


expose the peginatite. This should be followed by test pits to a 


maximum depth of 30 feet on the most favorable parts of the pegmatite 


thus exposed. A maximum of 2,000 should be allowed f or this work.
