The Chaulk Hill Mines have been worked intermittently for the 
past L,.O years., entirely by hand methods ; except for a short 
time during the last war when s anie small amount of equipment 
was placed in use. The product produced was of the highest 
grade of strategic ruby mica;) blocks weighing up to 100 pounds 
were taken out of th'è shaft at a depth of 110 feet.- Mr. Roy H. 
Fouts, Secretary-Treasurer of Applicant corporation, managed 
this operation but closed the mine after receiving a call for 
service in the armed forces, during a time when he was producing 
several hundred pounds of mica daily. 


I have recently completed a thorough examination of the entire 
property.

Th Hole No.1, a pegmatite was cut at 100 feet and extended to 109 
feet. Mica in core recovered from this hole appears to be only of scrap 
quality. Hole No, 2, cut what appeared to be peatite at l0I fect 
which extended to 111 feet. Only milI quarts core was recovered and 
fine mica scales returned in water • Hole No • 3, cut 2S feet of pegmatite 
at 112 feet. Of the 2S feet cut, 12,7 feet contained mica books of 
sufficient size to indicate the pesence of large enough books of mica to 
produce pattern. Hole No. i, cut several pegmatites, only one of which 
contained mica in sizes up to tto inches. 'This pegmatite occurred at the 
68-foot depth and was four feet thick. Hole No. S, encountered several 
pegmatites, none of which showed ma in sizes large enougi to indicate 
pattern.
