Two localities have been prospected on the Carlos A. Rogers property, 


located on lotla Creek at Olive Hill, five miles northwest of Franklin, 


con County, N. C. (Franklin quadrangle 167-N.W.). 


The deposit on the north side of the creek has been exposed by one 


crosscut 40-feet in length, with about 15-feet of drifting on the pegmatite 


from the head of the crosscut. The pegnatite,about five feet in thickness, 


trends about N 600 W. and is well zoned. Mica occurs against the quartz, 


between it and fine-grained pegmatite. 


Mica from this deposit is mostly "A',.badly cracked, and spotted with 


biolite. Only punch size and a little 1-1/2 x 2-inch pattern could be ob-


tained from the deposit and this would not be of strategic grade. 


On the south side of the creek numerous small pegmatites occur, one 


of which has been recently explored by a small open cut. The pegmatite is 


about 18-inches thick and mica books up to 6-inches across has been obtained. 


The mica is of ruby color, somewhat bent and cracked, and hard 3 however, it 


splits very poorly. 


The Field Team cannot recommend either of the two deposits for an 


exploration loan because in one deposit the mica is spotted and in the other 


it splits poorly.
