Last 20 feet is in country
rocke.

Shaft: 5 by 5 - foot uncrlbbed' lies west of Adit Aj; 21 feet deep. From
the bottom, workings lead to the south, west, and north.

Geology

Very irregular sill-like bodies of pegmatlte intruded into highly injected

gneiss which is locally contorted. In Adit A foliation strikes N, 80 W. and dips
65°N.E. In Adit B, three irregular pegmatite bodies are exposed. The upper 2,

which strike N, 6 E, and dip about -25°NW, have been displaced by a fault striking
N.80W., dipping 40° SW, and with a throw of 3.5 feet. The top pegmatite consists
