Thank you for your letter of November 1lst about our application
for governemnt funds for exploration for topaz in Granville County,
North Carolina. I note you have not received the Landlord's Subordi-
nation Agreement, Form MF-202, We are having some difficulty getting
these; however, with-your letter, it may be easier., I shall appreciate
your sending me another supply of this Form MF-202.

At this time I cannot tell you what size of bulldozer we would
use for trenching work on this property. The last we used was a large
one with a 1l4' blade, capable of turning over quite sizeable boulders
and pushing down relatively large trees,

The size we would use and location from which it would be brought
will depend on tractors available at the time. Unless this is some
urgency for providing a source of topaz for the Government stock pile,
we question it would be advisable to start this prospecting until
Spring because of bad weather that may prevail during the winter months.

Spruce Pine, North Carolina, was contacted on August 10 regarding
DMA-179%-X of the Carolina Pyrophyllite Company's topaz exploration
in Granville County, North Carolina. Mr. Boyd states that the
landovners of the topaz deposit have expressed a reluctance towards
signing the Landlord's Subordination Agreement, Form MF-202.

The landowners apparently feel that they should not sub-
ordinate their interest until they are assured that there will be
topaz production from the deposit. This is poor reasoning, but is
their view-point as expressed to Mr. Boyd.

Mr. Boyd believes that should DMA take favorable action
upon the application and would write him to that effect, then he
could use this to secure the landowners' signatures.

. After talking with Boyd, I was left with the impression
that the Carolina Pyrophyllite Company has made little effort to
secure the signed MF-202. Also, it appears that the company is
not especially interested in prospecting the topaz for the topaz
alone, but more for any pyrophyllite which might be found. As
stated in the transmittal letter by Mr. Boyd, dated June 28, 1951, the
company will not obligate any by-product pyrophyllite which might
result from topaz mining towards repayment of a loan for topaz
exploration.

The occurrence of pyrophyllite on Bowlings'Mountain, three miles
northwest of Stem, Granville County, North Carolina, has been known for
many years. Early prospecting for pyrophyllite in this area consisted of
several short trenches and one shaft sunk to a depth of 60 feet,

In October 1950 the Carolina Pyrophyllite Company leased a tract of
land, spproximately 200 acres, on Bowlings Mountain. An extensive trenching
program was started.by the company in an effort to delineate minable deposits
of pyrophyllite., The company is now producing a small tonnage of pyrophyl-
lite and the crude ore is shipped to the company's plant at Staley, ﬁorth
Carolina, for processing. Vhile this exploration work was being carried
on, Mr, J. J. Hume, company superintendent, recognized the occurrence of
topaz float in several areas on the southeastern slope of the mountain.

The topaz is associated with a pyrophyllite deposit being mined by
Carolina Pyrophyllite Company of Staley, North Carolina, The deposits are
in a north-northeast trending belt of meta-sedimentary and meta-volcanic
rocks and lie about a mile west éf a large biotite granite mass,

The topaz rock is difficult to recognize with assurance. Identification
is based on analogy with topaz rock from the Breﬁer mine in South Carolina,
and with material collected previously on Bowlings Mountain by others in
which topaz was determined by chemical and optical means, Field criteria
were principally superior hardness and weight as compared with associated
siliceous rocks, The material which'seemad to be highest grade topaz rock

is light bluish gray, asphanitic, homogeneous, exceedingly hard, tough, and





heavy; surfaces exposed to weathering especially are smooth and porcelain-
like., Such rock is almost undented and unpowdered when struck with a pick
point. Blocks are commonly angular with plane surfaces and straight edges;
many have roughly symmetrical shapes., Associated with such rock is a greater
amount of dubious material which resembles it but is less hard and heavy, is
slightly granular and brown on fresh breaks. This may be lower grade topaz
rock or perhaps siliceous rock without topaz, Also present in smaller amounts
at several places is spotted rock laving grains up to 0.l inch wide which
resemble good topaz, embedded in fine -grained qu;rtz.

No outcrops of topaz rock definitely in place were observed. Float
topaz is very common over wide areas. Many prospecting trenches and pits
have been opened in the vicinity but none expose topaz rock in place, Most
of these openings, however, are not in the area of most concentrated float,
Individual blocks of good topaz rock range up to about 18 inches thick,
Siliceous rock containing fairly definite topaz occurs in loose blocks as
much as six feet thick., Some of these boulders are so situated that they

.may be nearly if not exactly in place but most of the méterial is on moderate
slopes and so is likely to have crept downhill considerably.

The distribution of float is very spotty. The areas of heavy float have
much more in some places than in others, The concentrations of biggest
blocks of surest topaz.were in northerly trending areas five to six Teet wide
end 20 to 30 feet long but were not traceable from one area to another. A
zone of such areas appears to extend north-northeast along the upper part of
the east slope of Bowlings Mountain within 200 to 300 feet of its crest,

Over most of the lower slopes the float is smaller, more rounded, and sparser,





and is believed to have come mainly from the higher zolne.

Some of the larger blocks of siliceous rock show highly irregular.
vein-like massés of topaz that have weathered in high relief, The form and
thickness of these topaz masses vary abruptly from one part to another,
This small-scale irregularity coupled with the patchy distribution of float
seem to indicate that the topaz bodies are relatively small and not definitely
tabular or lenticular in form., They are believed to be on the order of two
to four feet thick and 20 to 30 feet long at a maximum. They are pretty sure
to be elongated to north-northeast and to have steep to vertical dips.
Drastic and irregular pinching and swelling is to be expected. Probably a
zone of topaz pods lies a little (100 to 200 feet) east of the pyrophyllite
bodies and extends along the upper slope of the ridge a little east of its
crest from a point at least 200 to 300 feet south of the shaft, north-
nor theastward to the new mine road across the north end of the mountain,

Geologic evidence available indicates that exploration should begin
with bulldozer trenches across areaé of heavy topaz float to establish the
position of topaz rock in place., The first trenches should trend east-west
8Ccross placés where big blocks of apparently richest topaz rock are concen-
trated, Threé such places near the ridge summit are indicated on the
accompanying sketch map. The trenches should be at least 50 feet long and
extend in both directions well beyond the float indications, If topaz rock
in place is thus exposed, the length of the body should be determined by
trenching along its strike., If minable bodies of topaz rock are discovered
by the initial trenching across float concentrations, then longer east-west

trenches down the east slope of the mountain might be justified in order

to determine the width across strike of the zone in which topaz lenses are

present, Core drilling should wait until the surface extent of the topaz

bodies is established,
