Subject: Application DMA-1946 from Ray N. Moses for mica exploration
in Macon County, North Carolina.

This application, for $1,750, is for work at the old
Mt. Hope Church mine, which is being re-named the Moses Mine No. 1.

The data in ‘the files of the Geolog1cal Survey, and that
presented by the applicant, suggest that this is a rather poor pros-
pect. The information available is tabulated below.

1. Production; according to the applicant, the production
after 1938 was $570, apparently at pre-war prices.
According to the 1943 findings of J. C. Olson, of the
Geological Survey, the total production was about $700.
Either of these figures would indicate that no per31st-
ent shoot, rich enough to mine, was found.

2. The mine is about 100 feet from an all-weather road,
U. S. Highway No. 64. This accessibility would stim-
ulate interest in the prospect, but despite this, it
was not worked during the World War II mica boom.

3. The mica apparently occurs in pockets rather than a
continuous shoot, as implied in the appllcant'
statement in #16 MF-103,

4. The upper 18 feet or so of the 4 shafts examined by
Olson were in non-pegmatitic material, apparently
mica gneiss and granite gneiss.

5. The attitude of the pegmatite dike is unknown. The
dip may be gentle,

6. The pegmatite is a relatively fine-grained aggregate
of white quartz, weathered feldspar, and muscovite
mica. This is not the type of pegmatite that normally
yields sheet mica in the region.





7. The mica was said by Olson to be of poor quality,

' mainly scrap. Much had a reddish stain. The
cleavage was poor, but the color probably would
be ruby. Olson considered it to be a scrap-mica
deposit. '

It is thought that the chances of an important discovery
at the prospect are exceedingly small, If it is thought necessary to
refer this application to the field team,especial attention should
be paid to the quality of the mica.
