The Woody Nine is located about one mile northwest of at 


Avery County, North Carolina along the headwaters of Plumtree Creek. 


An open cut about J40-feet in diameter has been made along the west 


bank of a small stream, in its floodplain, to a reported depth of 


16-feet. This opening is now flooded to within three feet of the 


surface and no rock in place is exposed. According to the applicants 


the pegmatite trends about east-west, dipping to the south and is 


about eight feet thick. 


When the deposit was mined several years ago it is reported 


that considerable mica was produced. The mine was abandoned because 


of the heavy flow of water. 


Thmp material which is a mixture of mica schist wall rock and 


pegmatite, is soft to semi-hard. Some small pieces of mica occur in 


the duii. This mica is reasonab] hard, clear, and ruby in color. 


Most of it is flat-A. The percentage of small mica to other material 


in the dun is low, indicating perhaps that the pegmatite is lean in 


mica.


Because of the likelyhood of a very serious water problem and 


the apparent leanness of the pegmatite in block mica, the Field Team 


recommends that the loan request be refused.
