The files of the Geological Survey contain no data on the 
Sanford Crane property. There is, however, a record of wartime 
exploration in the district, with the exception of a very few deposits 
near iteddias River that are said to contain ruby mica all of the known 
deposits in Wilkee County contain green mica. zcept near Reddies 
River the mica is rather badly warped. Some is also stained. The 
district as a whole was of little importance during World ar U, as 
only the Zoflie Shell and Cling Daniels mines yielded significant 
amounts of mica. 


It te noted that the locality given in the application is 
over 10 miles west of Rddies ?Jver, and probably not far enough 
west to be in thà group of deposits in northeastern Caidwell County 
t)nt yield flat green mica, some of which is clear, some black stained. 


The samples forwarded from the district office, which 
allegedly came from this property are of weathered mica books about 
6 inches across. They are rather strongly reeved, wavy, and light.
