previously examined, and if the surface indications encourage further 
exploratiofl,

Holland Beulon' s application (DMA- .2154) for aid in exploring 
the Gregory-Knob Corundum Mine, Macon County, North Carolina. 


Mr. Beulon's application, DMA-2154, to explore the Gregory 
Knob Mine, 9 miles southeast of Franklin, Macon County, North Carolina, 
for corundum is vague as to location so that the application cannot be 
accurately evaluated. 


During 1944-45 the Geological Survey and the Bureau of Mines 
visited, mapped, and partially explored the Corundum Hill Mine, the 
Mincey Mine, and the prospects in between. This would certainly in.. 
dude the Gregory Knob property. 


Most likely the Gregory Knob deposit is the same as the 
"Gray Knob" dunite outcrop (Holland's deed is from Mae Gray) mentioned 
by the Bureau of Mines (U.S .B .M. R. I. 4042, p. 8, 1947) as l miles 
northeast of Corundum Hill and "prospected to some extent by test pits 
and prospect tunnels, but mainly in interior veins." This knob is 
also mentioned by Pratt and Lewis (No. Car. Geol. Surv. vol. 1, p.248-9, 
1905) and by Pratt (U.S.G.S. Bull. 269, p . 119, 1906) as belonging to 
John Gray. In the latter publication Pratt states "This, in my opinion, 
is one of the nxst promising prospects for corundum in Macon County." 
However, judging by the U.S.B.M. report, the property has been carefully 
prospected since the Pratt report. 


Hadley, who did the work in this area for the Survey in 
1945, has emphasized the difficulties involved in reopening mines in 
this area. White (North Carolina R. I., Corundum in North Carolina, 
Advance Report, p. 8, 1943) states: 


"Since most of the veins have large vermiculite 
phases, there is a constant tendency for large 
masses of rock to slip or fall from the back. 
The history of corundum mining 8hows many fail-
ures of attempted reopenings of old drifts . . 


In summary, the information at hand indicates that "Gregory 
Knob" is the same as "Gray Knob." Gray Knob has already been explored 
by underground workings, a much more complete exploration than the 
surface work proposed by the applicant. Pending more accurate infèrma-
tion from the applicant, the application should be denied.

Mr. Beulon' $ application, aIA .-2154, to explor, the Gregory 
Knob yin., 9 miles southeast of Franklin, Macon County, North Carolina, 
for corundum is vague &s to location so that the application cannot be 
accurately evaluated. 


During 194445 the Geological Survey and the Bureau of Min•s 
visited, mapped, and partially explored the Corundum Hill Mine, the 
Mincoy iine, and the prospects in between. Thia would certainly in-
clud, the Gregory Knob property. 


Most likely the Gregory Knob deposit is the same as the 
"Gray Knob" dunite outcrop (Holland's deed is from Mae Gray), mentioned 
by the Bureau of Mines (U. S. B .11. R. I. 4042, p. g, 1947), as 34 miles 
northeast of Corundum Hill and "prospected to some extent by test pita 
and prospect tunnels, but mainly in int.ror veins." This knob is 
also mentioned by Pratt and Lewis (No. Car. Geol. Surv. vol. 1, p.248.9, 
1905) and by Pratt (U.S.G.S. Bull. 269, p . 119, 1906) ma belonging to 
John Gray. In the latter publication Pratt states "This, in my opinion, 
is one of the nat promising prospects for corundum in Macon County." 
However, judging by the U.S.LM. report, the property has been carefully 
prospected since the Pratt report. 


Hadley, who did the work in this area for the Survey in 
1945, baa .mphasiaed the difficulties involved in reopening mines in 
this area.
