This application, DMA-2l7, is for exploring one or more 
deposits in Mulberry Township, Wilkes County, North Carolina that 
are supposed to have been mined on a small scale for ruby mica. 
Feldspar, kaolin, and strategic quartz are said also to occur on the 
property.


The location is given in only general terms and no names 
of former operators or mine names are given. It is therefore 
impossible to tell whether or not the files of the Geological Survey 
contain any information about the property. 


This property is apparently in the middle, part of the 
Wilkes District, where all the known mica deposits yield warped, wavy 
green mica or in- a few, greenish rum mica. Much is mineral stained. 
The quality of the sheet bought from the area by the Colonial Mica 
Corporation was rather poor. Only one deposit yielded mica that 
averaged as high as 8 percent fair-stained' or better, and only one 
other deposit yielded mica that averaged over 3 percent fair-stained 
or better, one third to one half of the mica was poorer than good-
stained. This wouldn't be bad if the total production were moderately 
large, but the total war-time production exceeded 200 pounds at only 
seven mines, None of the deposits examined by the Survey contained 
feldspar recoverable by hand cobbing, strategic quartz, large enough 
tonnages of kaolin to be worth exploiting, or any other material that 
could be recovered as a by-product of mica mining. 


The application does not give evidence of the occurrence 
of strategic mica, describe present mine openings, or what type of 
exploration is planned. The time needed, costs estimated, and 
equipment needed are inconsistent.
