This application, 1)MA-.2196 is for *2,200 to be used in 
exploring a mica deposit about 5 miles southwest of Franklin, North 
Carolina.


The files of the Geological Survey contain no data on this 
deposit. The description of e.:rlier work (MF 103 # 16) suggests 
that the earlier prospecting was unfavorable. The program suggested 
doesn't sound very logical. 16er hour is an unusually high wage 
for labor in north Carolina, and such a small project hardly needs 
both a foreman and an engineer-superintendent. The reference to the 
other mica mines is futile as the Beasley No. 2 is over 10 miles 
from this property, and no large producr is very close. 


This is . one of several applications from Franklin, North. 
Carolina, that contain too little data to justify any action.. The 
applicant should be asked to state what evidence there is of the 
occurrence of strategic mica on the property, including something 
about the size and splittability of the mica. I suspect that this 
is rely one of the hundreds of pegmatites in the region that con-
tain very few or no books at all that are large enough to yield 
punch. If there is a satisfactory show of good mica 15 or 20 days 
hand shovel work might be justified.
