Comments:


1. R. H. Jahns' complete report on the property is 
attached.

1951. 


3. The mine produced feldspar during 193 2-35 at a rate 
of 10-16 tons per day and the occasional beryl crystals 
that were found were stockpiled at the mine. Thus the 
presence of beryl on the "dumps." 


4. Mr. Phillips reported a production of 30 tons of beryl 
from this mine during the war. He was asked to sub-
stantiate this figure, but has not. The total wartime 
beryl production of all the southeastern states is less 
than 15 tons.

The feldspar, a low-grade ceramic materi.al, was mined from 
two open cuts and trucked to Spruce ?ine, North Carolina, for grinding. 
Daily production is reported by C. i Hunter, geologist for the Tonnes-
see Valley Authority, to have been 10 to 16 tons. No beryl is known to 
have been sold, although it was carefully stocicoiled at the mire. 


The upper pit was cut into the steep valley wall iin2e&iate1y 
west of the stresni.

Conclusions and 'recommendations 


Despite the probable lenticular shape of the ,Brooks penatite 
and the reported filling of the upper pit with 20 feet of debris from 
the west wall, the 'reserves at feldspar are nrobablv fairly large. The 
material. is low-grade "cordueroy spar." however, and hence canrot corn-' 
mend more than glass-spar prices. The long, haul to the nearest market 
makes cw,ercial operation for this quartzose spar a very doubtful 
venture.


The beryl ocoirs chiefly in the upper oit, where the spar is 
least pure. About 2 . . tors is in sight on small bery'.mica stockpiles, 
and an eddttion3. 2 tone may well , be present in these piles and in the 
dumps. Not more than three tons can be inferred for the wunired peg-
matite on the bas-Is of present exposures, although a much greater amount 
might conceivab3z7 be present. About 2 tons ol scrap mica has been stock-
pile d ., but reserves of this material are very low.

F. 0. Phillips' application, DNEA..2210, proposes to spend 
$28,140 to explore the Brooks pegmatite prospect, 5 miles west of 
Bryson City, Swain County, North Carolina for beryl and strategic 
mica. You will probably wish to deny this application. 


R. H. Jahns visited this property in August, 1944 and the 
application was referred to him. He states: 


"I don't see how the deposit could be considered 
as a potential source of commercial beryl. Although 
the mineral is present, and occurs as local masses 
of fair, hand-cobbable size, the total amount is 
small. The statement to the effect that 'a much 
greater amount might conceivably be present' is 
based on the rather remote possibility of similar 
concentrations appearing at the centers of other 
bulges in the pegmatite body at depth. This would 
be a mighty poor thing on which to base an operation. 


"To summarize, I do not think that another field 
examination of this pegmatite is warranted by anything 
I saw in August 1944. Under the most favorable possible 
conditions, I can't conceive of beryl reserves in 
excess of about 20 tons, and the chances are excellent 
that the reserves don't exceed the 3-ton figure I 
quoted in my report. 


"As to strategic-grade mica, the deposit is ab-
solutely out. The total amount of this material that 
might be recovered in a mining operation would be so 
small that it wouldn't even cut much ice as a by-product."

Since submitting the Brooks Beryllium application to the Defense Minerals 
Exploration Administration, a Mr. Clyde Smith, mining-engineering consultant, has 
made a field survey of the subject mine and has prepared a report in quadruplicate, 
which is now in the hands of Mr. Stanley Needleman in the U. S. Bureau of Mines.

It is reported that one such shipment had. a gross value 


of $1900 and it is said. that beryl was so abundant at times as to contaminate the 


feldspar so that some beryl-'beariitg material was dumped oti the property. 


The widespread. reports of eccurrences of beryl on the property coupled, 


with existence of float beryl near the old workings should warrant exploration for 


beryl. It is recommended that this be done in two ways (1) by examining the dumps 


and (2) by exposing fresh faces of pegmatite at intervals along the strike of the vein.

I have your letter of November 21, in which you inquire concerning 
reserves of beryl in the Brooks pegmatite ., Swain County, North Carolina. 


The Brooks deposit is one of those that was worked many years ago 
for feldspar and minor by-product mica, and the workings are typically 
caved and the geology in them pretty well obscured. This accounts for 
some of the "weasel words" that I used in my report. I made only a 
couple of small-scale sketch maps of the deposit, so .that these probably 
wouldn't do you much good even if you had them for consultation; I am 
a little surprised, incidentally, that copies of these maps are no - 
longer in the files. 


I,	 - 
I don't see how the depôsli could be considered as a potential source 


of commercial beryl. Although the mineral is present, and occurs as 
local masses of fair, hand-cobbable size, the total amount is small. 
The statement to the effect that "a much greater amount might conceiv-
ably be present" is based on the rather remote possibility of similar 
concentrations appearing at the centers of other bulges in the pegmatite 
body at depth. This would be a mighty poor thing on which to base an 
operation. 


To summarize, I do not think that another field examination of this 
pegmatite is warranted by anything I saw in August l9t. Under the most 
favorable possible conditions, I can't conceive of beryl reserves in 
excess of about 20 tons, and the chances are excellent that the reserves 
don't exceed the 3-ton figure I quoted in my report.

suant to Mineral Order 5, entitled "Regulations Governing Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects." 
2. Operator's property rights. The exploration project shall be conducted on that certain property situated in the State of

with respect to which the Operator represents and undertakes: 


(a) That he is the sole owner, in possession and entitled to possession, and that the property is subject only to the following 
claims, liens, or encumbrances as to each of which the subordination agreement of the holder is attached- ------------------------------


(b) That he is a lessee, in possession and entitled to possession, and the subordination agreement of the lessor is attached. 
3. Exploration project. The Operator, within ------------------------------------days from the date of this contract shall commence 


work on a project of exploration for' ------------------------------------------------------; shall prosecute the work efficiently, expertly, in a 
workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, all 
properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of ° from the date 
of this contract.

5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, instal-
lations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, 
depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Any additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to 
be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the estimated cost of each, to which the Govrnment will contribute 
currently its agreed pro rata share, are listed in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. The difference betweenth dosfof such additional 
facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged as a cost of the 
project to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share. 


6. Operating equipment. Any operating equipment to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allow-
able rental, purchase price, or depreciation, as the case may be, is listed under appropriate headings in Exhibit. "A" attached 
hereto. As to equipment purchased for the project, the Government will contribute its agreed pro rata share of the cost thereof, 
and the difference between the cost and the salvage value at the conclusion of the work shall be charged as a cost of the project 
to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share.

7. Title to and disposition of property. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more than $50 
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. An itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes (miners, muckers, milimen, etc.) , and of 
supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the 
project is set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. 


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. A statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put existing facilities, 
buildings, installations, and fixtures into useful and operable condition and which are to be allowed as costs of the project is 
included in Exhibit "A." 


10. Allowable costs of the project. The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited to the 
necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineering, 
power, water, analytical work, accounting, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each; and the costs 
referred to in Articles 5, 6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in this contract. Although the Government may 
pay part of the cost of new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, 
computed as indicated in Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate 
management, interest, taxes, or any other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these provisions, or work performed or costs 
incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. 


11. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a 
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project.

15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter, shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:
