Your letter of May 19, transmitting a letter from 
Frank Siersina and page of additional data on the subject application 
have been received. 


We see nothing in the letter or the additional data which 
adds significantly to the information in Mr. Teagu& a examination 
report of March 12. However, Mr. Siersina says the pegmatite contains 
entirely ruby mica, whereas Mr. Teague saw both green and ruby mica, 
and states that the mica is bent, badly cracked, and very little of 
strategic grade. Mr. Siersma did not supply the requested sample, 
saying that representative samples are unavailable. 


Unless additional work is done to provide new exposures, 
or to provide acceptable samples of strategic grade mica, we do not 
wish to change the recommendation for denial.
