Receipt is acknowledged of your letter of February 16,
requesting a review of the denled cases of Dexter Hall of Greens
Cresk, Nexrth Carolina.

We appreclats your interest in the promotion of cocper—-
ation between the mine owners of Franklin Sylvae District and the
Defense Minerals Exploration Administration. You, no doudbt, under-
stand that we cannot send field men to examine every pegmatite that
| is suggested for an exploration project. The spplicant must provide
| enough information to show that his project is not just a simple
- pegmatite, and not just within a mica bearing pegmatite lead but
must give enough facts to justify a field examination.

Your statement that the applicant must employ the services
of an enginser or geologist, in order to furnish all the requested inforeation,
is not entirely true. Each question asked is pertinent and the
answer should be as detailed as possible. Many ouestions have been
left unanswered. Other pertinent questions have bsen answered with
very terse statements, '

This office can think of no more satisfactory srrangement

! that can be evolved for handling applications other than the system
under which we are now operating. Each application is reviewed by
numerous technical people with different objectives in mind. TYour
statement that due to economic conditions in the past, few operations
have been conducted on & business~like basis, is entirely true, but
is it not also trus that the size of the mica shoots has prevented
any large scale business-—like operation?! The request for more

information does not indicate a tightening of requirements but rather

an attempt to develop the required informatiion most economically,

- since field team exaninat}ons are expensive,

w
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'tcm are correst in your aamuption that u is the
Government's intention to stimwlate produetion of strategic niea. ‘
¥e are providing 90% of the cost of approved exploration projech.

Ye hgve deen reopening numerous cases after desial, simply
wvhen additional informstion which should have besn in the original
applisation has Been provided, and have besn very lenient in Yecom-
mending field team exaxinations whores 14 bas been feli that the
prospect justified it.

Mr. Dexter Hall of Greens Greek, N. C. , has received four

letters from you regarding properties on which he has made agpplication
for exploratory loans. He has asked that I review his penciled-in
answers and mske reply for him.

Many of our members have received similar letters and I have

attempted to substantiate ffacts contained in their applieations through a
more intelligent manner than presented to me. However, in this case I
believe it best that I submit Mr. Hall's exact statements.

Mr. Siersma this man is not satisfied with the information we sent
him. I have worked some more at this mine prospect. Mr. C. Cagle
at Sylva got mica that cut 4x6 and a good N. C. grade. I got some
3x4 out of the same vein tho I have not had time to do much work.
The vein is about 2 feet wide where I worked and got this mica and
runs clear across the 3% acres that my lease covers and crosses the
river and mica has been got over there and there is mica and flint
there and I know I have some good mines but I cannot understand

all about this. If I had mica dug out and piled up I would not want
any loan. Mr. Cagle sold $700.00 worth out of this mine. My lease
is on the same vein 300 feet from the hole that he got his mica.

I have some of the mica I got out of this vein. This is all I am
going to say. If the Government will set the prices up on mica

I can get the mica.
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DMEA-2152 FEEIX HALL MINE

I got mica out of this mine that would make 2x2, sound as could be;
the vain was 2 feet wide and flint.

DMEA-2251 _EBB HALL MINE

I have had sickness in the family; have not had time to do what I
wanted to do. This is a good prospect; mica in sight. You captell .
these men anything you want to. . '

DMEA-2206___ DILLARD MINE

This Dillard mine is one of the best I have. I am very bad disgusted
about the Government furning down these loanes. I would like to know
where they are getting mica. '

Because of announced assistence offered, more than a year ago, ve

began a long period of active cooperation between the mine owner and
the Defense Mimerals Administration. Among other matters, it included
the preparation of forms, reports etc. About the middle of last year
DMA started exploratory projects and during the early stages it was
only necessary to submit. applications which, in the main, covered pro-
perties within the mica lead, adjacent to past producing mines and whth
some showing of mica. Such information could readily be furnished by
all miners, and seemed to suffice and warrant a Field Team examination.
As time went on, more and more details have been added; such as length
and width of pegmatites, drawings of past workings and intended explora~
tion, records of sales, etc., etc. This has gradually reached a point
where an applicant must emply the services of an engineer and geologist
in order that he furnish all requested . information.

T moved into Franklin about August 1950 because of mining investments

I had had here, and cause I had learned of a "pending® mica program.
With the exception of one, every application I made for either an
exploratory or operating loan has been denied. . Naturally this, and the
delay in announcement of a program, has seriously affected myffinancial
position; even though I take it in stride. However, I have come to know
these people and their problems and will stay with them. It would seem
to me that if DMEA understood this local condition there could be a

more satisfactory arrangement evolved for handling applications.

There is a large concentration of ruby mica in the Fraiiin Mining
District and a large portion of it is of strategic type. The knowledge
of local pegmatites which I have acquired convinces me of the fact that
actual exploration is only in its infancy. Although a main lead passes
through the district, large number of "Feeder" veins emenate from it.
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This extends the possibility of finding commercial ore bodies in
locations and areas not previously operated, but such findings can
never te uncovered without a certain amount of exploration. I am
satisfied that probably the greatest concentration of mica exists in
this district - as compared to any other district in the country.

Due to economic conditions in the past, few operations have been
conducted on a businesslike basis. The mines are mostly owned by
individuals who, through the years, have been forced to farm their

lands in order to be assured of a basic livelihood. All are good, solid
American citizens of high integrity and honesty, but like most mountain
people, have enjoyed few of the luxuries of life; and not many have been
able to take advantage of available educational opportunities. Their
condition has caused them to become extremely cautious; not easily
understandable until one lives with them and secures their confidence.
As has happened before, they originally believed that DMA was setup to
really work with them in every practical manner. But as requirements
become more strict, they react in a manner not easily understood by
those who do not fully appreciate the conditioms.

I am satisfied that the Government's intention is to release all possible
strategic mica and the requirements being exacted of miners is considered
necessary. But is there no way you can provide some little added encourage-
ment t0 regain the confidence of these people? Bear in mind - they have

the mineral and want to produce it. Alone, they cannot.

Returning to the. case of Dexter Hall - I have worked with him for nearly
six months. He has filed six or seven applications for assistance and I
know he needs assistance to prove the value of his mines. Despite the
information he has supplied, he has received no encouragement at all, yet
each of his properties deserve consideration. He is only one - of all -
who has become exceedingly discouraged.

I can gppreciate that you cannot have the Field Team examine EVERY appli-
cation submitted unless you have a certain amount of suitable data. On
the other hand, these applicants are in no position to furnish informa~-
tion which would cost them money to secure; particularly when they

are not assured their applications will then be acted wupon.

Surely it would not prove costly for the Field Team to spend a day or

two with Dexter Hall and cover each of his properties. I feel sure

this procedure, in itself, would go a long ways toward reastablishing the
confidence these miners once had. Incidently, it will also prove to

be the means for locating additional sources for mica.

In my opinion about the minerals program is that we are all of us in the
same position - in that we must do everyting possible to locate DOMESTIC
sources. Nothing in this communication is offered in a crigical manner,
It is presented only as one person's opinion - for the good of all. I
will appreciate receiving your comments.
