It is proposed to begin with a dozer cut fifty feet downgrade from the abandoned
shafts. (See Exhibit C.) This first dozer cut will be run parallel with an'

imaginary line running throught the shaft openings. The cut will be 100 feet long,
15 to 20 feet deep, and 12 feet wide at its lowest depth. A second cut will be made

": 50 feet lower downgrade and parallel to both the first cut and the line of abandoned

shafts. This second cut will also be 100 feet long, 15 to 20 feet deep and 12 feet
wide at its lowest depth.

Mr. Mashburn, a member of the partnership, has reason to believe that the past
workings were done too high upgrade. It is his belief that the pegmatite dyke lies in
a plane parallel with the surface grade or dipping at less angle than the surface
grade. Tt appears that the major portion of the dyke has never been congthcted but
rather that $he prior prospectors were on the fringe of the dyke on its upgrade side.

To outline the width of the dyke as well as its length it is proposed to make a
dozer cut perpendicular to the line of abandoned shafts starting at the base of
this imaginary line and going downgrade for a distance of one hundred feet to inter-
sect the lowest level dozer cut.

To determine the mineralization of the dyke it is proposed to sink a shaft at
opposite ends of each of the parallel dozer cuts end to lower these shafts through
the dyke. If mica bearing gneiss is contacted in lowering these shafts it is
desired to drive a tunnel toward the old shafts to determine the extent and pro-
portion of the mica gneiss to the pegmatite dyke.

This proppect lies in the immediate vicinity of mines that have produced large
quantities of ruby muscovite of high quality. It is felt that this prospect

-should be explored at least to the extent set forth above. If the USGS or the DMEA field

team feel that the expleration should be conducted in a different manner, their
suggestions will be graciously received.

Possibilities are a matter of record with the USBM and USGS.
