Four diamond drill holes were drilled on the Presnell by the 
Bureau of Mines during World War II (B. I. 4241). No workable mica 
pegmatite was discovered under the old workings, but at least two new 
dikes were cut, one of which may be of value. The Bureau reported that 
the owner (then E. L. Briggs) stated that the mine had produced $150,000 
worth of mica up to late 1943. 


We have no data on the extent of mining since the Bureau's 
war-time investigation and are unable to relate the abandoned workings 
shown on applicant's map with the former workings or the diamond drill 
holes.


The cost estimate of $8,000 for 85 feet of "tunnel" (inclined' 
shaft) seems high, but may be sustained on field examination. 


A field team examination is recommended to ascertain if the 
location and extent of the proposed exploration has a reasonable chance 
of disclosing minable strategic mica and to review the cost estimates. 
It is also pertinent to consider whether the proposal constitutes ex-
ploration rather than the development of inferred reserves.
