Excavation No. 2 is on pegmatite No. 8 (Area B) which was 
explored by a shaft and drifts in 1943-4. Excavation No. 3 


is on pegmatite No. 7 (Area A) and is explored by two open 
pits, one of which is 30 feet deep. 


Sources of information on applicant's property:

Brief description of deposit: A series of outcrops, prospect pits, 
shafts, and other workings a1on four partially exposed 
peatites (Nos. 4, 5, 7, and 8) on the Whisnant property. 
These pesatites are the southern part of the "Foster mines" 
which is one of the older mines of the area. Most of the 
mica production, however, including 9,000 pounds of sheet 
mica and 12,000 pounds of punch mica during World War II, 
came from pegmatite No. 1 which is on the Norman property 
and not controlled by the applicant. The mica from peg-
matite No. 4 is 40 percent "Flat All and clay stained. 
Past output has been chiefly scrap. Clear ruby mica 
occurs on the dumps of peginatites Nos. 7 and 8. 


The applicant proposes to explore in three areas. 
According to available reports (mainly J. C. Olson's 
notes), the first area (Pegmatite No. 4) has been ex-
plored by a shaft and surface trenching in the main

outcrop area and by trenches to the northeast. The 
penatite is small and the mica is "more cracked with 
depth." No further work appears to be justified on 
penatite No. 4. The peiatites in the other two 
areas (Pegnatites Nos. 7 and ) have been partially 
explored, but the available data on them is meagre. 


Additional information needed from applicant; f-i-rh1 LLP 
The applicant's proposed program is vague and incomplete. 
In answer to question No. 3 he mentions shaft sinking., 
but two of the three areas he indicates on the map 
already have shafts. On one of theappended sheets the 
applicant describes bulldozer work, but the three local-
ities mentioned are the areas of best exposure of the 
pegmatite at the present time, and .therefore unlikely 
sites for bulldozer work. 


The application should be returned to the applicant. 
He should be asked to establish the need for further 
exploration on pegmatites that already appear to be. adequate-


ly explored. He should be asked to outline his program of 
exploration in more detail, preferably with specific data 
as to location, size, and type of "excavation" contemplated0 


RECOMMENDATION: Return to applicant for. more data. 


Reasons for recommendation: 
(1) The adjacent deposit has produced good clear ruby 


mica in quantity. 
(2) The applicant's proposal appears to duplicate ex-


ploration that has already been done. 


(3) The suggested program of exploration is vague and 
incomplete.
