The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided.

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens’
compensation and employers’ liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit “A,” attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors; and work not specified in Exhibit “A” for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit “A,” as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter.

(b) Independent contracts—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved), or on some basis
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract.
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government’s right to
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit “A” to any such independent contract states that the Government’s
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its
written approval of the independent contract. .

(¢) Government may inspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.

ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit “A,”
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit “A” is there or
elsewhere designated as an “allowable maximum,” such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be

- exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government’s approval of any such excess
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or
voucher- for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit “A” or elsewhere as
“allowable maximum,” and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account

of the Operator in which the Government will not participate.

ARTICLE 6, Allowable costs of the project.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are
limited to the following:

(1) Fndependent contracts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit “A.”
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of
costs in Exhibit “A” in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract,
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract.

(2) Labor, supervision, consultants.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological '

consultants), a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit “A.” The requirements and related
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums.

(3) Operating materials and supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit “A.”

(4) Operating equipment.—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price,’or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of

(b) The Government’s payments in ’ases will be based on actual, necessary co’(including contract unit‘prices)’
incurred not in excess of any “allowable maximum,” and not in excess of the fixed percentage d® the total aggregate estimated cost.
Costs will be considered to be incurred only as they are or become due =i payable.

(¢) No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than payroll and sales taxes) or any other
indirect costs, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in
which the Government will participate.

ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.— (a) Progress reports. The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly
reports of work performed.and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies),
upon forms provided by the Government.

The Operator shall not
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator’s rights in the land described in Article 2,
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government’s right to a percentage royalty on production and
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator’s rights in the land, without
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision,
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator’s liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of property.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more

The May mica mine is on the headwaters of Mica City Creek about
1l miles by road northeast of Franklin, Macon County, North Carolina,

Most of the work was confined to the pegmatite worked from &dit "A",
This pegmatite was followed for about 150 feet by a series of three gross-
cutting trenches, The pegmatite is large, but practically the entire mica :
content is of scrap quality. The trench on the main May pegmatite failed to
expose a worthwhile mica deposite, The field examiners are of the opinion
that no discovery was made at the main May pegmatite and no discovery of
strategic mica was made at the "Adit A" pegmatite, but a deposit of scrap mica
was found at "Adit A", If a certificate of discovery is issued, it should be.
confined to the "Adit A" area,

No additional exploration is ﬁarranted at either of the localitieg,

Work consisted of cutting a northeast trending trench 100 x 10 x 12
at the middle cut. The cut was suppl@fmented by considerable open cut work in
hard rock by the operator at his own expense. Three cuts. were made at the
"Adit A" pegmatite. These culs were made along a steep slopdand the two lower
ones exposed pegmatite, The upper trench is not deep enougn 'to expose the top
of the pegmetite. The trenches at "Adit A" were followed by cleaning out
4O feet of MAdit A" and sinking a 6-foot pit in the floor of the adit, and a
6-foot pit on each side of the large quartz core from the middle trench,

Work began February 23 and was completed on March 27, 1953.

There is strong evidence that the two pegmatite exposures in the
middle cut (main May pegmatite) belong to the same pegmatite, The trench
exposes; about 15 feet of pegmatite and the latter open cut work at the
Operatort!s own expense adds considerable strength to the belief that this peg=
matite is emplaced in an open fold and 2ll pegmatite exposed in this area
belongs to the same body.

Mica occurs throughout
the feldspathic portion, but appears to be more abundant adjacent to the
hanging wall side of the quartz cores

The mica is soft, badly ruled, cracked and bente It is ruby in
color and clear., Many large books were recovered during the project, but
because of their fuled, bent, and broken condition, only punch and scrap
could be recovereds It is estimated that approximately 1000 tons of scrap
mica are indicated as a result of the project. Some pattern could be re=
covered as a by-product. Approximately 3000 pounds of punch and scrap were

Under Contract Idm-EL76, DMEA #2327:~ Due to the terrain, which
varies at all mines, it is difficult to accurately determine -
Yardage removed by bulldozer. Several factors enter into this, such
as type and size of quartz, flint, etc., encountered at time of

work. In the case of this contract, it is estimated that 1500 cu.
yds. of dirt was moved at a cost of $1000.00; about 66¢ per cubic
yard. This is not considered high because, in addition of heavy
quartz, many large trees had to be blasted and removed while the
doger idled at continuing cost. From my experience I know that some
mined can be dozed at a cost of less than half - to remove oberburden.

Of the labor cost on this job, about $100.00 can be considered for
hand labor to remfve approximately 20 yards at a cost of about $5.00
per cubic yard, from test pits, etc.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a ‘monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: : :

(a) Form MPF-104—Owperator’s Monthly Report and
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes’ a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs; :

() Form MF-104A—Operator’'s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures
wh;ch shows costs for the various types of operation;
an

(c) Narrative—A concise narrative desecription of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Ezxecutive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104,—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
ager}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form,

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms. -

Under Item (1) delete words ¢‘Short Form” if the cantract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent’” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and suppliés
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6). . :

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be reported under “Rental”. The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under ‘“Purchase’”. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion, ’of equipment owned will be reported under ‘ Deprecia-
tion”’.

Itemn (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reporteci
under items (2) and (3).

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etec., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as

The subject of changing the proposed exploration program on the
May Mine hes becen discussed with A. W. Reid, the applicent. Mr, Reid
feels that the delay would be too great in getting the mine in pro-
duction with a program of shaft sinking and drifting from the shaft.

The puxpose of the proposed bulldozing at this mine as suggested in
the originzl Field Tean's report had two -objectives, (1) To determine
whether or not the V"North" and "M{iddle" cuts are in one oxr two pegmatites,
and (2) To determine the best place to drive a drift on the pegmatite
nined from "Adiv A.®

No exposures ocecur in the intervening area betueen the "Horth" and
Middle® workings, and no attempt has been made 4o determine what oceurs
between the two openings. It is entirely pogssible that these two omenings
are in the same pegmatite, it having been emplaced in an open fold, If
the pegmatite continuegs between these two workings, the most economical
approach to mining the deposit is to drive a crosscut from ¥ approxdis
mately the 3200-foot contour, eastward to the pegmatite and then follow
the pegmatite in both directions. In order to deternine this possibility
it will be adviseable to conduct the proposed bulldezing, %o be followed
by adit work. .

At the present time "Adit AY is cavéd and inaccessible, Pegmatite
is exposed only in the bank of the logging road above the adit. The
trenches, as proposed should trace the pegmatite along the strike and ine
dicate the best location for any drifts on the pegmatite.

Relief at the May mine is considerable, thus drifis and crosscuts
appear to be more feasible than shafts. Also, as shown on the map, streang
flow through the northern openings causing considerable water problems in
open cut or shaft work,

Our ideas on this expleoration project are suwmarized briefly as
followse

The deposit is accessible by truck or jeep only during good weather,
thus at best making difficult worlking conditions, The program of exploras
tion as outlined in the original Field Team's report is admittedly only
part of what is needed to bring the mine in production; however, we feel
that the proposed bulldozing and test pitting will indicate the most
oconomical method and place to opem the mine, After this has b2en accompe
lished we believe that the operator will ccntinue the operation without
Government aide

Should an exploration program of crosscuts and drifts or shafits and
drifts be conducted at this miney; the cost of such a program would probably
amount to atproximately four times the amount estimated in the original
proposal, Therefore, the Field Team believes that satisfactory results cen
be obtained by following the original recommendations. :

Mr. Reid isthe present operator. , (1952 - Reid isnow the
complete ovmer) ‘

History and workings

The only mining prior to the current activity, which began in
Aoril 19hlLi, was during the period of World War I. At least some of this
early work was carried on by Mr. Reid, Although most of the early WOrk=
ings are now filled in, it is probzble that less than 1000 tons of rock
has been mined on the property to date,

The three sets of workings lie on a northesouth line about 500
feet long, They explore more than one pegmatite, At the northern end
of the line is an old open cut, at the bottom of which is a smaller,
recently excavated cut. The principal workings are about 150 feet to
the south, where most of the surface debris has been stripped from a
pegmatite for a width of about 20 feet and for a distance of 65 feet
dlong a small stream bottom. An old pit is reported to have been
opened in this pegmatite in the area just below that now exposed, but





it is now obliterated. About 300 feet south of the middle workings and
100 feet higher, an old adit explores a pegmatite for a distance that

probably does not exceed 90 feet, It is accessible for a distance of

70 feet. The foot-wall of the pegmatite has been stoped to a height of
about 20 feet above the level of this adit near its southeastern end,

The pegmatite and gneiss in the adit are sufficiently decomposed
to be mined by pick and shovel methods, but drilling and blasting is
necessary in the other two areas to the north,

Geology

Outcrops in the area are generally limited to stream bottoms, but
at least two, and probably three pegmatites have been exposed in the
three sets of workings., All appear to cut across the foliation of the
enclosing gneiss and to have moderate to steep dips to the southwest,
The country rock is 4 fine-to-medium-grained bistite gneiss that is
locally garnetiferous, Sporadic lenses of Qquartz as much as 6 inches
thick occur in this rock. The foliation of the gneiss is fairly regular
in attitude in any one outcrop, but is so inconstant from one outcrop to
another that no general attitude can be given.

Pegmatites and mica

The following three types of pegmatite were distinguished in
mapping: (1) medium-grained (1 to 12 inche crystals predominating)
feldspar-quartz pegmatite, (2) fine-grained (crystals average less than
1 inch) quartz~-feldspar=muscovite pegmatite, and (3) massive quartz,

The feldspar-quartz pegmatite locally contains sufficient muscovite to
be mined for sheet or scrsp mica, The fine=grained muscovite is
generally greenish in color and too small to yield commercial sheet micz.
The quartz in this rock type is generally granular, and constitutes more
than half of the rock,

Northern workin%.--The new pit exposes 5 feet of mica-bearing
pegmatite adjacent to an irregular footwall contact that strikes northe
northwest and dips moderately to steeply southwest (see section A=A!),
This medium=-grained pegmatite is composed of white plagioclase, quartz,
muscovite, biotite; apatite and sericite in that order of relative _
abundance, No microcline was identified. The pegmatite exposed by the
‘old cut 15 feet to the north contains much less muscovite. The pegmatite
exposed in the stream bottom to the southeast is the fine~grained quartz-
feldspar-muscovite type.

Muscovite books as much as 13 x 8 x 1/2 inches in size are exposed
in the new smaller cut, but the average size of recovered books is about
2 x 3 x1 inches, The mica is light ruby to rum in color. Most of the
books have a slight roll or warp. Ruling and cracking is a defect of





about half the books, but black and brown mineral inclusions occur in
relatively few books. This is the best mica observed on the property,
and it seems likely that the quality of sheet mica trimmed from it would
be as high as that of the average pica of the Franklin=Sylva district,

Middle workings.-= The hanging wall of a pegmatite is exposed
along the southern edge of the middle workings. It strikes N. 759 W,
and dips about 75° to the south., The pegmatite contains a barren mass
of granular quartz flanked on the north by a zone of indetermined thicke
ness that is composed of fine-grained quartz-feldspar-muscovite pegmatite,
and flanked on the south by a four-foot zone of medium=-grained feldspaxre
quartz pegmatite. At the eastern end of the exposed areg the quartz
mass is absent, and the medium=-grained feldspar=quartz pegmatite merges
into the fine-grained quartz-feldspar-muscovite pegmatite, The feldspar=
quarez .zone is more coarsely crystalline where it lies adjacent to the
quartz mass thar were the quartz mass is absent. Microcline, gray to
pink in color, is nearly absent from the more coarsely crystalline phases
of the rock; but toward the eastern end of the area it is as common as:
- plagioclase., Some masses of light green sericite occur with the microcline.
In the more coarsely crystalline part of the pegmatite, most of the

muscovite is concentrated in large books that locally constitute as much.
as five percent of the rocke.

The limited exposures up the stream from the stripred area ine-
dicate that the pezmatite does not continue far in that direction. The
pegmatite along the northern limit of exposure contains a few gneissic
inclusionsy; which possibly indicate préoximity of the footwall contact.
If this is true, it is unlikely that the northern and middle workings
explore different parts of the same pegmatite body. The varietion in
strike of the pegmatite in the two localities also supports this view,

The large books of mica, some 10 inches across and three inches
thick, that occur in the hanging-wall zone adjacent to the quartz mass
are pale rum to greenish-rum in color. Some ruling and reeves are present,
The principal defect of this mica is the black mineral inclusions that
are present in almost all the books; few clear pieces larger than munch
size can be trimmed out. Toward the east the greenish-colored mice #s
most common, and although the books are much less spotted, they are aiso
much smallere

Southern workings (adit A)e-- Adit A follows a pegmatite, dise
tinct from any exposed to the north, that strikes N, 30° W. and dips
about 60° to the southwest. This pegmatite body is 3 to L4 feet thick
at the adit portal, and gradually thickens toward the southeast. The
rock consists of a medium-grained intergrowth of feldspar andquartz, and
is much decomposed. Some perthite was identified. About 35 feet from
the portal a central body of quartz is present; it thickens rapidly

toward the southeast, attaining a width of 5 feet at the heading., lMore
muscovite is present in the pegmatite adjacent to the €fentral quartz
mass than elsewhere. Although both the footwall and the hanging wall
were stoped adjacent to the wide quartz mass near the heading, the
former appears to have been more extensively worked, and therefore was
probably richer in mica,

The mica in this pegmatite is rum to ruby in color, and books
as much as 6 inches in diameter were observed. Almost all of the mica
is soft, as well as severely ruled and warped. If the presenp ex-
posures are representdtive, it seems very doubtful that any significant
quantity of strategic mica could be obtained from this pegmatite.

Outlook

At the present stage of the. operation, this property must be
considered as a prospect, rather than as a mine. No mica has been
sold, and the work to date was done to determine the most favorable
occurrence of sheet mica.

The mica zone along the hanging wall and adjacent to the quarts
mass appears to offer the best possibility for obtaining sheet mica -
from the pegmatite exposed in the middle workings. This should be
prospected to a depth of 10 feet or more to permit satisfactory deter-
mination of the qual ity and quarmtity of the mica, A significant rise x
in the quality would probably make this a profitable zone to mine,

Operations in Adit A would necessitate timbering and mucking
to reach the old headinss. It is doubtful whether much expenditure
of time or money for further prospecting of this vegmatite is warranted,
However, the thickening of the pegmatite and the presence of a thick ’
central core of quartz toward the southeast are features that would
encourage such prospectinge

On July 13, accompanied by Mr. Wm. A. Beck, Mining Engineer,
Bureau of Mines, Knoxville, Tennessee, I called upon Mr. A. W. Reid for
purpose of determining status of royalty payments on the subject contracts.

We found Mr, Reid at home in apparently poor physicel condition.
He was reported to have been involved in a mine cave in sometime previ-
ously, and had spent considerable time in a hospital. Another man was
reported killed in this ssme cave in,

Mr. Reid stated he was now no longer active in the above mining
projects and his former partner, Mr. W. H. Hooker, who now resides in
Atlenta, Georgia, has taken over the properties and owns the mineral rights,
and has the records of the operations. He also stated that there was now
no mining being done on these properties and he believed all royalties
have been paid. The records of the Field Team and the Mica Depot in Spruce
Pine, North Carolina, also support this. Therefore, it was decided not to
go to Atlanta, as the probable findings would not justify the trip.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government

through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-

sists of three parts as follows:

(a) Form MPF-10,—Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher—This form- details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs; )

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures
whéch shows costs for the various types of operation;
an

(¢) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays

of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In -

the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the

Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of

the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—O0Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
BEGI}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms. :

Under Item (1) delete words “Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent’’ if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF¥-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
_us%d(ir)l the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6). :

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be reported under “Rental”. The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under ‘“Purchase”’. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion ,of equipment owned will be reported under ‘ Deprecia-
tion”,

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, ete., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reporteci
under items (2) and (3).

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, ete., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen’s compensation
Insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

The Operator shall not
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator’s rights in the land described in Article 2,
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government’s right to a percentage royalty on production and
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator’s rights in the land, without
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision,
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator’s liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. :
