Strategic grade muscovite, classified as ruby (pinkish bluff), having a
dielectric constant of 100, all testing E-1.--(See Exhibit "G" of Application
DMA 1391X.)

Tt is proposed to lower a 6X6 shaft at the spot indicated on the map in
Exhibit "C", so that the shaft will contact the pegmatite approximately

Once the pegmatite has been contacted, ancaccurate record will be kept of the
mineralization of the material brought to the surface. These records will
show, when the project is completed, if the unmined portion of the pegmatite
is rich enough in sheet mica of strategic grade to warrant commercial pro-
duction by the operator.

If the mineralization does indicate that commercialization is warranted, the
operator will place the mine into full production at once, because the core
drilling work performed by the U. S. Bureau of Mines indicates that the
major portion of this pegmatite has not been mined.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:

(a) Form MPF—-104—Operator’s Monthly Reporl and
Voucher—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs;

) Form MPF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is & statistical report of expenditures
wh&ch shows costs for the various types of operation;
an

(c) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
al%er}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ‘“Short Form”’ if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Indepentent’ if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. 0 not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
use:id(in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be reported under ‘“Rental”. The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported ‘under ‘““Purchase”. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
zjon”of equipment owned will be reported under ‘ Deprecia-
ion”.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reporteci
under items (2) and (3). /

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, ete., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen’s compensation '
Insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,
““Certified True Copy (or Transcript)’’, followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an ‘““on-site’” audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator’s books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be
thus supported.

Preparation of Form MF~104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report. —Appllcable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There, are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a partlcular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.” , The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Opera‘ror, since such dlstnbutlon might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The ‘“Total Costs”” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date’.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ,‘Operating Equipment”, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘‘Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ‘A’ of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided. for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causmg excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: :

(¢) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes & voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs;

(b) Form MPF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is & statistical report of expenditures
wh&ch shows costs.for the various types of operation;

(¢) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
&EeI}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ‘‘ Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the contract reported is on Form MF¥F-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
usedd(ir)x the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6). .

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third .party will be reported under ‘““Rental”. The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under ‘Purchase’”. The amount of
expenditures due the Opetator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion, ’of equipment owned will be reported under ¢ Deprecia-
ion”’,

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment.

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, ete., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

‘Operating Equipment”, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “‘Authorized by Contract’” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A”” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual mrcumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

Sink a shaft 110 feet to the pegmatite. This application was
first submitted as IMA 1391, which was denied as a shaft-
sinking venture but was comsidered acceptable if the explora-
tion was by diamond drilling. The applicant refused to do the
work by drilling.

Sources of information on applicant's property:
Docket DMA-1391X contains all available data.

Brief description of deposit: See Docket DMA-1391X.

Additional information needed: None.

RECOMMENDATION: Denial.

Reasons for recommendation:

°

This application contains no data to warrant reconsideration of,
the proposal. This subject has already been adequately discussed,
and complete records will be found in the file or DMA-1393X., See
especially a letter from Laurence to Houk dated December 17, 1951.

The applicant's plan for exploring this pegmatite by means of
a shaft is quite unacceptable. The principal argument against the
applicant's plan is that it is unlikely that any significant, avail-
able mica remains in the Bess mine. Therefore, the primary objective
of exploration should be to prove or disprove this at a minimum cost.
The following statements by W. R, Griffitts bear on this point.

"Several things about the World War II operation are
important in considering this application. They are:

1. The only mica shoot in the deposit was mined northward
down the dip of the pegmatite dike until the keel was
reached on the east side of the mica shoot, effectively
terminating operations in that direction. A drift was
driven westward along the essentially horizontal keel
for an unknown distance, perhaps even to the western
edge of the mica shoot. =

Good large mica books were known to remain in one or ‘two
large pillars when the mine was closed. Their value, at
a maximum, would be about several thousand dollars at
world war II prices.

The wartime operators could not find an economically
feasible method by which to remove the mica they knew €.
was there, and they believed--with adequate reason-~that '\
there was no further downward extension of the deposit. \
The wartime operation was conducted by a thoroughly com-
petent company and there is no reason to believe that any-
one else can do better. The owners and supervisors of the
operation, F. B. Hendricks and H. L. Kennedy, are graduate
civil engineers with 25 years experience in contracting
and road building; which involved much excavation. The
foreman, Paul Lancaster, and two of the other workmen

were experienced in large scale excavation and had gold- .
mining experience. This talent was supplemented during

the final period of operation by an experienced hard-

rock mica miner from Spruce Pine. Thus the operators
combined both technical training and operating experience."
"It is exceedingly unlikely that the recent applicant

could devise a practical means of extracting the mica through
a shaft alongside the mud-filled cut after the former appli-
cants failed when the cut was open.

"It would actually be difficult to defend, against strong

objections, the field team's original recommendation for more
exploration, as the chances for a discovery are very small.

However the exploration was recommended because it was felt
that the large past production would lead to repeated consider-
ation of the pegmatite until the discontinuity of the dike in
all directions was #pproved, and that the sooner the mine was
proved to be exhausted the better."
