In reply to your, letter of Tune 26, last, regarding 
docket number, DMEA-2556-Mica, Petroski prospect, Wilkes County, 
North Carolina. 


I believe gentlemen I have been misinformed about the 
exact kind of assistance I ws to recieve from the government or 
rather your administration, I was given to understand that I 
needed only to find a promising location of a certain material, 
Then a survey team would inspect my property and would inform me 
of my chances of making adiscovery. I assure you 'that I had been 
counting heavily on 'this expert assistance, I would most certainly 
appreciate a letter clarifying this phase of assistance. 


In regards to sending a quarter pound of mica..... At 
present we have only specimens of'. weathered mica, with pieces 
of clear mica one half inch to three ;ivarters of an inch in dia-
-meter. However I'Will try' to send thebetter of these specimens. 


I have given you the wrong opinion if you have concluded 
that either of the Damerons are to supervise 'the project. I believe 
I stated that the,Damerons were the only ones that would work the 
mine. As to' the supervision of' the project I myself would act in 
that capacity when needed without any cost to the adminitration. If 
That wouldn't suffice we would hire further competent supervision. 


I myself have had no schooling in mining but as to; rocks 
and minerals I have been fascinated, by them all my life. This led me to 
study them off and on for years. I believe I'have enough knowledge 
of them to suffice in so small a project. 


I will postpone answering the rest of the information 
eqiested in the letter pending your reply in regards to the assistance 


that the geological survey will give me. If neccessay I will go 
to the expense myself to hire a geologist to furnish further 
information needed'..
