ARTICLE 1. Authority for contract.—This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of 


1950, as amended, pursuant to DMEA Order 1 entitled "Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects." 
ARTICLE 2. Operato'r's property rights.—With respect to that certain land situated in the State of IrtbLCarott.na..

(b) That the Operator is a lessee, in possession and entitled to possession, and the Owner's Consent to Lien is attached. 
The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to 


the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of 
acquirrng, owning, or holding possession thereof. 


ARTICLE 3. Exploration project.—The Operator, within ..3o days from the date of this contract shall commence 
work on a project of exploration for' -------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------


in or upon the described land, and shall bring the project to completion within a period of 54C £.) /J#	 from the 
date of this contract. The work to be performed is more. fully described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto, which with any maps 
or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. 


ARTICLE 4. Performance of the wo'rk.—(a) Operator's responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in 
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens' 
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project 
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors ; and work not specified in Exhibit "A" for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and 
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter. 


(b) Indepen4ent eontracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as 
per foot cf drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubio yard ofmaterial moved) , or on some basis 
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract. 
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government's right to 
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any 
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract states that the Government's 
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its 
written approval of the independent contract. 


(c) Goverament may inspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all 
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may 
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A," 
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or 
elsewhere designated as an "allowable maximum," such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be 
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance 
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government's approval of any such excess 
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or 
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit "" or elsewhere as 
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account 
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. 


ARTICLE C. Allowable costs of the projet.—(a) The costs of the project 'in which 'the Government -.vill prt!'pe-,e.--
limited to the following : 	 "	 . . 


(1) Iwlependent oontracts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit "A.", 
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of 
costs in Exhibit "A" in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid 
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable 
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, 
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed 
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems 
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract 
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount 
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. 


(2 ) Labor, supervision, consulta'nts.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological 
consultants) , a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." The requirements and related 
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums. 	 ' 


(3) Operating materials and supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than 
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." 


(4) Operating equipment.—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished 
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of 
which is included in Exhibit "A." Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and related allow-
able depreciation, are allowable maximums. 


(5) Rehabilitation and repairs —Any necessary initial rehabilitation or l4uljings, installators, fix 
tures, and movable operating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be cfevote to ' fiFe pufposes' of t1ieexploration 
contract, a schedule of which is included in . the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." These items are allowable 
maximums.	 . ' 


( 6 ) New buildings, improvements, installations.—Any necessary buildings, fixed improvements, or installations to be 
purchased, installed, or constructed for the purposes of the exploration work, with the estimated cost of each, a schedule of 
which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." All of these items are allowable maximums. 


(7) Miscellaneous.—Repairs to and maintenance of operating equipment (not including initial rehabilitation or repairs 
of the Operator's equipment), analytical work, accounting, workmen's compensation and employers' liability insurance and 
payroll taxes. 


(8) Contingencies.—Such other necessary, reasonable direct costs of performing the exploration work, within the limit 
of the total aggregate estimate of costs, whether or not included in any schedule of costs in Exhibit "A," as may' be 
approved by the Government in the course of the work, as indicated by its approval and payment of invoices and vouchers.

(b) The Government's payments in al ses will be based on actual, necessai'y cost neludlng contract unitprices) 
incurred not in excess of any "allowable maximum," and not in excess of the fixed percentage of t e total aggregate estimated cost.. 
Costs will be considered to be incurred only as they are or become due and payable. 


(c) No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than payroll and sales taxes) or any other 
indirect costs, or work performed or costs incurred beforethe date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in 
which the Government 'will participate.	 %' 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, aocôuns, audit.s.—(a) Progress reports. The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly 
reports of work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies), 
upon forms provided by the Government. These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the 
Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by 
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports 
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with 
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground. 


(b) Final report.—Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the 
Government with an adequate geological andengineering repoft; iquintuplicate (five copies), 'including an estimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the exp1or.tion work. 	 •	 • ,	 . . . .	 . . 


(c) Compliance with requirements.- .--If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports. are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion . of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work ; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports. 	 . .	 .	 .. . 


(d) Accounts and a'udits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by 
a certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the corn-
pletion of the project or termination of the cortract the Operator shall render a final account as provided in Article 12. 


ARTICLE 8. Payments by the Government.—(a) The Government will pay -------------9 ---------------- percent of the allowable

withhold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of ten (10) percent of the maximum total which 
the Government might have been called upon to pay under the terms of the contract. 


( b ) The Government may make any payment or payments direct to independent contractors aid to suppliers, for the account 
of the Operator, rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 9. Repayment by Operator.—(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after 
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or 
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall 
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale 
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total 
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, 
as follows : 


(1) One and one-half (1 ) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton. 
( 2 ) One and one-half ( 1 1/2 ) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half ( ½ ) percent of such net amounts for each 


additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) 
percent of such net amounts. 


( For instance : The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ( $5.00 ) per ton would be one and one-half (11/2) 
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3', ) percent.) 
(b) As here used, "net smelter returns," "net concentrator returns," and "other net amounts realized from the sale or other 


disposition," mean gross revenue from sales ; or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in 
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such, 
these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax 
determination. 


(c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land 
-	 described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or 


is fully paid. 
(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest 


to engage in any mining or production operations. 
ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 


Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and

When 
visited on August 29, 1958, the Burleson shaft reported by Mr. Beck, 
had been completed to a depth of 78 feet and a drift begun to the 
outheast. The Burleson shaft is now flooded. A second shaft has 


been sunk about 50 feet S 57 E of the Burleson shaft. This shaft is 
at least 50 feet deep and is flooded to within 12 feet of the surface. 
The dump is small and little level work was probably done from this 
shaft. A third shaft has also been sunk about 200 feet S 65.E of 
the Burleson shaft. This third shaft is at least 69 feet deep and 
contains 3L. feet of water. The dump contains weathered feldspar, 
small pieces of quartz and small books of poor quality muscovite. The 
work on this shaft may have been done as recently as 1960. 


At the northwest end of the mine area another shaft has been sunk 
about 10 feet northeast of the first DA shaft. This new shaft was 
sunk during the summer of 1960. The shaft is at least 1.3 feet deep 
and has 20 feet of water in1t. There is a locked tool house nearby 
but no equipment on the property. The dump is large and some level 
work was probably done. The dump material consists of blocks of 
quartz 1 to 2 feet in diameter, weathered feldspar and pieces of poor 
quality muscovite up to LI. x 6 inches. Most of the muscovite is bent 
and ruled. A few scraps of good quality mica are also present. It 
is reported that Ralph Cunningham of Franklin, N.C., did this recent 
work.

Subject: Liability of owner's interest to lien for payment of 
royalty to Government - Docket No. DMEA-2579 (mica) 
Mica Industries, Inc., Assignee, Contract IdmE459.. 


Contract Idm-E459, dated December 11, 1952, was entered into 
with Messrs. Bauer and Siersma. The latter had a possessory interest 
in the land by virtue of a 10-years lease from Paul L. Grist and Eliza 
Cobb Grist dated December 13, 1952. On December 11, l952, the Gnats 
executed a Consent to Lien granting a lien to the Government on the 
land involved. This lien was to secure payment to the Government. of 
the percentage royalty on production provided for "under the terms of 
said exploration project contract, or any amendment thereof which 
does not increase the maximum amount of the Government's claim here 
stated L$8,19Q./ or alter the provisions for repayment . . 


Bauer subsequently transferred his interest in the lease 
to Siersma, and thereafter Siersma, by instrument dated February 14, 
1953, transferred his interest in the lease to Mica Industries, Inc. 
Messrs. Bauer and Siersma assigned th.ix. interest in the Exploration 
Project Contract to Mica Industries, Inc., by an assignment dated 
April 27, 1953, and agreed in such assignment "to any and all future 
amendments to the said contract." The Government consented to the 
latter assignment on April 6, 1953, without releasing Bauer and 
Siersma "from any of the terms, provisions, and conditions of the 
said Exploration Project Contract." 


By Termination Agreement dated November 14, 1955, the 
Assignee, Mica Industries, Inc., and the Government agreed to termi-
nate the Exploration Project Contract, subject, however, among other 
matters, to section 4 of the Termination Agreement, reading as 
follows:


"4. The Operator, as principal if the Operator is 
the producer or as surety if the Operator is not the 
producer, shall ay to the Government the.royalty on







. 


production provided for in the Contract in the same manner 
and amount, for the same period, and subject to the same 
conditions as if a certification of discovery or develop.-
ment had been made, such certification being hereby waived." 


The effect of the latter provision was to waive the provision 
for certification contained in the Exploration Project Contract, and to 
subject the land and persons involved to all repayment provisions of the 
contract as if a certification had been made. 


The Operator-Assignee, Mica Industries, Inc., clearly had the 
power to execute such waiver of certification, insofar as subjecting it-
self to liability for royalty payments to the Government, and insofar as 
subjecting its leasehold interest to the Government's lien for such royal-
ty. Moreover, by virtue of the consent given by Bauer and Siersma to any 
future amendment to the Exploration Project Contract, the assignee had 
the power to waive certification insofar as concerns the liability of Bauer 
and Siersma as surety for the payment of royalty to the Government. 


However, the assignee had no such power with respect to the les-
sor's interest in the land. The Consent to Lien executed by the Grists 
was specifically conditioned upon the terms of the Exploration Project 
Contract and "any amendment thereof which does not....alter the provis-
ions for repayment...." Under the Exploration Project Contract, no re-
payment obligation arose until there had been a certification of discov-
ery or development. The waiver of certification executed by the assignee 
completely altered this provision for repayment. Hence, the Consent to 
Lien, conditioned as it was on the repayment provisions of the Explora-
tion Project Contract, including the requirement of certification and the 
making of such certification, did not •give the Government a lien that. 
would be effective simply on the basis of the waiver executed by the as-
signee, Mica Industries, Inc. No certification has been made under this 
Exploration Project Contract. A certification-cannot now be made since 
the Termination Agreement which terminated all obligations of the parties 
under the Exploration Project Contract except as specifically provided in 
the Termination Agreement, did not make provision for a certification. 


Accordingly, it is our opinion that the Government does not now 
have a lien on the lessor's interest in the land, although it does have a 
lien on the lessee's interest in the land which Mica Industries, Inc., as 
assignee, has under the lease of December 13, 1952. - 


We have prepared letters to Mica Industries, Inc. and to Bauer 
and Siersma advising them of their possible liabilities.for royalty, and 
of the Government's lien on the leasehold interest, but we have not pre-
pared a letter to the Grists concerning a lien on their interest in the 
land.

Subject: Review of Field Team Final report. 


The contract approved the expenditure of $9,100.00 for 
exploration of a wide-zoned pegmatite from which strategic mica 
has been shipped. Considerable work had been done, no less than 
ten shallow shafts having been sunk according to the map which 
accompanies the examiners' report. Probably all of the lateral 
work from the shafts has not been recorded, but in case section 
D-D' is reasonably correct a good case for diamond drilling a 
zoned section of a wide peginatite is presented. 


As mapped, the pegmatite shows a width of 60 feet as 
exposed in the easterly end of a stripped area. Eighty west 
the width as mapped is only 20 feet. In a westerly direction 
the pegniatite was expected to widen again, but work done under 
the referenced contract indicates the peginatite decreases in 
width 'going west' and, chàractéristically,. lacks a quartz core. 


We are not told what the pegmatite looks like in the 
east end of the stripping. Unless it has been explored by work 
not shown that part appears to be worth work. 


Work under the contract was discontinued due to in-. 
ability to hold bad ground and failure to find mica-bearing 
pegmatite in the 64.5 foot shaft. Of the amount approved 
($9,100.00), $3,180.00 was expended.

Because the work was not completed the examiners 
and the Field Team recommend the execution of a pseudo-certification.

By memorandum dated January 11, the chief of the 
Nonmetallic Minerals Division submitted to this office a 
request for the drafting of a termination agreement with 
pseudo-certification, together with a draft of a proposed 
letter for your signature to the Operator transmitting the 
termination agreement for execution. 


In my memorandum to you of November 19 (Attention 
of Mr. Houk), I remarked that: 


"I understand from Mr. Houk that there is 
no real intention of requiring the Operator to 
repay the Government's contribution, and, of 
course, if the Government should wish to do this 
we would not terminate but give a notice of 
reission with a demand for repayment.'" 


I doubt if a termination agreement with pseudo-
certification is really the best thing to suggest in this 
matter. The Operator has ignored recent correspondence 
requesting a statement of its intentions, and it seems 
probable that it willignore a proposal for a termination 
agreement with pseudo-certification. If it does ignore it, 
we will have a record that would seem to indicate that in 
our opinion the Operator should be held liable for reimburse-
ment of the Government's contribution. If he signs the 
termination agreement, it is probable that any liability 
under the landlord's consent to lien will be absolved unless, 
a new landlord's consent to lien is required in connection 
with the termination agreement.

INThODUCTION 


This report is based on an inspection made at the request of the 
Defense Minerals Exploration Administration to determine conditions and 
practices relating to health and safety and to propose recommendations for 
correcting hazards, The inspection party consisted of Boy (. Stott, mining 
health and safety engineer, Bureau of Mines, William A. Beck and LEarence E. 
Shirley, mining engineers, befense Minerals Exploration Administration, and 
Bernard Bower, mine partner.


GENERAL INFORMATION 


The Baird Cove mine is operated by the Bower Mining Company, a 
partnership of Bernard Bower and Frank Siersma of Franklin, North Carolina. 
A D. M, E. A. exploration loan has been applied for under Docket 
No. 2579, Contract 1dm E-Jt.59, 


The mine is located about 1.8 airline miles S85°E of Franklin, 
Macon County, North Carolina. 


No work was being done at the time of inspection. A clearing had. 
been dozed stripping aside i to 10 feet of clay overburden exposing the 
pegmatite vein. Abandoned underground workings are to the north and east 
of this location. A vertical 5-foot by 7-foot shaft is to be sunk 75 feet 
deep from a point 25 feet south of the exposed vein.. An aggregate of 150 feet 
of drifting and cross-cutting is proposed from the shaft bottom. This latter 
development will be approximately 35 feet below the old workings. 


The vein strikes approximatelr east-west and dips about 6o degrees 
to the south. The proposed shaft shoifid intersect the vein at or before 
75 feet in depth.


S&FETY BECOWIENDATIONS 


The mine was inactive at the time of inspection; however, a 
general safety discussion was held with Bernard Bower. Among the topics 
discussed were the safe use of explosives, continuous automatic pumping to 
keep water down, use of. protective hard hats and safety shoes, and a

recoxmnended timbering plane The tirnbein Dan rornuended included 
3-inch by 6-inch oak shaft cribbing and manway partition wall, and 14-inch 
by 6-inch oak drift sets on 5-foot centers lagged with 3-inch by 6-inch 
oak lagging.

Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of prope'rty.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more 
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may

If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in 
proportion to their respective interests. If the, Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government, 
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and 
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided.

Thus we 
cannot tell from the docket whether the contract ever has 
been assigned, or which assignment may be in effect I think 
it essential that every docket should contain a fully completed 
copy of every instrument that goes to iriake up the contract.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration projct is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types Of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6. (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than • that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear th .three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third' party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment .for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
mateFials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's, compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—Al1 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and tec1nical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion".	 V 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

1)uring the letter part of 1953 Mica Zudustries, Inc., became a 
whollyowned subsidiary of Minsral* Processing Company with address 
at that time at Franklin, North.

The Op.rator.Asaignee subsequently went bankrupt and 
relinquished its lies. of the property. The property thereafter 
was leased by Sam L. Phillips, who sold his lease to 14.

This review of the records disclosed no *ales of production during 
the exploration work or thereafter through April 21, 1961. The 
only activity, since work u*dar the contract was terminated in 
D.ce*br 1955, has been some further prospecting afld exploration 
work during 1956, 1939, and 1960, th. last work reportedly being 
doni by a Rlph Cunningham of Franklin, North carolina.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report.of expenditures 
'tvhich shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),, 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, thatis,. rental, purchase and depreciation. 
Theexpenditurés made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate, signature.. .If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher.

Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of ' this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers' and other administratOrs with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed bythe Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. Fér instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.
