WITNESSETH: That said parties of the first part for and in consideration of the
sum of One Hundred ($100.00) Dollars to them paid by parties of the second part,

the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, and subject to the terms end conditions
hereinafter set forth, have let and leased and by these presents do hereby let and
lease unto said parties of the second part, their heirs and assigns, the mica and
mica mining privileges upon the following described land in Franklin Township,
Macon County, North Carolina, towit:

All that part of the Arron Tallent heirs' property in Franklin
Township lying on the Ease side of the branch, the same contain-
ing epproximately four acres,

THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THIS LEASE ARE AS FOLLOWS:

1. The parties of the second part shall have the right under the terms hereof
to enter upon said property and explore, prospect for, mine, dig, mill, process
and remove all mica now in, under, or upon the above described land; to construct
such roads or trails and erect such structures and buildings upon said property
as may be necessary and convenient to properly conduct mining operations, and the
