before white men ever settled this country.Evidence suggests that this mine was worked
by the Indians,not for the Mica,but for another mineral which crosses this pegmatite
at about the upening of the present tunnel.This minersl is reputed to contain mangenese
and has decomposed into a reddish brown powder which was probebly used by them as a paint,
and worked the mine for the war paint and left the Mica in a pile on the side of the
workings.Later this Mica and workings were found by a Jasper Silver(Jass for short)about
70 years ago,and for a time was worked by the same Jass Silver by hand.It is reputed to
have been one of the richest deposits ever found in this section of the Mica belt.
