Progress reports shall include surface and/or 
underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with assay-reports on samples 
taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground.

(c) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work ; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports. 	 . 


(d) Aciounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records.and accounts of the units of work performed, which the 
Government may inspect and audit at any time The Government may at any time require a check of the work performed and 
an audit of the Operator's records and accounts, by a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a 
cost of the project.

ARTICLE 7. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written, consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land describe4 in Article 2, 
'without making 'suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the 'land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of '10 year from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production.

Termination au1 completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of . the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the 
terms of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms 
of the contract; or (c) f, in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the prob-
ability of making any worth,while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified.

Field team's recommendation: 


Stage 1:
a) Drive an incline (_330) down the peginatite to intersect 


the Main Level as shown on the attached Longitudinal Sec-
tion of the Cloudland Mine. This incline will be between 
85 and 90 feet in length and will serve two purposes: 
(1) explore that block of rock north of the main openings 
and (2) provide easy access to the Main Level. 


b) Extend the south-heading on the Fain Level 80 feet to 
intersect the possible down-plunge extension of the mica 
shoot worked by an incline from the head of the Big Tunnel. 
Concurrently long drill holes (15 feet) should be drilled 
at approximately 30-foot mt ervals in both the hanging 
and foot walls to determine the possibility of parallel 
pegmatites from the Main Level. 


Stage 2:
Drive not more than 100 feet of cross-cuts and drifts to 
explore further any pegmatites found by the long drill holes. 


Comment :
1) U.S.G.S. files here show that the northeast heading on the 


Main Level, at which the proposed incline is directed, was about 
30 feet farther northeast in April 1945 than that shown on the longi-
tudinal section that the field team attached to their report. How 
much farther, if any, it was extended to the northeast is not known. 
The extension may affect the field team's proposed location of the 
incline.


2) Presumably the field team will review stage 1 results and 
approve or deny start of stage 2, although this is not stated. 


ACTION SUGGESTED: 
Follow field team's recommendation, with any modifications that 


may be warranted in light of comments above.

Thia mine appears to warrant exploration. Past mining at 
this place has been successful and extensive openings have been made. 
Qaality of mica obtained from this deposit is generally good. 


The mine was examined on February 10, 1953, three hours were 
required on the examination. Mr. Joseph T. Hopkins and Mr. David L. 
Pendley accompanied the field examiners. 


The Cloudland (aid Pizzle) mica mine is at an elevation of 
3800 feet on the northwest slope of Pisgah Mountain in Cane Creek Town-
ship, Mitchell County, North Carolina, and is about 3.75 miles; S. 710 E. 
of Bakersville, N. C. Eccept for the last 0.75 miles: access to the mine 
is good; however, this portion of the road can be traveled by jeep ex-
cept during the most severe weather. 


The applicants have had no mining experience; however, they 
have employed 'experienced miners, and an experienced foreman.. Therefore, 
there should be no trouble in conducting the proposed project.

The field examiners were not able to examine the mine in de... 
tail. as it is flooded to about 15 feet above the Main Level. De-watering 
is now in process. It is our understanding that most of the work during 


was conducted from the Main Level and consisted of mining the 
roof and pil].ers in the south end of the mine. Apparently these has been 
no work below the Main Level since the report of l9L3. Reports indicate 
that mine track was left on the Main Level. 


At the presenttime there is one tool shed, mine car, track, 
105 compressordri1l, hoist, and a gasoline pump on the property.

THE mine was discovered about 1870 by Thomas Green and is one of 
the oldest mines. in the district, Most of the wrk was done prior to 
1900 by Abernathy and Rorison and by Heap and C1app. The value of the 
mica produced during this time is estimated to be in excess; of $100,000. 
Intermittent work on a small scale was carried on until 1939 and con.. 
slated largely of reworking the dumps for mica and feldspar. 


In 1939, the mine was reopened and work has continued to the 
present lime. This work consisted of a new inclined haulway at the north" 
east end of the mine to a level 75 feet above the bottom of the old 
workings. This level was cleaned out and retimbered southwestward to 
the end of the old workings. Most of the mica produced since 1939 has. 
come from the southwest end of the mine and from waste left behind on the 
old lofts. Production at the mine has been very irregular and, during 
the lastfew months, has ranged from 500 to 1200 pounds of sheet mica each 
week.


Mrs. Ella Clapp Thompson of Bakervil].e, N. C. is the owner of the 
mine, and, for the past few years, it has been leased by Julius Henline of 
that town. Since 1914.0, work has been done by Lee NcKinney of Hawk, N.C. 
Three or four men have usually been employed. 


The underground workings at the Cloudland Nine extend downward and 
southwestward into the mountain from a large oie n cut. This open cit 
trends S 60° Y and is 250 feet long and as much as 50 feet wide; its 
greatest depth is about 75 feet although much of the southwest portion is 
now filled with waste and blocks caved from the walls. The earliest work 
was done in this open cut and from an inclined shaft (Old Shaft) which ex 
tended downward from the floor. The Big Tu.nnell, driven about 160 feet 
from the southwest end of the open cut, is now filled with waste and is 
inaccessible. Near the portal of the Big Tunnel, a winle 180 feet deep 
was sunk from which most of the work below this level w.s done. This was 
abandoned about 1896, and the Green Shaft was sunk about 25 feet south.. 
west of the open cut. This inclined shaft was about 75 feet deep. The 
last of the work prior to 1900 consisted of an incline downward from the 
end of the Big Tunnell. Since that time, another incline was sunk from 
the floor of the Big Tunnel between the win$ and the earlier incline.
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Mica gneiss and schist are the most abundant rock type a near the 
mine, The mica gneiss is medium to f1ine grained, and consists of biotite, 
quartz;, and feldspar with some muscovite, and sinai]. red garnets, and 
occasional layers rich in kyanite. The mica schist, exposed in the upper 
workings and on top of the ridge, is composed mostly of coarse muscovite 
flakes and small amounts of quartz, Mica schist adjacent to pegraatites 
consists largely of biotite, some of which apparently was derived from the 
hornblende in the thin layers of hornblende gneiss3 which connnonj.y occur in 
the mica gneiss. Mica schist in the upper workings and on top of the 
ridge usually is iron-stained, indicating the presence of suphide minerals 


Medium and coarse grained hornblende gneiss occurs both as well defined 
units north and south of the workings and as thin layers within the mica 
gneiss. Hornblende needles up to 1/2 inch in length are common. Pyrite, 
pyrrhotite and chaicopyrite are locally abundant in the gneiss. 


A few quartz veins occur within the area mapped, The largest one 
exposed is about 6 feet thick and strikes N S0 E and dips 55° E. This; 
vein cuts across the strike of the country rock although the others appear 
to be conformable, 


The general strike of the country rock is N li.O6O 0 E with a 
variable, though usually steep, dip to the southeast, In the southeast 
portion of the map area, the strike changes to the northwest but, a fewi 
hundred feet south of the area mapped, returns to the northeast. The 
general pitch of minor folds is slightly west of south at 5W60 degrees4 


Mica. schist on the ridge above the mine and in the upper workings is 
tightly folded and badly bontorted, The hornblende gneiss, particularly 
south of the mine, is also contorted and badly fractured. 


Hornblende gneiss is exposed both north and south of the workings 
but is not continuous across the map area. The gneiss south of the workings. 
undergoes a change in strike similar to that of the overlying mica schist 
arid gneiss. North of the workings, the hornblende gneiss passes under 
the dump, but no continuation of this is found in the eastern portion of 
the area • There is no indication that post-pegmatite faulting has caused 
the separation of these two areas of hornblende gneiss, for such a fault 
would have caused the mica near it to be extensively ruled. This is not 
the case, for the largest mica in the mine was found near the inferred 
plane of this fault. 


Several small faults are exposed on the surface and underground, The 
largest of these is shoe-n on the geologic map, but the relative movement 
and amount of displacement is unknown. Small normal fai].ts; cut the peg.. 
matite underground at several places, and the mica within 2 or 3 feet of 
these faults is ruled and cracked
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Several parallel pegniatites; are exposed in the workings and on the 
surface at the CloudJ.and Nine. These are eneraUy conformable to the 
country rock. In the northeast end of the open cut, a pegmatite 35 feet 
or more thick is exposed from which several thii pegmatites, separated 
by schist and gneiss, extend downward and along the strike. The relationø 
ship of the thin pegmatites to the thick one is shown on cross-section A.'.B. 


At least three of these thin peginatites have been mined for mica. 
Cross-section C-D, just north of the Old Shaft, shows two of these. The 
upper, thicker pegmatite appears to be the one along which most of the work 
above the 3780 foot level was done throughout the mine. At this level, the 
lower thinner peginatite was exposed and apparently contained more mica for 
it was followed to the bottom of the min 


A six-foot drill-hole into the hanging wall near the njheast end 
of the mail level encountered pegmnatite which appears to be/continuation 
of the one on which work was done above the 3780 foot level.. 


The third of these thin pegmatites on which work was done is shown 
on plan N-N and cross-section 0-H. This is also in the hanging wall in 
relation to the main mica zone. 


The thin, mica-rich pegmatites areually lees than 5 feet thick. 
These are of the "pinch and .wel1" type in which the individual pegmatite 
lenses occur in one general plane, forming a zone of pegmatite.. The lenses; 
appear to pinch out downward as well as along the strike; and in mining, 
when the bottom of the lens was reached, holes drilled downward into the 
footwall generally encountered another lens. These lenses are usually 
connected by thin streaks of pegmatitic material although, in some cases, 
no apparent connection was found. 


The strike of the workings, and of the peginatites, swings toward the 
east with an increase in depth. Plans K-L. and N-N show the strike of the 
pegmats to be about 35-ii0° northeast in the upper workings. Plan 0-P 
of the main level, approximately 125 feet lower in elevation, shows that 
the general strike at that level is N 600 E. The strike along plan Q-R 
of the bottom of the mine, 70 feet vertically below the main level, Ia 
about N. 750 E. 


At the southwest end of the mine, the dip is nearly vertical whereaa 
the dip at the northeast end is LiS-55 SE. Local steepening and over-
turning of the pegmnatite zones form large U:rOfls, ft the axes of which are 
nearly horizontal. 


There are several indications of southerly pitch of the pegmatite 
zones at an angle of approximately Li5°. Thqenera]. outline of t he workings, 
particularly of the inclines, indicates this pitch. No pegmatite waa 
exposed on top of the ridge, and the pegxnatite zone on which work at the 
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bottom of the mine was done apparently pinches out along the northeast 
end of the lower workings. The mica "streaks" are reported to have 
pitched southward. Minor folds on the surface pitch 5it60° south but 
average, about Li00. The footwafl of the thick pegmatite exposed in the open 
cut has a mneasureable pitch 3 50 W at liO°. 


Muscovit usually occurs near the footwall of the various pegxnatities. 
or in the central portion of the pegmatite lenses. The largest mica in the 
mine was reported to have been found near the bottom of the Green shaft and 
was in a fairly well defined "streak" which continued down the incline at 
the end of the Big Tunnel. The best mica in the main underground work-i 
ings was reported near the winze and above the main level. Since work 
began at the southwest end of the mine in l9liO, the best mica has been 
found between the two rock stulls left above the main level. The mica at 
the northeast end of the mine is more heavily specked than in any other 
portion. Clear mica is reported to have been found in scattered "pockets" 
in the thick pegmatite in the open cut. 


Oligoclase is the dominant feldspar in the mine, particularly in 
the thin rnica.bearing pegmatites.. Microcline occurs in the thick peg-. 
matite exposed in the open cut and appears to be more abundant on the 
hanging-wall side of the central quartz l.rick zone. Some plagioclase is 
found in this zone. 


There are no large quartz masses in the mine. Where the pegmatite 
is 35 feet thick, there is a central zone containing many small, irregular 
masses of gray quartz as much as ]. foot long and inches wide. This zone 
is about 10 feet thick and is parallel to the walls of the peginatite, 


Granular aggregates ofrick-red garnets are occasinnally found. 
These aggregates are not abundant and usually are less than 1 inca in 
diameter. Light-green apatite in crystals 1 1/2 x 3/Li inches was seen. 


The muscovite at the Cloud].and Mine is ruby in' color. The 
majority of the mica in the mine is specked with biotite and some inag 
netite, but most of these specks are concentrated along certain laminae and 
are easily removed during splitting operations 0 Mica near the northeast 
end of the mine is more heavily' specked than' Clsewhëre. 65..75% of the 
sheet mica is of number one grade after removal of the specked lazninae 
by splitting. The mi-ca is of good size and large blocks of excellent 
quality have been found. Most of the mica is firm and hard, although 
ruled and crackedC mica is found near sinai]. normal faults. 


The southwest portion of the mine above and below the main"leve]. 

appears to offer the best possibUities: for further work. Extension of the
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main level southwestward might encounter the mica ttstreakit mined in the 
incline at the end of the Big Tunnel. At the present time, work is 
continuing upward from the main level along the ti streakit of good mica 
found near the present end of the main level. Abundant mica is present 
in the narrow pegmatite lenses exposed at the southwest end of the mine 
between the bottom and the main level. Extension of the workings southwest-
ward probably would encounter thicker pegmatites than those now exposed. 
These lenses are 6 - 18 inches thick. 


A cross-cut might be driven into the han4ing-wall from the north-
east end of the main level, near the drill hole which encountered the 
continuation of the pegmatite mined above the 3780 foot level. This 
cross-cut would need to be less than 10 feet in length. This pegmatite 
was abandoned during the old work but probably would contain enough mica 
to pay under present market conditions. Core-drilling into the hanging-
wall might show other. parallel pe ginatites, but it is doubtful if this 
method of prospecting would be as effective as cross-cutting.
