There is no evidence at this place to indicate the presence of 
a worthwhile deposit of strategic mica, therefore, the application for ex 
p].oration assistance should be denied. 


This deposit was examined on January 27, 193. 1e field ex 
aminers were accoianied by H. L. Stewart on the examination which required 
four hctrs,


The Roaring Fork mine also known as the Norman Mashburn or Smith 
mine, is on the south side of Roaring Fork Creek and 200 feet below the top 
of the ridge. The mine is 3.7 airline miles N. 350 W,, of Rainbow Springs. 
It is in the Nantahala National Forest and was first worked by Smith Moore 
about 1900. Harley Lyle, Jr., and Norman Mashburn operated the mine in 1918 
Mathew Cole operated the mine from November 19143 until March 19145 with a crew 
of four men, During this last operation only moderate amounts of trimmed 
sheet and punch mica. were obtained. The western group of workings trends 
N. 250 E., for 150 feet. 


Recent work by the applicant has destroyed the old openings, as 
the opening now consists of two open cuts resulting from bulldozer work. 
These cuts are made along the peaatites arid are parallel. Each are about 
100 feet long and 50 feet apart. In addition to the cut on the western pege. 
niatite a shaft 35 feet deep has been sunk in pegmatite 20 feet south of the 
head of the cut. 


The main pegmatite dike, which is exposed in the western workings, 
strikes N. 120 E., dips 650 SL, and ranges' in thickness from 9 to 10 feet. 
The foliation of the hangingia..wall gneiss strikes N. 800 E,, and dips 
The tabular dike appears to have been emplaced along a fracture or fault. 


No mica occurs along the hanging—wall side of the core, but here 
a prominent shear zone cuts across the body at a small angle. Harq small 
wisps of gneiss occur in the wall zone on the hanging—wall side of the dike. 
Pyrite is a common accessory mineral in the wall zone. 


The eastern pegmatite body is'parallel to the western one, but 
its total thickness is not exposed, 


Mica from the two deposits is very similar. It is light brown 
to pale greenish brown in color. Books on the dumps are of very poor cuaJi.ty, -

They are soft, and contain	 structure, warping, ruling, reeves, and 
cracks. Some black specks e concentrated in bands parallel to reeves, and 
many of the books are tied, According to Nr. Mashburn., mica was mined only 
along the footwail side of the quartz mass and the largest concentrations 
occurred wherever the quartz pinches abruptly. Neither mt the history of 
the last operation nor the present exposures afford evidence for believing 
that the mine will be a source of much sheet mica in the future. 


Daring recent operations by the applicant about l,000.00 worth 
of strategic mica has been recovered. Howeverit cost an estimated 
$3,000 (applicant's estimate) to produce this amount. The field exazniners 
do not believe that further wak at this placeU be any more successful 
than the previous operation. Therefore, no further consideration should be 
given the deposit and the application for eqloration assistance should be 
denied.

)4.a) The property was once a producing mine, some years ago. High grade mica 
was obtained from the property, but production was halted because the hand 
toolâ then used were not capable of handling at a profit the extreemly hard 
rock.


Exploration work has been started,by the applicants. One tunnel 
and one shaft have been started, but further exploration is needed. 


b) There are no existing records as to the production figures of the 
old workings. Currently, only such production as in incidental to the 
exploration work has been done. 


c) The terrain is rough and steep. The strata are folded, and about 
typical of the Appalachain Mountain region in thia respect. Clays and 
quartz rocks are abundant. The deposit to which this application refers 
is a vein (or possibly the vertical part of a folded bed) of white flint 
rock which is rich in mica. The purpose of the proposed exploration 
work would be the extension of the existing shaft and tunnel work to determine 
whether there is present enough high grade mica to make commercial production 
feasable. 


d) Accessability. The property is located approximately 25 miles from 
Franklin, N.C., as follows: 18 miles West on paved highway, U.S. 64, to 
Nantahala River; 5 miles don river on graveled Forest Service road to 
Roaring Fork creek; 1 mile up Roaring Fork creek on 11tW logging road; 
1 mile further on road already constructed by applicants. 


e) Manpower, materials, supplies, and equipment are easily obtainable in 
Franklin, N.C. The water supply is adequate, muat be piped' approximately 
500 feet. There is no nearby source of power; this, however, is of small 
consequence since all of the necessary equipment is ordinarily of the self-. 
powered type. 


5.b) The applicants have started a shaft and a tunnel. It is proposed to 
drive the tunnel 75 feet to connect with the shaft, and to drive the shaft' 
at least 50 feet deeper, with short exploratory tunnels at promising leads. 


d) Experience of applicants. Of the partners, P.H. Pitts and Bill lounce 
have had no previous experience at mining. H.L. Stweart, however, has had 
approximately 15 years executive experience at mining and construction wok. 
Also, P.H. Pitts has had approximately 35 years experience in executive and 
supervisory capacities. 


The applicants intend to personally supervise the work.
