Reference is made to'your letter dated June 12,
1953, to Mr. Lawrence G. Houk, Chief, Nonmetallic Minerals
Division, in which you state that: (1) you acquired title
to the Campbell Mine by deed dated January 29, 1951, from
Charles T. Bradley; (2) you drafted an instrument of con­
veyance of this property to 'Franklin Developers, Inc.:· (3)
the instrument was never actuBl1y delivered nor recorded;
and (4) the deed was destroyed after the corporation ceased
to function.


The statement that the instrument of conveyance ..
from yourself to Franklin ,Developers, Inc., was never deliv­
ered to the corporation, Seems to be in direct condradiction
to other statements previously made to this office. ,In the
May 4, 1951, application for an Exploration Project Contract
by Franklin Developers, Inc., signed by Frank Siersma as
s'ecretary (there is included a statement signed by yourself
as a mining engineer regarding the possibility of discovering
mica on the property), you are designated as the president of
the applicant corporation. The application expressly stated
that tl:e applican{tl>n>o'ration owned the mineral rights and
mining prlvilegesin: the land described in the aforesaid deed
from C~a.b \,'1'. Bradley to yourself. In the Exploration Proj­
ect Contract itself, dated August 13, 1951, With Franklin De­
velopers, Inc., actually signed by you as its president, it
is represented exp1icit).:y that IIExp1oration holes to be located
on a tract of land described in deed from Charles T. Bradley
and Wife to A. W. Reid dated January 29, 1951, and recorded
in Book 2-5, page 218, Macon County Records and same as deed
from A. W. Reid to Franklin Developers, Inc., dated March I,
1951". These statements could not have been accurate unless
the "instrument of conveyance tl had been delivered to the cor­
poration.

4. The Campbell Mine has been one ,ot the leading and big producing mines
of the Franklin District tor the past 50 years- always releasing very
hygrade strategic ruby mica. Hwever it has o;;fy been worked inter­
mittentl,y - and with hand methods.


Past work has been by tunnel, shaft and cut. These workings appear
over the pegmatite area' for more than one half mile.

,a depth of 19' 8". All of the mica. extracted is of hy'grade RUBY
type and block indications are of strategic grade. The three holes
are approximately 200 feet apart.


By reason of these core d~illings an estimate of the pegmatite
depth has been established. The explorato17 work has been com­
pleted to the 100% satisfaction of the operator'because (1),
strategic ruby mica was discovered in each hole, (2), commercial'
ore bodies have been proven to exist in this property and (3), the
established depth of' the pegmatite will permit many years ot
profitable operation.


As a result of the above work, DMEA. issued a Certifioation of
Discovery covering the Campbell Mine.


A1though records are not available, sales trom -this mine have long
passed the $100,000.00 mark. Extraction of blocks, even close to
the surface, weighing over 300 pounds have been cODmon; as have
sheets from same measuring up to 12" x 12".
