such other supports and structures as are necessary for the preservation of the mine,
(1) Assignment. Not to assign this lease, or any interest therein, whether by direst
assignment, operating agreement, working or royalty interest, or otherwise, not sublet
any portion of the leased premises, except with the approval in writing of the lessor.
All such assighments or subleases must be submitted in triplicate within 90 days from the
date of execution and must contain all of the terms and conditions agreed upon by the
parties thereto. No overriding royalties or payments out of production shall be created

"~ which weuld exceed 1/2 the royalties payeble under this lease to the lessor. An assignment
of all or part of the record title to a portion of the acreage in the lease shall separate
the lease into separate leaseholds and the terms hereof shall apply separately to the
segregated portions., Advance annual rental payments if previously terminated shall be
resumed as to an undeveloped segregated portion on the next anniversary date of the lease,
the minimum royalty payment therein specified shall apply separately to the segregated
portions end the time allowed within which to commence operations on an undeveloped segrew
gated portion shall be such reasonable period as shall be prescribed by the lessor at the
time the assignment i8 approved, .
(m) Non-discrimination. Not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for employ-
ment because of race, creed, color, or national origin, and to require an identical pro-
vision to be included in all subcontrats.
(n)_Payments. To make all payments to the lessor under this section as directed, such pay-
ments to be made to the order of the Treasurer of the United States,

BECTION 3., In further consideration of the foregoing, the lessee also agrees:

(a) Protection of Property. To conduct all operations authorized by this lease with due
regard for good land management; not to cut or destroy timber without first obtaining
permission from the authorized representative of the Secretary ofAgriculture, and to pay
for all such timber cut or destroyed at rates prescribed by such representative; to avoid
damage to improvements, timber, crops, or other ocver; whenever practicable, to control
soil erosion resulting from the operation; to prevent pollution of soil and water resources;
uhless authorized by the representative of the Secretary of Agriculture, not to carry on
operations, make excavations, construct tunnels, drill, or otherwise disturb the surface

of the lease land within 200 feet of any building standing on the leased land; whenever
required in writing by the authorized representative of the Secretary of Agriculture, to
fence all sump holes and other excavations made by lessee.

(b) Forest, Brush and Grass Fire Frecautions. To do all in his power to prevent and sup-
press forest, brush and grass fires on the leased lend and in its vininity, and to require
his employees, contractors, subcontractors, and émployees of contractors or subcontractors
to do likewise, Unless prevented by circumstances over which he has no control, the lessee
shall place his employees, contractors, subcontractors, and employees of ccntractors and
subcontractors employed on the leased land at the disposal of any authorized officer of the
Department of Agriculturef

for the purpose of fighting forest, brush, or grass fires, with the understanding that
peyment for such servides shall be made at rates to be determined by the authorized
representative of the Secretary of Agriculture, which rates shall not be less than the
current rates of pay prevailing in the vicinity for services of a similer character;
except that if the lessee, his employees, contractors, subcontractors, or employees of
contractors or subcontractors caused or could have prevented the origin cr spread of said
fire or fires, no payment shall be msde for services so rendered,
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During periods of serious fire danger to forest, brush, or grass, as may bé specified
by the authorized representative of the Secretary of Agriculture, the lessee shall
prohibit smoking and the building of cemp and lunch fires by his employees, contractors,
subcontractors, and employees of contractors or subcontractors, within the leased area
except at established camps, and shall enforce thei prohibition by all means within

bis power. However, the authorized representative of the Secretary of Agriculture may
designate safe places where, after all imflammable material has been cleared away, camp
fires may be built for the purpose of heating lunches and where, at the option of the
lessee, smoking may be permitted,

The lessee shall not burn rubbish, trash, or other imflammable material except with the
consent of the authorized representative of the Secretary of Agriculture and shall not
use explosives in such manner as to scatter imflammeble materials on the surface of the
land during the forest, brush or grass fire season, except as authorized to do so or on
areas approved by such representative.

The lesse shall build or construct such fiee lines or do such clearing on the leased land
as the authorized representative of the Secretary of Agriculture decies is necessary for
forest, brush, and grass fire prevention and shall maintain such fire tools at his
headquarters on the lease land as are deemed necessary by such representative,’

(¢) Damage to Property. To pay the lessor or its tenant, as the case may be, for any and
all demage to or destruction of property caused by the lessee's operations hereunder; to
save and hold the lessor or its teneant harmless from all damage or claims to persons or
property resulting from the lessee's operations under thi lease; and where the surface

of the leased landis owned by other than the lessork to pay such owner, or his tenent,

as the case may be, for damage or injury to livestock, crops, trees, pipe lines, buildings,
and other improvements on the leased land.

(d) Restoration of Surface of Land. Upon any partial or total relinguishment, cancellatlon
or expiration of this lease, as to that part of the leased land as to hich the lessee(s
rights have terminated and to the extent deemed necessary by the authorized representative
of the Secretary of Agriculture, to fill all sump holes, ditches and other excavations,
remove or cover all debris, and, so far as reasonable possible, restore the surface of the
lease land to its ofrmer condition, including the removal of structures as and if required.
(e) Department of Agriculture Regulations. To comply with & 1 the rules and regulations of
the Secretary of Agriculture governing the national forests or other lands under his
jurisdiction which are embraced in this lease,

(f) Special Stitulations. None.

(g) Appropriate Agency Official, To address all matters relating to this section to

Forest Supervisor, Nantahala Nat., Forest at Franklin, N. C., who is the authorized
representative of the Secretary of igriculture, or to such other representative as may,
from time to time, be designated provided that such designation shall be in writing and

be delivered to the lessee or his agent as provided by Section 4 hereof,

SECTION 4. Lessee-Agent. Prior to the beginning of operations the lessee shall appoint
and maintain at all times during the term of this lease a local agent upon whom may be
served written orders or notices respecting matters contained in this lease, and shall
inform the authorized tepresentative of the Secretary of Agriculture, and the District
Mining Supervisor of the United States Geological Survey, in writing, of the name and
address of such agent. If a substitute agent is appointed, the lessee shall ismediately
8o inform the said representatives,

SECTION 5. Renewal of Lease. If, upon the expiration of this le=se, the issuance for an
ensuing period of a lesse of similar character is determined to be in the public interest,
andall of the terms hereof have been satisfactorily complied with, and the lessee is then
qualified, he shall be accorded a preference in the issuance of said ensuing lease upon
such reasonable terms and considerations as may be prescribed by the Secretary of the
Interior, unless othierwise provided by law, The exercise of such preference right shall
be in accordance with regulations prescribed by the Secretary of the Interior.

SECTION 6. The lessor expressly reserves:

(a) Rights Reserved. The right to permit f.r joint or several use easements or rights-of-
way, including easements in tunnels upon, through, or in the land leased, occupied, or
used as may be necessary or appropriate to the working of the same or other lands, .and
the preparation and shipment of the products thereof by or under authority of the Gcvern~
ment, its lessees or permittees, and for other public purposes,

(b) Monopoly and Fair Prices. Full power and authority to promulgate and enforce all
orders necesarry to insure the sale of the production of the leased lands to the United
States and to the public at reasonable prices, to protect the interest of the United
States, to prevent monopoly, and to safeguard the public welfare.

(c) Fissionable materials. All fissionable source materials, together with the right, at

any and all times, to enter upon the lands and prospect for,

mine and remove such
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materials, pursuant to Executive Order No. 9908 (12 F.R. 8223).

(d) Waiver of Conditions. The right to waive any breach of the covenants and conditions
contained herein, but any such waiver shall extend only to the particular breach so
waived and shall not limit the rights of the kessor with respect to any future breach;
nor shall the waiver of a particular cause of forfeiture prevent cancellation of this
lease for any other cause, or for the same cause occurring at another time,

SECTION 7. It is mutually agreed:

(a) Strip Mining. That this lease does not authorlze mining or removal of minerals by
stripping or contour mining unless otherwise specifically authorized herein.

(b) Reduction or Smelting of Ores. That the reduction or smelting of ores on the leased
land is expressly prohibited in the absence of an agreement between the lessee and the
designated representative of the Secretary of Agriculture authorizing auch use of the
surface of the land and providing for the necessary protection of life and property.

Such agreement shall contain all of the terms and conditions under which the reduction

or smelting of ores may be carried on and any violation of that agreement shall be
congidered a violation of the terms of this leame for the purpose of Section 9,

(¢c) Uses aemd Disposition of Surface. That the lease land shall be subject at all times

to any other lawful uses or sale by the United States, its lessees, permittees, licensees,
and assigns; provided that ush uses or sale shall not prevent, obstruct, or unduly inter-
fere with any privilege granted under this lease,

(d) Branting Leases for Other Minerals, That the granting of this lease will not preclude
the issuance of other leases of the same land for the mining of other minerals with suitabk
stipulations as to joint eoperations, in order that full developement of the mineral
resources may by obtained,

SECTION 8. Relinquishment of Lease, Upon payment of all rentals, royalties snd other
debts due and payable to the lessor and upon payment of all wages or moneys due and pay-
able to the workmen employed by the lessee, the lessee may, upon a satisfactory showing
that the public interest will not be impaired, surrender all or any subdivision or
subdivisions of the area included in the lease. In no case will thg lease be terminated
in whole or in part until and unless the lessee shall have made provision for the preser-
vation of any mines and mineral deposits or productive works or permanent improvements on
the lands covered thereby end complied with Section 3)d) hereof. A surrender must be by a
" relinquishment filed, in triplicate, with the Director, Bureau of Land Management. A
relinquishment upon its approval shall take effect as of the date it is filed. '

SECTION 9. Removal of Equipment, etc., on Termination of Lease, On termination of this
lease, Yy surrender, forfeiture, or otherwise the lessee shall have the pr1v11ege at any
time within a period of 90 days thereafter of removing from the premises all’ machinery,
equipment, tools and materials, other than underground timbering placed by the lessee in
or on the leased lands, which are not necessary for the preservation of the mine. An
materials, tools, arpliences, machinery, structure and equipment, subject to removallas
above provided, which are allowed to remain on the leased land shall become the property
‘of the lessor on expiration of the 90 day period or such extension thereof as may be
granted by the lessor, but the lessee shall remove any or all of such property when so
directed by the lessor.

SECTION 10. Proceedings in case of default., If the lessee does not comply with the
applicable regulations made a part hereof or the terms of this lease and such default
continues for a period of 30 days after service of written notice thereof by the le ssor,
the lease may be canceled by the Director, Bureau of Land Management. However, if produc-
tion has commenced on the lease, it may be canceled only by appropriate proceeding in a
court competent jurisdiction; but this provision does not apply to leases issued for a
period of five years or less which may be canceled in the manner stated above,.Futhermore,
if the lessee fails to take prompt and necessary steps to prevent loss or damage to the
mine, property, or premises, or danger to the employees, the lessor may enter on the
premises and take such measures as may be deemed necessary to prevent such loss or damage
or to correct the dangerous or unsfife condition of the mine or works thereof, which shall
be at the expense of the lessee, but the lessee shall not be held respornsible for delays
or casualties occasioned by causes beyond the lessee's control.

SECTION1l Heirs and successors-in-interest. It is further agreed that each obligation
hereunder shall extend to and be binding upon. and every benefit hereof shall inure to,

the heirs, executors, a&mnnlstrators, successors, or assigns of the respective parties
hereto.

SECTION 12, - Unlawful Interests. It is also further agreed that no Member of, or
Delegate to Congress, or Resident Commissioner, after his election or appoihtment, or
either before or after he has qualified, and during his continuance in office, and that
no officer, agent, or employee of the Department of the Interior or of the Department
of Agriculture shall be admitted to any share or part of this lease, or derive any
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benefit that may arise therefrom, and the provisions of Section 3741 of the
Revised Statutes, as amended, and 18 U. S. C. 431, 432, and 433, relating to

contracts, enter into end form a part of this lease so far as the same may be
applicable.
