Carl
Buchanan, whose father owned and operated the mine, states that this shaft
is only about 70 feet deep and the Gudger Fortner shaft is 165 feet deep.
A1so, Buchanan states work has been extended only 50 feet west of the
Gudger Fortner shaft or between 5 and 10 feet west of the Dick Fortner shafts
Everyone is in agreement that most of the mica=bearing pegmatite has been
removed southeast of the Dick Fortner shaft.

The quoted report on the Big East Fork mine was prebared in 19Lk
by the U. 3. Geological Survey. Only that portion of the report deemed
appropriate is quoted:
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#The mine is owmed by the Marcellus Buchanan fistate., The
deposit is reported to have been discovered about 1900 by Bud Cowan of
Macon County. .Sam Higdony; also of Macon County, was the second operator,
but most of the mining was done during the period of the last war by Mape
cellus Buchanan, who employed as many as 20 men at one time. About 1939,
Mro. Ralph Cameron (Sylva Syndicate) worked the mine for a year and a half,
Tnhe present operation was begun Lpril 1, 19LlLs it has involved a crew
averaging three men.

"The workings on the west side of the creek include three shafis
and large stopes, all of which are now inaccessible, The Nick Fortner shaft,
filled with water, is reported to be 150 feet deep, The Gudger Fortner shaft,
also filled with water is of unkrown depth, as is a caved shaft near the east
end of a small caved open cute A fourth shaft, caved and covered by dump
material, is reported to have been sunk by Cameron a few feet east of the
creek., The entire block of ground between the later shaft and the Dick
Fortner shaft probably has been stopede.

iThe country rock is a fine-grained, garnetiferous, quartze
biotite gneiss with a uniform texture. The foliation strikes a few degrees
east of north and dips steeply northwest. Near the contacts with the rege=
matite the rock is somewhat coarser and contains lsrger end more abundzant
garnets, as well as masses of a fine-grained, dark green, micaceous mineral,
probably one of the chlorite group., .Locally the rock has been injected by
pegmatitic material. The pegmatite also has engulfed and partly reworked
blocks of the gneiss to produce a hybrid consisting of gray feldspar and small
orbicules of fine=grained biotite and garnet, Crystals of a dark green bladed
mineral, probably a pyromene, occur sparingly in the injected gneiss,

The pegmatite body strikes N, 50° W, and in general dips steeply
southwest, However, the contacts observed in Levels X and Y are vertical.,
The body is tabular and cuts across the foliation of the gneiss, Its thickness
ranges from three to eight feet, and it has been mined over a horizontal
distance of gbout 500 feet and a vertical distance of more than 300 feet,
Pegmatite is exposed just below the collar of the Dick Fortner shaft, but no
exposures are known west of the shaft., It seems probable, therefore, that
the dike plunges steeply to the west.

"The main dike contains a 2 1/2-foot quartz core flanked by zones
of pegmatite that are rich in grayish green to white feldspar and contain
scattered books of muscovite. Both microcline and plagioclase are present,
but the former appears to be the more abundant. Much of the feldspar has
been sericitized. Small reddish=brown garnets occur near the contacts with
the gneiss, Curved fractures in the massive quartz contain then films of
biotite; and rosettes of pyrrhotite lie along cleavage cracks in the
feldspar,
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Tt is reported that the "main Vein" was encountered at a depth
of 78 feet in the Dick Fortner shaft, Since pegmatite is exposed just
below the collar of this shaft, this report may best be interpreted to mean
that the main mica shoot was intersected at 78 feet, Very little mica is
reported to have been obtained from near the bottom of the Dick Fortner shafte
From these and other reports, it seems likely that the mica shoot plunges
to the west at an angle of about L50.

"Books of mica are scatiered through the zones of feldspar rich
pegmatite, Concentrations ocecur both near the quartz core and along the
pegmatite-gneiss contacts, but no well=defined mica zcone occurs along either.

v'The mica is greenish rum in color. The largest block obtained during the

present operation measured 11 by 9 inches, but most of the books are less
than six inches in diameter, Warping is the principal defect; "AY
structure is moderate; reeves, crumpling, quartz inclusions, and black
mineral spots are minor,

“Operations at the mine ceased early in October 19k, owing to
the diminishing quantities of mica that were being obtained from the peg-
matite body., Between June 6 (the day the mine was mapped) and October L,
the heading of Level Y was advanced 10 feet and the heading of Level X was
advanced 30 feet., The ground between Level Y and the heading of Level X
was stoped away,™

Mining supplies, equipment, and labor are available locally.

The proposed exploration, as set forth in the application, is
unsound, The fastest and least expensive method to employ is to rehabilitate
the Dick Fortner shaft and deepen it to approximately 170 feet. Then a
drift (80 feet in length) should be driven to the northwest on the pegmatite,
cutting the rake of the mica shoot (map indicates that it rekes about L50
in a N, 500 W, direction)e The shaft is 5' x 9! at the collar, thus should
be of adequate size to permit timbering where necessary, installations of
ladderway, and provide adequate hoistway.
