Under Item (1) delete words ‘““Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent’ if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though' its were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used(in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6). .

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.

) Preparation of Form M F—104A—,,—'Operator’3 Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress &f the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and ‘“New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.¥ The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘“Operating Equipment”, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs’’, and ‘“New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DM EA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘‘Authorized by Contract’” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract.

Houk: In regard to the Cook Mining Company. On September. 13, 1954, you
made a recommendation for additional work. We have had the GAO around
here and we have to be extremely careful. We wrote you and said 50
feet was not enough. You wrote back and said 80 feet would be neces-
sary and that the Operator had done 57 feet on his own, and you said
in the report that he would continue working on his own.

Laurence: We sent you a letter on the 1lth of October.

Houk: Is that the last?

Iaurence; Yes.

Houk: I know you made the recommendation that we provide an additional 50 feet.
How do you want the amendment drawn from the end of the contract work or

from the date of the amendment ?

Laurence: From the end of the contract work, I don't think that they would need
to do 80 Feet of additional work. .

Houk: It was 57' on the 6th of October. If going at the same rate it would be
about 80 feet now. We cannot make these retroactive. Unless you or the
field engineer told the Operator that you would recommend an amendment to
Washington to do additional work.

Laurence: Teague and Shirley told him that they would recommend additional work
and if he dld it before the amendment was signed he ‘would have to do it
on his own. I am sure that is what Teague probably told him. Teague did
recommend the contract be amended to take care of this extra footage.
Houk: Are we in a position to make a certification?

Laurence: We will be if the additional 80 feet is done under the contract.

Houk: As a result of the work we provided them access.
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laurence: Remember the D. H. Stevens Mine. Then we wrote in and said he, the
Operator, would make a discovery if we held our report until such time as he
did more work on his own? We were told we could not do that. That was
Docket No. DMEA-R293. If we can certify without paying for this extra work
I would not worry too much about it (Cook).

Houk: This is the letter Hofflund wrote "All of the forms, however, contemplate that
the certification should have 'resulted from the exploration work', rather
than from work prosecuted independently by the operator after the completion
or termination of the work provided for in the exploration project contract."
In other words a certification cannot be justified after six months from the
completion of the contract.

Laurence: Wouldn't that apply here. If we go ahead and include that extra footage,
and pay 75% of the cost we can go ahead and certify.

Houk: I talked with Frank and he said we can provide access near an ore shoot and
encourage them to go on their own and certify on that.

‘Laurence: Obviously we are not in a position to certify immediately. We wrote and

said this was the reason we were holding up the report. We cannot certify
except on what is there at completion of contract work, is what we get from
the letter.

Houk: We may not be able to make a certification of discovery, we can make a certifica-
tion of development. Of course it is one of the Feb. 1952 contract forms. No
exceptions, and I think if at any time the Government considers that a discovery
has been made from which production may be made, as a result of the exploration
work the Government may not later than six months after, make a certification,
but John's memo is quite definite.

Laurence: This is Teague's week -out. He will be in Monday. I will get you a memo.
I will know how much work they have done. If we can go ahead and certify on
that basis but on the other hand I would hate to see him get s d1scovery and

not be able to certify.

Houk: We would amend the contract,and get him an additional 80 feet from the date of
the amendment,that will protect us. Is he fairly honest and honorable?

Laurence: Yes. I think so. So far as I know our dealings in the past have been
alright. Apparently what I get from talking with Teague they are willing to
put it under an amendment and go ahead, and they are willing to take a chance.

Houk: Is it good enough to make a certification now? |

Laurence: I think so. I will know when Teague comes in Monday. That October 1lth memo
says probably will result in the discovery of a workable deposit, but Teague
said they have gotten some mica and sold some. I thought they were getting into
pretty good pegmatite.

Houk: Write me aiter you have talked with Teague.

Laurence: I wlll write regarding a certlflcatlon in a memo on Monday.

Since menorandum to Operating Committee from the Field Team,
Region VII, dated September 13, 195l, operations at this project have
continued. When the project was last visited on October &, the level had

- been advanced 157 feet from the shaft. Two additional 15«foot drill holes had

been drilled in the sides of the level 100 feet from the shaft, and two
7=foot holes at the 135-foot point in the level. No pegmatite was encountered
in any of these holes,

Pegmatite, ranging in thiclmess from a thin stringer to five
feet in thickness, has been followed in the level from a poimt sbout 2125
feet southwest of the shaft to the face. The present face shows 5 feet of
pegmatite, similar in composition to that removed during previocus mining.
It contains some mica of strategic size and grade. The present face is
about even with the stope from which a mica shoot was mined during World

(¢) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the

Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 7

the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—O0perator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aﬁrex}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under othe%ontract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words “Short Form” if the contract
is & sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent’’ if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the.exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used(in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be reported under ‘“Rental”. The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under ‘‘Purchase’”’. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
:@on, 'of equipment owned will be reported under ‘‘ Deprecia-
ion”’,

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etec., used in.the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,

priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region

- During World War II $69,222,28 worth of green mices was sold to the
Colonial Mica Corporation from this mine, From all available reports cone
siderable reserves of mica are still available in the deposit. Two possible
approaches for exploration are wobth consideration; however, the merit of each
is dependent upon the interpretation of the meaning of explaration,

The deposit was examined on October 6, 1953. Messrs, Ed Ellis and
B. G. Thomas accompanied the examiners on the inspection which required two
hours,

The Charles Robinson mine is 2.25 miles northeast of Micaville, Yancey
County, North Carolina. Access to the mine is generally good at all times,

Description of the workings and underground geology, taken from a
manuscript report by W. Re Griffitts, U.5.G.S., dated May 8, 19LL, is given
in part belotr: '

"The country rock is migmatite (injection gneiss) that presumably wes
formed by introduction of feldspathic material into mica schist or gneiss. It
is composed of lenses of quartz and feldspar 2 or 3 inches long separated by
layers of mica schist 1/L inch to an inch thick. Magnetite, chlorite, and
epidote are present in small amounts., Within 10 to 100 feet of the mine the
mica schist or gneiss contains comparatively little introduced materiale 1In
the two adits there is some severely weathered material that may have been
hornblende gneiss.

"The pegmatite is composed chiefly of quartz, oligoclase (Ab78),
muscovite, garnet, and apatite. A few crystals of allanite and very small
amounts of beryl and tourmsline were seen. A few tiny grains of a black
mineral, perhaps uraninite, were found scattered through green-stained feld-
spar in an area 6 or 8 inches across. 4 light green mineral that forms ‘
crusts on the feldspar is probably an alteration product of this black mineral;
it may be voglite (CaCuVO, carbonate). 2

"The pegmatite averages 6 feet in thickness in the lowest workings. Its:
continuity is broken by numerous layers of schist that branch off from the
steeply dipping rock in the west foot wall, flatten in the center of the
workings and then steepen again to join the east hanging wall, These layers
range in thickness from an inch to a foot or more, Between them are lenses of
pegmatite, which appear to be larger near the east wall than elsewlieré. Quartz
is concentrated near the hanging aqd foot walls of these lenses, where it is
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associated with much garnet, apatite, and muscovite. Near the east wall
these minerals tend to be concentrated along the hanging wall, whereas in
the central and western parts of the pegmatite zone they are most commonly
at the foot well. At the north heading the pegmatite in the eastermmost and
largest lenses contains blocky feldspar crystals several inches across.

"In the drift at an altitude of about 2,680 feet, the pegmatite is
5 feet thick and contains no schist layers, thus differing considerably from
that in the lower workings. Next to the walls is a 6 -to- 8 inch zone composed
chiefly of feldspar. Inside this is 2 mass of quartz and feldspar with many
small books of muscovite; southward along the drift the quartz becomes less
prominent. About 20 or 30 feet south of the water hole the pegmatite is
composed of feldspar and continues as such to the limit of the accessible
workings., Massive quartz bodies occur near the center of the pegmatite in
the heading at 2,710 feet.

"The average strike of the pegmatite is N. 35° E, and the average dip
is vertical. In the shafts it is a nearly plane, vertical body. Southward,
however, it becomes increasingly curved. Between the two drifts to the south
a broad bend, concave toward the east, is indicated. Above an altitude of
2,680 feet, another broad bend concave to the west, is sharn by the dip in
the drift and the positions of pegmatite in the few accessible workings in
the upper part of the mine. The pegmatite appears to be swinging back to the
east below the lowest drift, strongly suggesting the presence of another
open "fold."

"The upper part of the mine; southwest of the shaft and above the
Spruce Pine Mica Company's drift, is said to have yielded much clear mica. A
relatively poor zone thus eeparates the upper mica zone from the lower one.
It is interesting to note that the two zones, where an easterly dip steepens
and becomes vertical, concide with the zones from which the greatest mica
production is reported. A little mica is reported from other parts of the
pegmatite., There has been little prospecting in the region where the westerly
dip steepens to vertical, hence it cannot be considered barren.

"The mine was probably first opened LO to 50 years ago by Charles:
Robinson, whose work was done in hard rock near the loction of the present
shafts, During the first year of Robinson's operations, he is said to have
sold mica valued at $12,000. Some very large sheets were said to have been
used for "window glass." Muich work was also done in the soft, decomposed
pegmatite south of the shaft, but the date is unknown. About 1925 the
Spruce Pine Mica Company drove the drift at an altitude of about 2,680 feet,
but recovered very little mica.

"The Morton Mining Company began operations by sinking to the 2,630-
foot level, where mica was found, and by driving an incline southward.
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"The mica produced in the early history of the mine is said to have
been free from specks. In the present workings, however, roughly 35 percent
of the total sheet mica is ppecked."

Colonial Mica Corporation purchased $69,222,28 worth of mica classie
fied as .green in color from this mine during World War II, In U. S. G. S.
Professional Paper 225, Physical Characteristics of Commercial Sheet
Muscovite in the Southeastern United States, the color is classified as
yellowish green to yellowish olive, Of the specimens tested, about 10 percent
contained cracks and 15 percent contained pinholes, Q-meter tests on 689
pieces of mica gave 100 percent E-1 results,

‘As mentioned previously, there are two possible approaches for bringing
this mine back into production. The applicant has proposed & reconditioning
and deepening an existing LO=foot shaft to 220 feet, then doing 100 feet of
lateral work northeast of the shaft, The principal advantage of this approach
is that it will explore an unexplored block of ground southwest of exisiing
worldngs which apparently produced mica. Also, it would provide better haulage
from the existing "south-heading™; however, the existing mine is deeper than
the bottom of this proposed shaft,

The other possible approach for exploring the deposit is to dewater
the existing workings and conduct exploration work from them. The advantage.
of this approach is that it will require less money, be faster, and probably
has more chance of success. In the U. S.G.S, report of 194l the following
statement is made: "Two prinicpal mica L nes, separated by more barren
pegmatite, have been mined in the past. There may well be another shoot at
greater depth, possibly 70 or 80 feet below. the present workings. Other regions
which may be mica<bearing lie below and south of the water hole on the 2,680=
foot level and both north and south of the lower drift,.w

The mine map indicates that the known mica shoots all rake about 200 SW
and that a considerable block of unexplored pegmatite exists below the northern=
most shaft, This shaft was taped to a dlepth of 96 feet at the time of the
examination and it may be entirely feasible to recondition it, as the map shows
its depth as 10L feete It is estimated that the mine now contains approximately
600,000 gallsons of water which probably could be pumped in about seven dsy s,
The examiners understand that the north shaft is mostly in hard rock, thus: tlje
only reconditioning that would be required would be a small amount of cribbing
around the collar and installation of new ladders.

After the mine is dewabered and ladderways installed, the field
examiners should inspect the various headings; however, with the information
now available it appears that the most desirable work would involve deepening
the northeastern most shaft about 80 feet and driving 360 feet of laterals
to the southwest, . ‘

If any work is done, the examiners recommend that the above be given
consideration,
