ARTICLE 3. Exploratioii project.—The Operator, within ----------3Q.---------days from the date ofthis contract shall commence 
work on a project of exploration for2---------


in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project to completion within a period from the 
date of this contract. The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit "A" aftaelThZl hret, ffl1Th . any maps 
or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. The work shall be performed by the Operator or by independent contractor or contractors efficiently, expertly, 
in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for work-
men's compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor,- to bring the 
project to completion within the time fixed. The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at 
all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government 
may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 4. Costs of the pro ject.—The agreed, estimated costs of performing the work, expressed in terms of units of work 
to be performed (per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per cubic yard of material to be moved, etc.) are set forth in -Exhibit 
"A," attached hereto. The Government will pay -----------------percent of these agreed, estimated costs, as they 
accrue, for units of work actually performed that confoi1if'with the description or specifications for the work set forth in this 
contract, in an aggregate total amount not in excess of 	 which is	 --------------- percent of	 -, the agreed, estimated total cost of the project in which i1ifri'nt will particiirf'ei Provided, That until ''Ot r $ 
final report and final accounting have been rendered to the Government and any final check or auditing required by the Govern-
ment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may withhold from the last voucher 
or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of ten (10) percent of the maximum total which the Government might have 
been called upon to pay under the terms of the contract. The Government may, as it sees fit, make paments direct to the Opera-
tor's independent contractors, if any, for the account of the Operator, rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly 
reports of units of work performed under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies), upon forms provided by the Government. 
These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the Operator's invoice of units of work per-
formed on the project during the period covered by the report and his , voucher for repayment by the Government, unless the 
Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports shall include surface and/or 
underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with assay-reports on- samples

(b) Final report.—Upon completa of the exploration work or termination of th ontract the Operator shall provide the 
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies) , including an estimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the exploration work. 	 . 


(c) Compliance with requi'rements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any' of the Operator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work ; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports. 


(d) Aceounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of the units of work performed, which the 
Government may inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require a check of the work performed and 
an audit of the Operator's records and accounts, by a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a 
cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion 
of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract the Opera-
tor shall render a final account and statement of work performed to accompany his final report. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Ope'rator.— (a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after 
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so ceitify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or 
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall 
pay to the. Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale 
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, Or metal, until the total 
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, 
as follows:


(1) One and one-half (1 1A ) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton. 
(2) One and one-half ( 11, ) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (% ) percent of such net amounts for each 


additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton,but not in excess of five (5) 
percent of such net amounts. .. 	 . 


(For instance: The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton, would be one and one-half (1%) 
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 31/2 ) pércent)	 : 


. ( b ) As here used, "net smelter returns," "net concentrator returns," and "other net amounts realized from. the sale or other 
disposition," mean gross revenue from sales, or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in 
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not dispQsed. of as such, these 
terms mean what is or would be the gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax 
determination.	 . S 


(c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land 
described in Article 2 and upon any-production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or 
is fully paid.	 .	 .	 - -	 - 


(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest 
to engage in any mining or production operations 	 xttie 6. 


ARTICLE 7. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or; otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. - Should the Operator make or permit -any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration-Administration or by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 	 - - 


ARTICLE 8. Ter-m,ination a-nd completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the 
terms of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms 
of the contract; or (c) if, in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the prob-
ability of making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified.

The following provisions are in lieu of Article 6:
Repayment by Operator. --a. Certification. --If the 


Government_considers that a dlicovery or development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the work, the 
Government, at any time not later than six months after the 
Operator has rendered the final report and final account, may 
so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification 
shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery 
or development. 


b. Royalty on production.--The Operator, as prin-
cipal, if the Operator is the producer, or as surety, if the 
Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the land, as 
follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery 
or development, from the date of the contract until the lapse 
of the time within which the Government may make such certi-
fication, or until the total net amount. contributed by the 
Government without Interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certificatIon of dis-
covery or development, for a period of ten years from the date 
of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest Is fully repaid, whichever 
occurs first.


c. Basis for computation. --The Government's royalty 
shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds (including any 
bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the 
production sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrates, metal, 
or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising In the regular 
courë of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account. of the cost of treatment. proc-
esses performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying to deter-
mine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by 
the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator), shall be allowed 
as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term 
is used herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling 
or assaying, or transportation, performed or.paid by the







. 


Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deduct-
ible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as thatterm is here 
used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means 
those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent) applied to the raw ore or other 
production after it Is extracted from the ground, to put it 
into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating 
or manufacturing. 


d. Unsold production. --If any production (ore, 
concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse of six 
months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground., 
remains neither sold nor used by the Operator in integrated 
manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if 
it is stockpiled), the Government, at its option, as long 'as 
it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, 
concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Govern-
ment elects to require computation and payment. If any 
production is used by the Operator in integrated manufactur-
ing or fabricating operations before the Government makes 
its election, the Government's. royalty on such production 
shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which. 
and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used 
means what is or would be gross income from mining operations 
for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax deter-
mination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


e. Percentages of royalt.--The percentages of 
the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 


One and one-half ( li) percent of amounts 
("gross proceeds'.' or "value") not in excess of 
eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in 
the form in which sold, held, or used, plus 
one-half () percent for each additional full 
fifty cents ($0.50 ) by which such amounts exceed 
eight dollars ($8.00)' per ton, but not in' excess 
of five (5) percent of such amount's.

If the records of any production and sales or other 
disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Govern -
ment, the amount of the royalty may be estimated by the 
Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, 
or his successor, and his estimate thereof shall be final 
and binding upon the Operator. 


h. No obligation to •prodüce.--Nothing in this 
contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation on 
the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to 
engage in any mining or production operations.

The work shall be performed by the Operator or by independent contractor or contractors efficiently, expertly, 
inCa workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for work-
men's compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the 
project to completion within the time fixed. The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at 
all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government 
may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 4. Costs of the pro ject.—The agreed, estimated costs of performing the work, expressed in terms of units of work 
to be performed (per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per cubic yard of material to be moved, etc.) are set forth in Exhibit -

been called upon to pay under the terms of the contract. The Government may, as it sees fit, make payments direct to the Opera-
tor's independent contractors, if any, for the account of the Operator, rather than to the Operator. 


The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly 
reports of units of work performed under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies), upon forms provided by the Government. 
These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the Operator's invoice of units of work per-
formed on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by the Government, unless the 
Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports shall include surface and/or 
underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with assay-reports on samples 
taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground.

(c) Compliance with requirèments.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work ; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or

(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of the units of work performed, which the 
Government may inspect and audit at any time. The Govrnment may at any time require a check of the work performed and 
an audit of the Operator's records and accounts, by. a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a 
cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion 
of the project or the termination of this contract.

lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's' rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the, Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest 'in or operations on the land for a period' of 10' years from the' date Of this 'contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance.

b. Royalty on production.--The Operator, as prin-
cipal, if the Operafor is the producer, or as surety, if the 
Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the land, as 
follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery 
or development, from the date of the contract until the lapse 
of the time within which the Government may make such certi-
fication, or until the total net amount contributed by the 
Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of dis-
covery or development, for a period of ten years from the date 
of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever 
occurs first..


c. Basis for computatiOn.--The Government's royalty 
shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds (including any 
bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the 
production sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrates, metal, 
or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular 
course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account. of the cost of 'treatment proc-
esses performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying to deter-
mine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by 
the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator), hall be allowed

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to mkke a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operato'r's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a -voucher for -reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th ' 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order tey appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other,contract forms.	 --


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" -if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervisi9n and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 


- expenditures due the Operator toreimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor; supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
-and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200- (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item '(1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MF-1O4A--Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howcvr, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items 'on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in.with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc.,- provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such ditributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable. basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the-Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproporti9nate unit costs.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration pro'ject is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:


/, (a) Form MF-1O4—Operztor s Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for -reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 2 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voicher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under othe<ontract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include .labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be rported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment.

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract.

(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 

of monthly, progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 

showing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's 

Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work perfOrmed during the, reporting 

period and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work'; and .(3) a Narrative Report of the work

performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government ma.withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Perceitages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows:

The Final Reporb of the Field Team was received on July 12, 
19SS. The Operator's Final Report has not been received. 
Audits: A review in lieu of final audit was received on June 3, 19S. 


Comments and Recommendations: 


The project was established to explore for tungsten in the 
Windup claim in Mineral County,Nevada. The Field Team reported 
that tungsten ore discovered in the drift was too narrow and too low 
grade to be commercial, but that the drift did not adequately explore 
the target area. No reserve of minable tungsten ore was discovered 
by project work. A reserve of SO0 tons of indicated ore and 900 tons

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INTRODUCTION 


The Windup claim, Mineral County, Nevada, was exploredby a 


partnership of Schaff, Bednar, Jones and Reinrniller, Box 100, abbs, 


Nevada in cooperation with the Defense Minerals Exploration Adminis-


tration, docket DMEA 3393, under contract No. Idm-E744 dated Dec em-


ber 7, 1954.

All the funds provided 


under the contract have been expended and the operators have stopped work 


and removed all equipment. They do not plan to do additional exploration. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The Windup claim was visited on April 15,. 1955 to determine 


the. amount of work completed under terms of the DMEA exploration 


contract.

The following paragraph on geology is to be included with 
the interim inspection report, dated February 15, 1955 and prepared 
by Henry W. Jones, for the Windup Claim, Mineral County, Nevada: 


GEOLOGY 


The entire 106 feet of advance in the adit at the Windup 
claim has been driven in the light tan to brown volcanic tuff of the 
lower Jurassic Dunlap formation. The bearing of the adit has been 
shifted 15 degrees to the north from the original bearing in order 
to cut the contact at a point closer to the starting point of the 
DMEA work. / This shift is justified on geologic grounds and should 
permit a greater length of ore zone to be explored with the footage. 
allowed under the contract by reducing the amount of crosscutting 
required to reach the contact. The scheelite- and copper-bearing 
tactite layer at the contact of the tuff and the overlying limestone 
bed had not yet been reached at the time of the interim inspection. 
It is inferred, by projection of the contact from exposures in the 
inclined shafts 85 feet above the adit level, that this tactite layer 
will be encountered within the next 50 feet. The contact dips into 
the hill at a low angle (21 to 32 degrees) and must continue in 
depth at about the same dip, as the next canyon to the north is in 
limestone at an altitude lower than the adit level.. When the 
contact is reached by the adit a drift will be run to the east along 
the contact to determine the grade and continuity of the scheelite-
bearing material.

SUMMARY AND. CONCLUSIONS 


The Windup claim was inspected on February 9, 1955 to deter-


mine if work had been done under terms of the DMEA exploration con-


tract. It was learned that the compressor was installed and work started 


two days after the previous visit; the starting date'was, therefore, set at 


January 19, 1955. Measurements taken from a preestab1ished point 


indicate the crosscut was advanced' a total distance of 106 feet on a N45°E 


bearing. There was no change in character of the rock and no mineral-


ization encountered in the new heading. 


Work is progressing , in a rapid and efficient manner with no 


unusual difficulties being encountered. 


WORK COMPLETED 


The 'Windup claim was visited in company with H. K. Stager, 


USGS, in order to' determine if any advance had been made under the 


terms of the DMEA contract.

It wa's found that work had started immediately after the previous visit 


of Jan. 17, 1955, or on Jan. 19, 1955 under direction of Mr. Bednar 


(one of the partners). A, rock shelf left by the previous operation.s was 


blasted to start on a flat face, and the cro.sscut was swung 15 degrees 


to the left on.a N45°E bearing. Crosscut advance was measured at 


106 feet, all within a slightly brecciated volcanic tuff. No mineraliza-


tion was encountered. 


Three men are employed at the mine, including Bednar, work-


ing on a one shift round' in round out 'basis. Drilling is being done by 


means of'a jackhamer mounted 'on an air jackleg. Approximately 16 


holes drilled to a 5-foot depth are used to a round. The footage pulled 


each round averages 5.3 feet. Mucking is done by hand into a 15 cubic 


foot mine car.


OTHER INFORMATION 


The surrounding mine workings were examined by the visiting 


engineer and geologist. Possibilities exist that the ore bearing structure 


does not extend to' the depth of, the present driven adit,, and if it doe, it 


tends' to flatten with depth. During a visit on the following, euening with 


F. W. Rein-miller, it was discussed with him' that perhaps some long 


drill holes should be extended from' the back of the adit, on company 


account, if mineralization is not encountered within the next 60 feet. 


The drill holes would establish the horizon of mineralization if they exist' 


and further' exp1oration'pro:grams could be planned from' the data àbtained.

I have examined the Field Team report on the subject prop-
ert r, noting that denial of the application has been recommended. 


I cannot concur with the recommendation for denial and. 
suggest instead that either a contract be approved to do the proposed 
work, or that the field be asked to present further evidence which 
could be used to deny the application. On the basis of evidence 
already presented, DMA would have little justification to deny this 
application. 


The applicant proposes to explore the deposit by extending 
an existing adit 180 feet to crosscut the vein, then to drift north-
east on the vein 90 feet, and from a point in the drift to raise 85 
feet to connect with the west shaft. This project, costing an esti-. 
mated $10,377.00 would explore that block of ground lying between 
the two shafts and extending from the outcrop to the adit level. 


The Field Team report notes that scheelite is scattered 
along the limestone-tufT contact for 370 feet, but only between the 
two inclined shafts is ore continuous and of minable grade. The 
report also notes the vein has a ininable width of 18 inches between 
the two shafts, and that Li. samples taken in this area averaged .89% 
W03 . It is pointed out, however, that a more representative sample 
of the ore is the head sample of 0.11.5% W03 of 3711. tons taken from 
the shafts and treated at the Sodaville mill. 


As presented, the facts indicate that this vein warrants 
further exploration. The scattering of scheelite along 370 feet of 
outcrop is indicative of considerable mineralization, certainly more 
than is found at the outcrop of many tungsten producing mines. Fur-
ther, it would be most unusual to locate a shaft on either end of 
the only minable ore body as this report would imply; the stope

shown on the map on the east side of the east shaft, coupled with 
the remark in the report that considerable ore was mined from this 
east stope, suggests that the ore body is more extensive. While a 
bulk satuple of 0. 1i5% W03 is not high grade, this represents unsorted 
dump tonnage that was unquestionably diluted by overbreakage in the 
shaft. Quite probably, tonnage from mining operations would be 
somewhat above this grade, and could be closer to the average of 0.89% 
W03, as suggested by the samples. Finally, the report mentions an 
indicated and inferred tonnage aggregating 1200 tons, which, at 100 
percent recovery and at $63.00 per unit, would have a gross value of 
$68,000. Such recovery is impossible; however, similar ore from the 
White Horse property, DNEA Docket 3362, milled at Gardnerville, 
Nevada, assayed 0.32 percent W03 and mill recovery of WO from this 
ore is quoted at 90 percent. If comparable recovery could be made 
from Windup ore, the gross value of the ore would still be appreciable 
and. certainly enough to justify further exploration. In most DNEA 7 cc 
tungsten contracts there are no reserves at all on the property to J 
be explored when the project is started. 	 \A9L

If further correspondence is had with the Field Team on 
this application, it is suggested. that they contact the applicant 
and inquire about a more extended project. Such work might be done 
on a stage basis. On the basis of the evidence in hand the vein 
would.appear to warrant more than the proposed 90 feet of drifting. 
Such drifting might be done by turning the proposed. crosscut more to 
the north, to reach the vein at less distance, and. then by drifting 
beyond the present proposed eastern limit.

The denial of the subject application by this Division is 
based on the following information: 


1. The Applicants proposed an exploration program consisting 
of extending a low level adit to the mineralized contact 
followed by drifting along the mineralized contact for 
approximately 90 feet and raising to connect with the 
bottom of the west shaft. 


2. Tungsten mineralization on the Windup claim appears to be 
localized in limestone along a limestone-tiff contact that 
has been shattered by minor subsidiary movement related to 
thrust faulting. The scheelite mineralization is scattered 
along the contact for 370 feet, but is continuous only be-
tween the. two inclined shafts, 70 feet apart. Here also the 
mineralized zone approaches xninable width,ranging from 12 
to 36 inches in width and averaging 18 inches • Dip of the 
mineralized contact in this area is from 20° to 30° but it 
is inferred that the deposit wiU steepen to about 0°. 


3, ¶Iio samples were taken by the examining field team from each 
of the tto inclined shafts • A arithmetical average of the 
four samples is 0.89S percent W03. However the mineralization 
is spotty, and the head sample containing o.I percent W03 
representing 3fli. tone of ore (from the two inclined shafts 
and the smafl stope from the East shaft) that was shipped to 
the Sodaville mill during 19S3 is considered more reliable.

Using these ore reserves, the Field Team calculated the gross 
value of the deposit to be $68,000.00, an estimate that can 
only be based on 100 percent recovery and $63.00 per unit. 


6. The Field Team concluded that with the total reserves in the 
subject deposit having a gross value of $68,000.00, offhand 
an exploration program costing $10,377.00 should be approved. 
However, due to the limited extent of mineralization along 
the strike and the narrow width of the deposit, which will 
cause considerable dilution in mining, the Field Team con-
curred with the examining field team in their recommendations 
for denial.

An engineer of the Bureau of Mines and two geologists of the 


Geological Survey made a joint examination of the Windup tungsten mine 


in July l9SLt.

recent production was during the period August 21, 19S2 to October 17, 


19S3 when a dump was shipped to the Sinkey tungsten mill at Sodaville.

The youngest of the stratified rooks is the Jurassii Dunlop formation 


composed of interbedded and interfingered limestone, dolomite, sandstone, 


sandy tuff, and meta-volcanic rock. Intruding all of the older formations 


is late Jurassic granodiorite. 


The Luning and Dunlop rocks are extensively folded into east trend-


ing anticlines and synclines. Several major thrust faults, some 


contemporaneous and some post—folding displace all of , the stratified 


units, but do not displace the granodiorite. Normal faults, dating 


from the Tertiary to recent, displace all rocks and pre-existing structures.

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ORE DEPOSITS AND ORE RESERVES

emanating from an underlying granitic body filtered through this shattered 


rock, and deposited scheelite in the limestone (hanging wall) at the 


limestone-tuff contact.

(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 

of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 

showing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's 

Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various, types of, work performed during the reporting 

period and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the.work

(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after. a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 
• (b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 


if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development,

(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds

charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purc'haser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to' pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(1) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in .this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time 'have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the G'overnment shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporti'ng, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was, given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding , up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit. 	 '	 .	 .
